When 
he w a s l)om. In 1852, b i s grandfather, 
the third marqnls, a n d h i s uncle, sub­
sequently the fourth marquis, were 
still alive. H i s unc le w a s Lo id Castle-
reagh, his father, w a s Ix)rd George 
Vane, and be w a s Charles Stewart 
Vane-Tempest-StewarL On the death 
of the third'marquis Ixird GeorgeA'ane 
succeeded to the earldom of y a n e , and 
bis son, get t lag the courtesy title of 
Lord Seaham, thus s igned, himself 
when be w a s a t Eton . The death of 
his uncle made h l s ' f a t b e r Lord Lon­
donderry and himself Lord Castle-
reagh, nnd-as such be s igned himself 
before be left Oxford. In 18S4 he suc­
ceeded to the marqulsate , earldom and 
barony of Londonderry and viscounty 
of Castlereagh (all Irlsb titles) and the 
earldom of Vnne, v i scounty of Seaham 
and barony of S tewart In the English 
peerage. Since then his s ignature bas 
been Londocderry, except In the house 
of lords, where be s i t s by right of his 
English earldom nnd therefore s igns 
himself Vane.—Westminster Gazette. 

Mighty Atoms. 
The change which a single decade 

has wrought in the generni knowledge 
of a toms nnd molecules Is not easi ly 
grasped. Attempting to make the mnt­
ter more clear In a l ecture at the Royal 
Institute, in London, Sir J. Thoinson 
pointed out that radium represented 
tbe greatest concentrat ion of power 
known, breaking up wi th the emission 
of a million t imes a s much energy as 
is produced by tho combination of an 
equal weight of oxygon and hydrogen.

A ship under the fire of Dread-" 
noughts would be exposed to mere 
child's play a s compared with the 
Lx)mbardment of an a tom by tbese par­
ticles, and some Idea of tbe condition 
of a g a s nnder the act ion of radium 
can be had by Imagining a town bom-
barded by shots ns large as houses 
and moving wi th a thousnnd t imes as 
great velocity ns a n y projectile ever 
shot from a cannon. To nccount for 
this amazing p o w e r Is a most Interest­
ing problem.—London Glote .

How to Pot Plants . 
N e w or dry pots should be sealed In 

woter before potting plants, so a s to 
flll the • pores, or tbey will absorb 
moisture from the soli and dry out the 
roots. It Is a good plan to protect pot­
ted plants with covers or se t tbem In­
side of a second pot to keep plants 
from drying out. Tbe roots near tbe 
s ides of tbe pot are eas i ly dried In 
sun or draft. Covers or double pots 
shade tbem. Covers can be mnde of 
rice matt ing and various otber ma­
terial, or pot covers can be purchased 
ready made. Plnnt rooted cut t ings in 
two nnd two and a bait Inch pots and 
repot Into larger sizes a s the pots fill 
up wl tb roots. Small plants sbonld 
never be put Into large pots, but ad­
vanced as they gain size and s trength. 
If overpotted the soil becomes sod­
den before the plant g r o w s large 
enough to require room. It g r o w s 
s lowly and often makes a complete 
failure. In repotting turn the pot over, 
face down, placing the flngers across 
tbe top to bold the plant, a n d gently 
rap the edge of the pot on the e d g e of 
the table or potting bench. T b e plant 
win slip out easily, and the roots may 
be cKamlQcd and plant slipped bnck In 
the pot or potted on. as desired. If 
tbe roots have reached tbe outs ide of 
the ball and formed a network nround 
It the plant requires a larger pot. 

