ToTTn Meeting. 
Fai r skies and good travelling made 

it easy to reach the town hall, the 
mecca of the voters for the annual 
town meeting Monday, March 21. 

Neither were there any squalls 
within the hall, but a lively interest 
in the town's affairs that brought out 
tbe largest vote that has been cast 
for years. Contests for the offices of 
selectman, school committee, con­
stable and the license question were 
the more vital issues of the day. 

The first act of the voters was to 
choose for moderator, Hon. Herbert 
E. Fletcher, the governor's coun­
cillor from this district. Under 
.\rlicie two was the "battie of the 
ballots," with the following results: 

For selectman, Sherman H. Fletch­
er was elected for three years, . the 
vote being Fletcher 191, Wall 144. 

Charles D. Colburn, assessor for 
three years; Charies L. Hildreth, 
overseer of the poor; Harwood L. 
Wright, town treasurer; Leonard W'. 
Wheeler, tax collector; William R. 
Taylor, auditor; Edron G. Boynton, 
constable, 24"; Fennimore .Martin, 
constable, 180; John A. Sullivan, de­
feated, 129. Schooi commiitee, three 
years, H. B. Reardon, 198; H. E. Gould, 
229; Albert R. Choate, 162; Read and 
Gould elected. Trustee ot public li­
hrary; Charles 0. Prescott. Commis-
!-ioner of public burial groiuid, for 
three years, David L. George. 

In the license question the noes 
-.vere hapiiily in the ascendent, having 
2U2 votes, against 142 yes. The total 
numbers of voters casting b.allots dur­
ing the day was 363, including two 
suffragettes. 

The retjuri.-* of the various town of­
ficers were then accepted, as printed, 
in r;i;>id routine, the only variatioii 
being ihti- a slight misunderstanding 
develojied over the report of the li­
brary trustees, wherein it seemed dif­
ficult to distinguish between a dog 
tax, ;i dog license, a library trustee 
and some other things; but tliis w-as 
soon untangled and the report ac-
cpiited. This carried an appropriation 
of ii:'oO, plus the dog license money, 
for books. 

I iider .-Vrticle twelve tlie town voted 
?],"!») for renovating the interior of 
th" town hall. 

.Article thirteen gave the tax collec­
tor the regular compensation of one 
per cent upon the amount collected. 

I nder .-Vrticle fourteen *4.000 was 
raised for highways. 

Under Article fifteen it was vote'd to 
borrow $3,000 to complete the repairs 
of the roads in the centre village in 
accordance with the recommenda­
tion of the county commisioners. 

Under Article sixteen |7,500 was 
raised for town debts and charges. 

Under Article seventeen $1,200 was 
raised for support of poor. 

.•\.rticle eighteen, $9,000 was raised 
for pnhlic schools. This somewhat 
took the breath away from some of 
the voters, liut it is hoped they will 
regain it through the year, as they 
have the satisfaction of a new man at 
the helm. 

Twenty-six hundred dollars more 
school money came under the next 
article for the high school. Next 
came $600 for school text-books and 
supplies. 

Then came $8,50 more for salary of 
superintendent of schools. 

Then came $600 for repairs and 
miscellaneous repairs and expenses 
around the schoolhouses. Whether 
these miscellaneous expenses will in­
clude wear nnd tear on the mental 
equipment ot some voters on the ex­
pense and methods of conducting 
schools Is unknown to the writer, but 
these five articles Included so much 
money that many think they will have 
to resort to high finance to liquidate 
their tax bills. 

Eight hundred dollars was voted 
under Article twenty-three as a skldoo 
for gypsy and brown-tail moths. 

Tho twenty-fourth plank of the 
platform granted $400 to the flre de­
partment. 

The twenty-fifth article of business 
grnnted four more hydrants—two at 
Centre village and two at Forge 'Vil­
lage. Next $150 was raised- for chemi­
cal fire extinguishers. 

Fifty dollars' worth of medical in­
spection was then voted for the school 
children. 

The next two articles settled that 
the town treasurer could borrow 
money while waiting for the taxes to 
be .gathered In the usual manner. 

Tho next two articles covered the 
choosing of a financial committee and 
officers usually chosen by hand vote. 

