Rev. William Brown of Tyngsboro,
a Unitarian minister, whose death in
that town Friday, March 25, was born
in Concord on September 10, 1838.

Death. .
The sudden death of Prof. Willard
Bradley Rising, which took place
last February, at his home in Berke-
ley, Cal,, has pot been mentioned in
this column and has just been brought
to our notice.

Prof. Rising had been identified
with the California State university
for forty-three years. He was a
noted educator, expert chemist and
collector of works of art. While well
versed in all branches of mining,
metallurgy and chemistry, he is best
known as an authority on the chemis-
try of heat or thermal chemistry and
for his work with powders and other

explosives. His works on thermal
chemistry are masterpieces and
authority. He was given medals and

other tokens of appreciation by sci-
entific societies in his own country
and abroad.

Prof. Rising was born in New York
in 1839. He was married to Sarah
Frances Lawrence in Groton in 1872.
Miss Lawrence was a native of this
town.- At. the time of his decease
Mrs. Rising was very ill with pneu-
monia. He left three children, one
son and two daughters. One daugh-
ter, Ruth Lawrence Rising Menican-
ti, married an Italian, Count Menican-
ti. Prof. Rising was the brother-in-
law of Francis G. Lawrence, of Pow-
der House road, and an uncle by
marriage of Lawrence Park, of Park
Hill, both citizens of Groton.

F. Earland Gilson in the Fosdick house
on Scuth Main street and for several
days previous had been clearing up,
raking and burning the leaves in. the
vard about the house. That forenoon
about eleven o'clock she was burn-
ing a pile in the rear of the house
nearer -the barn. Her dress caught
from bebind, finding herself on fire,
she rushed into the house and must
have soon been enveloped in flames.
Her .neighbors, the Denahy
hurried to her assistance as they heard

bourn. He found her conscious but
terribly burned. She lived a few
hours. Mrs. Coolidge was born in

Tynsboro; her age is given as seventy-
three years. She was '‘an aunt of
Samuel Blodgett of this town and has
a sister whose homie is in Ashby.. The
funeral was on Monday, Rev. P. H.
(‘ressey officiating. The interment
was in Westford, where she was buried
beside her husband.

This shocking occurrence of fatal
burning under these circumstances,
coming in our own town and under
our own knowledge brings forcibly
home to all the fact that has been
teo frequently demonstrated in other
places, that no woman or girl by rea-
son ~of her dress should be around
attempting to help in fires, especially
field and grass fires or bonfires of any
kind. A spark falling on the thin
material of thin skirts, spreads so
rapidly that only a few moments is
necessary to produce a fatal condi-
tion.

In case of emergency, when they
feel help must be given, the greatest
care should be used; a thicker woolen
skirt substituted if possible for the
more inflammable one. Surely this is
a sad object lesson which should be
heeded.

annum. Such notes shall be dated
May 1, 1910, shall be made payable
in such annual proportional payments
as will extinguish the .same in twenty
years from date and: shall state on
their face that they are exempt from
taxation in Massachusetts.

Art. 27. Voted, to adopt the by-
laws relative to the removal of snow,
sleet or ice from the sidewalk with-
in twelve hours after the ceasing to
fall, form or drift thereon.  Whoso-
ever violates this by-law shall be
punished by a fine not exceeding ten
dollars.