How to Freshen a Shabby Gown. 
The fucked net that now comes by 

the yard is a wonderful t ime saver to 
a busy girl. She who flnds In the 
morning that the gown she wi shes lo 
wear tbat nfternoon Is hopelessly shab­
by at yoke nnd s leeves need not sit to 
lament, but with a yard of th is ready 
tucked goods .-ind nn hour's t ime can 
have ber gown freshened up qui te like 
now. By using the old s l eeves for a 
pattern It Is surprising how quickly 
new ones cnn be cut nnd run together 
b.v hand. This net comes w i t h txicks 
of various widths In white , cream nnd 
black. Then there Is not thnt Is tucked 
In groups of thi-pos. wltb t w o or three 
Inches space betweon ench group. 
wliif-h Is nili.d with colored dots etii-
bnldiTcHl 111 sl;k. This Is not only used 
for .voUes, lmt nlso makes up very 
prettily into shirt waists . No tr imming 
of any klud need be used on them. 
Thoy nre m.ido to fasten d o w n the 
front with rltlier croohct buttons to 
match the dots or with tiny rhlnostone 
ones. 

Ho^M to Hang Tablecloths. 
Tablecloths If hung properly are' 

murh eas ier to Iron than If tbey are 
biing carelessly. The proper wny to 
bnng tnblocloths Is to fold tbe bem 
ends togetlier nnd bnng them on tbe 
line with I'lns close together. Wben 
the cloth Is taken from the line tt 
should be folded carefully, so tbat It 
will not have any of those g r e a t Jong 
creases that It Is sure to hnve If 
thrown carelessly Into tbe b a s k e t If 
'.hose s imple precautions are taken tho 
tablecloth will Iron easier nnd will 
look mucb better. 

How to Give Ferns Steam Baths . 
Ferns may be kept fresb by g iv ing 

them n s teaming of tbree hours . Once 
every «veck or so tbey sbould be pnt 
Itito the bathroom, shutt ing all win­
d o w s and doors of the room to keep 
In tbe s team.

How to Candy Sweet Potatoes. 
Tbe southern method of cooking 

s w e e t potatoes has gained widespread 
popularity In the north, bnt f e w cooks, 
amateur or professional, know how to 
get tbese r i g h t Even o t high priced 
restaurants, wbere one pays a neat lit­
tle s u m of money for s w e e t potatoes 
In southern style, one does not get the 
toothsome dish that i s served almost 
dally from Richmond to Tallahassee. 
The potatoes are there, but the Juice, 
the candy, tbe sof tness , are all left o n t 
Somet imes this i s from care lessness a s 
well a s Ignorance. Cooks wi l l not take 
the t ime to do the work s l o w l y and 
welL The correct recipe Is a s fol lows: 

Boll together a half cnpful of sugar 
and a pint of water until it spins a 
beovy thread. After tbe s w e e t pota­
toes ore boiled tender In their skins 
take them out, peel them, sl ice tbem 
and lay them In a baking pan with the 
flat 'Side up. Pour over the potatoes 
the sugar and water. P l a c e tbese In a 
hot oven until the potatoes are slightly 
warm. If bro-wn sugar is used instead 
o.f whi te the candled effect will be 
much better and more palatable. This 
shanld-be served lii the pan in which It 
Is cooked. Therefore it is w i s e to use 
one of the brown and w b l t e earthen 
dishes . 

How to Test a Motor. 
Probably tbe best t e s t o f . t h e condi­

t ion of a motor i s _to mi^ i t a s s lowly 
a s possible, observing whether Its ac­
t ion i s perfectly even or not. In many 
cases , to be sure, a motor which runs 
powerfully and wel l a t normal or high 
speed -will not "hit evenly" when throt­
t led down owing either to improper 
carburatlon or to uneven Ignition. The 
motor which m n s perfectly well at low 
speed, however, usnal ly retains l ts .ac-
tion under higher speed and load coti-
ditions, provided only it i s equipped 
wi tb a proper carbureter. Incidental­
ly it should be mentioned t h a t a prev­
alent and most deceptive canse of ir­
regular running at l ow speeds is lost 
motion In tbe linkage between the con­
trol levers and the carbnreter and 
timer. Where sncb> lack ex i s t s even 
a s l ight amount of vibration is often 
sufficient t o throw out tbe regulation.