I Under tho thirty-second article |500 

was voted to commemorate Memorial 
day because of tbo dedlcatloii of a 
soldiers' monument to be presented 
by Col. Edwlu D. Metcalf of Auburn, 
New York, and resolutions expressing 
thanks to him were also voted. 

The next arUcle brought up another 
gift to the town in the proposition of 
.Mrs. .M. Elizabeth Whitney to make 
into a piaygroun~d the premises ad­
jacent to the William E. Frost school-
house and establish a fund for the 
maintenance thereof. This was ac­
cepted with the passage of resolu­
tions expressing hearty thanks to the 
donor. 

The towu voted to publish lists of 
books added to the library during the 
year, and next the usual $.75 was vot­
ed for the distribution of books to the 
villages of Granitville, Forge 'Village 
and Parkerville. 

Article thirty-six authorized the se­
lectmen to attend to any l a w , s u i t s 
that may arise during tbe year. 

The suppression of the liquor traf­
fic was left with the selectmen, under 
Article thirty-seven. 

The last item of business was the 
offer of $100 reward for the catching 
and jailing ol! any persbns setting 
forest or other fires in town. 

Adjournment was reached at half-
past three and another town meeting 
had passed into history.

There are people, who sneer at tbe 
efforta of societies for psychical re­
search.

But tbe main thing just now Is tbat 
Queen Elizabeth of Roumanla has con 
eluded a triple alliance against the 
corsets. Tbree queens are bard to 
beat. In addition to Queen Elizabeth, 
there are Queen Alexandra of Eng­
land and Queen Helena of Italy. All 
are bona fide queens, who can wear 
what tbey please and afford to pay for 
It and hare a vast burden of court eti­
quette to manage. 

Queen Elizabeth told her court all 
about It a day or two ago. Sbe re­
ceived a letter from Queen Alexandra 
saying tbe latter bad decided tbat a 
woman's dress sbould follow her nat­
nral lines. Even If these lines are in­
artistic, tbat Is no reason why a wo 
mau sbonld endanger ber health and 
posteiity, says the queen. 

The corset,, opines Qneen Alexandra, 
does not carry, ont tbe Idea of natural 
lines in dress.

HANDY MEDICINE CASE, i 

How to Make One at Home Out of 
Linen or Canvaa. 

For the friend who cannot travel 
wltbont ber pet remedies a homemade 
medicine case would make an accept­
able gift. It Is easily made to bold 
one's special bottles and has the ad­
vantage of adding Ilttle weight to the 
satchel or suit case. 

Cut an obloug pleco of heavy card­
board aud stitch It between two pieces 
of beavy tan colored or dark red linen 
cr canvas. The covering Is cut longer 
than the cardboard on thc ends to al­
low, for seams and stitching. The 
sides of tbe linen are enough longer 
than the board on t>otb sides to permit 
It to bo folded over In envelope fash­
ion when tbe case Is closed. 

When tbe cardboard is In place the 
cover Is stitched close to Its edge all 
around. These edges may have four or 
five rows of stitching or cau be bound 
with white linen braid or a braid ot a 
contrasting color. The same braid Is 
sewed to eacb end of tbe case to strap 
the flaps Into place wben folded over. 

Tfae Inside 'of the case is Qnlshed 
with two bands of the material, one 
above tbe otber, and divided Into pock­
ets to hold tbe various bottles of medi­
cine. The compartments - are divided 
by machine stitching or close brier 
stitching. They should be deep enough 
to hold a bottle up to Its shoulder. 

Two oblong envelopes and a long, 
narrow one of the linen are added to 
bold absorbent cotton, gauze bandages, 
court plaster and a few simple uten-
Blls, such as a medicine dropper, hypo-
d.ennlc syringe case and a clinical 
thermometer. Between tbe case two 
Unen straps are arranged to bold a 
pair of scissors. 

On tbe onter flap of the case should 
be embroidered initials or monogram 
In tones to match the braid. Several 
thicknesses of cotton batting should 
be ctit to jtist flt Inside the case over 
the bottle. Tbey can be buttonholed 
loosely In colored cotton to hold to­
gether. This covering or one of elder-
down Is slipped over tbe bottles when 
traveling to keep tbem from spilling. 

While'It Is not necessary to Oil this 
case, It Is as well to put In bottles at 
least Buy them flrst. so the compart­
ments can be made to flt. Those with­
out patent stoppers are best.

Alexandra and tben proclaimed some 
views of ber own. 

"Tho corset," she' declared, "Is an 
Invention of man, not of woman. 
Most men Judge a woman's beauty ac­
cording to tbe standard of ah expen­
sive corset maker." 

Queen Elizabeth forthwith Yvrot© a 
pamphlet setting down ber reflections 
on the subject and Is having It circu­
lated all over Roumanla. -

It was then thnt tbe queen of Italy 
became a part of tho triple alliance. 
She gave away all her corsets—ono fot 
every gotvo—and wrote to Queen Kllz-
nl>etb as follows: 

"I am opposed to the corset on prin­
ciple, because 1 think It unhygienic 
and directly Injurious to women, par­
ticularly to mothers.

REMOVAL OF STAINS. 

How Thirteen Kinds Can Be Easily 
Taken Out. 

Fruit—Pour boiling water tbrougb 
or use alcohol. 

Chocolate or Cocoa.—Wash In cold 
water, then pour boiling water 
through. 

Tea.—Wash In cold water, then In 
boiling water. 

Coffee.—Pour boiling water through. 
Iron Rust-Cover with lemon Juice 

and salt, then put In the sun. or make 
a paste of cream of tartar and water 
and cover tbe spot, putting in the sun. 
or wet tbe spot with lemon Juice and 
bold over a hot iron (good for white 
wash goods). 

Grass Stains.—Wet In cold water, 
cover with cream of tartar and put in 
tbe sun, or use alcohol if goods cannot 
be fashed. 

Mildew.—If fresh wet In strong suds, 
cover with paste of salt aud soap and 
put In the sun. 

Blood.—Soak in cold water or water 
and salt When nearly gone use soap 
and water or use starch paste. 

Wine (red).—Cover with wet salt and 
wash In hot water. 

Machine Oll or Axle Grease.—Cover 
with lard and wash with soap and cold 
water. Finish with hot water and 
soap. 

Red Ink.—Ammonia and water, milk 
or cream or cold water and soap. 

How to Mako "Bread Boxes." 
"Bread boxes" are an .artlstio. cheap 

and delicious" way to serve many en­
trees as eggs, chestnuts or greens. 
They are easy to make, but compara­
tively few women understand it. Cut 
stale bread at least two days old In 
four Inch cubes, having first removed 
tho crusts. Dip each cube Into slight­
ly beaten egg and fry In boiling lard In 
a frying bnsket. Remove wheu golden 
brown and drain on brown paper. Cut 
out a square from one side of the cube 
a quarter of an Inch smaller than the 
box nnd dig out the crumb, leaving 
the sides nnd bottom about a half 
Inch thick. Before using set the 
"broad boxes" In a hot oven to heat 
through, flll with whatever mixture Is 
desired aud add the lid or not, as pre­
ferred.

the suit on a hanger In the bathroom 
to sucb a way thnt the air can reach 
all sides of tbe garment Turn og the 
hot water In tbe tub until tho steam 
811s thc room. Shut thc door and win-
Sows. Shut oflr tho water and let the 
steam do Its work for an bour, bnt do 
not touch tbe garment until it Is per­
fectly dry. Tou will be surprised at 
the newness of your suit 

How to Clean Ermine. 
First beat and brush out atl the 

dust to clean ermine. Lay fhe ftirs 
npon a clean cloth and with a new. 
perfectly clean sponge wet the ermine 
dovm to tho sklii with grain alcohol. 
While It Is wet sift Into It all the boric 
talcum the fnr will bold. Do It quick­
ly, lest tbo alcohol sbonld evaporate. 
Shut up In a box for a week, then 
brush, shake ond "dr<!ss." 

.How to Wash Comfortables. 
Wet the comfortables, then rub well 

with naphtha soap, hang on a line and 
tnm tbe hose on tbem until the water 
runs clear. Let them bting until dry, 
then shake tbem ont, and your com­
fortables will be llgbt and fluffy, lltce 
new ones.
