Away bark in the s ixt ies , prices were 
abnormally high on account, we have 
often been told of the scarcity of 
gold. .Vow we have the same effect 
from the opposite cause , too greal 
an abti ndance of gold. 

Evidently gold works on the same 
such principle as the old toper's whi s ­
key which he drank In summer to 
keep him cool and In the winter to 
keei' him warm. 

However, n o w It Is settled that too 
much gold -Is the cause of all our 
troubles, the remedy seems s imple. 

Let the government load this 
bothersome s u r p l u s on one of the 
warships and d n m p If overboard. • 

As the superabundance of the pre­
cious metal s i n k s to the bottom out 
of reach of anyone , the cause -of the 
trouble being removed of course 
prices would nt once sink to their 
normal level . What;

Cost-ot-Living Commission Holds 

Gold Responsible For Increased 

Prices—Tariffs and Trusts Only 

Very Small Factors 

The Interest In political circles #11-
most exclusively centers around the 
Democratic nominations for governor. 
It seems to be taken lor granted that 
almost the entire Democratic state 
machine now favors the nomination 
ot Congressman Eugene N. Foss ra th­
er than ex-Senator James H . Vahey 
of Watertown. It Is perfectly natural 
that this should he so for at least one 
Important reason. Mr. Foss has 
money to run a campaign and Mr. 
Vahey has none. T h e ' Democrats 
composing the machine are well aware 
that their campaign cannot be con­
ducted without a liberal use of funds. 
It costs a large amount of money to 
hire halls for rallies, to secure the 
employment of men to do campaign­
ing atKJut the state, to work up nat­
uralization and registration, and 
flnally to get the voters to the polls on 
election day. 

It is said on high authority that if 
Mr. Foss is not the Democratic candi­
date for governor, he will not be on 
the ticket at all, and the question of 
funds for the campaign would then be­
come acute. Democratic workers 
like to have money to Spend, there­
fore they like a candidate whose nom­
ination means an abundant fund. 

There are some who believe that 
Mr. Vahey •will finally see the lisht. 
and rather than engage in a campaign 
without funds, will step aside, and 
allow Mr. Foss to be nominated. If 
he should do this some of his friends 
would feel that he had shown the 
white feather and had given up his 
birthright for a mess of pottage. They 
feel absolutely certain that if he were 
nominated he would be elected. They 
are probably over-sanguine, but their 
confldence Is splendid. There are 
others who say that Mr. Vahey will 
not be cajoled nor driven. They be­
lieve that he Is confronted by a deter­
mined crowd of political self seekers, 
but that he realizes he has the rank 
and file of the party solidly at his 
back, that he will fight to the last 
ditch, and that then V-defeated for 
the nomination he will acquiesce In 
the result as gracefully as he can. 

The'Cost of Living Report 
The state commission to Investigate 

and report upon the Increased cost of 
living has performed the task en­
trusted to It and has made Its report 
to the legislature. The commission 
was composed of Republicans, Demo­
crats and labor men, and its conclu­
sions were unanimous. In a word, 
it was found that the high cost of liv­
ing was due almost exclusively to the 
enormous increase in the production 
and mintage of gold during the last 
ten or fifteen years, and that Ihe 
trusts, the tariff, and the labor situa­
tion were not responsible to any ap 
preciable extent. Included in the re 
port was the opinion of Professor W 
G. Sumner of Yale, acknowledged to 
have been one of the greatest political 
economists in the world, in which he 
stated that he knew of no cause which 
could produce a world-wide rise In 
prices such as now exists except the 
increase In the production of gold, 
and the supply of gold and currency. 
Professor Sumner, who died less than 
a month ago, was an outspoken free­
trader, and never lost an opportunity 
to assail the protective'tariff. It is 
therefore taken for granted that if he 
had believed the tariff to havo been 
responsible even in a slight degree for 
the high cost of living he would not 
have hesitated to say so. 

, The report has not yet been printed. 
but it Is expected that It will appear 
about thc first of June. It will con­
tain some eight or nine hnndred 
pages, and should be one of tho most 
valuable documents ever printed hy 
the commonwealth. So far tho legis­
lature has only provided for an edi­
tion of nine hundred copies. It Is be­
lieved, however, that an effort will b«? 
ni'ade to have this number greatly In­
creased, so that all citizens who are 
Interested can obtain the Information 
•which the commission has prepared 
Ior them. 

The Income Tax Defeated 
The legislature has . after a strenu­

ous contest, voted against allowing 
congress to impose an income tax upon 
the citizens of Massachusetts (regard­
less ot population). Practically the 
entire quoU of Democratic members 
voted In favor of the tax. There was, 
however, an ample margin against the 
measure when It came to a voto In the 
house, and Massachusetts thus set Its 
seal of disapproval upon this method 
of taxation by the national govern­
ment. Of the two or three Democrats 
who opposed thc measure, Frank H . 
t>ope of Leominster made an especial­
ly able argument. 

The Republican state commltteo Is 
olready beginning to wake up the 
city and towii' committees of the 
commonwealth to a pitch where active 
work can be begun forthwith on 
the next canfpalgn The city and 
town committees ot Brockton ani 

Its vicinity »lready have been 
railed together ih conference and an 
appeal made to their members to' set 
the campaign In motion. It Is realized 
not. only by the state committee but 
by Republicans generally that tbe 
next campaign Is to be an extremely 
active one on both sides, and that If 
the Republicans Intend to win It will 
be necessary to begin work at oace. 
They Intend to win, and they feel that 
It is necessary tbat their workers 
should begin to talk \1ctory Instead of 
defeat.. If that Is done the leaders of 
the party feel that there Is no reason 
whatever •why the ticket should not be 
successful this fall. Tbey believe 
that all that is needed is courage and 
a spirit of optimism, expressed not 
only In talk but also In work. 

Senator Thorndike Spalding 
The death of Senator Thorndike 

Spalding of Cambridge removed from 
the legislature one of Its ablest mem­
bers. Mr. Spalding was easily a 
leader in t h e s t a t e senate and had the 
confidence of all the members, both 
Republican and Democratic, to an un­
usual extent. Even those who dis­
agreed with him could but admire his 
frank and manly attlude on every 
question with which he was confront­
ed. His death Is a distlnct.loss to the 
upper branch of the legislature. This 
makes the sixth member, three in the 
house and three In the senate, who 
has passed away since the session 
began early In January. It Is a num­
ber unprecedented In the memory of 
the oldest employe ahout the state 
house. 

Today the members of the great 
and general court are predicting an 
adjournment early in June, possibly, 
by the 11th. There Is still a very 
iarge amouiit of work to do and It can­
not be claimed that tbe greatest speed 
Is being exerted to wind up atfairs of 
state. However, many of the mem­
bers recognize that It Is better to go 
slow and be sure to be right, than to 
make haste and make serious mis­
takes.

To the Edltori 

There appeared in your paper of 
last week, an article in the Pepperell 
news items relating to the case of 
Patrick F. Sullivan v. the inhabitants of 
the towu of Pepperell, which seemed 
lo me so erronlous and misleading that 
1 fell it my duly, in support of the 
selectmen of Pepperell and myself, as 
counsel for the town of Pepperell, lo 
make answer thereto and lo present 
the facts relating lo the above case, 
before the citizens, with your kind per-
iiilsslon In your paper, for them to 
say whether or nol the judgment of 
the selectmen has best subserved the 
public or not. The article inferred 
two things: first, that .Mr. Sullivan 
has beeh treated unfairly in being 
obliged to prosecute his claim, and 
secondly, that the town has been pul 
to unnecessary expense through the 
error In judgment of the selectmen 
or town counsel, in not settling the 
case out ot court. I accordingly here­
in set forth the facts of the case, which 
are briefiy as follows: 

After suit was brought by Mr. Sul­
livan, at a meeting of the selectmen 
we decided that the snm of two hun­
dred dollars would fully recompense 
him for any damages he had sustained 
As counsel for the town of Pepperell 
I accordingly offered the attorney for 
the petitioner,. two hundred dollars 
This sum -was refused. That which 
the petitioner sought in satisfaction of 
his claim; withoul going into details, 
was the raising of his building, which 
would have cost the town of Pepperell 
in the opinion of Mr. -MUler, who is 
an expert in such matters, seven or 
eight hundred dollars. After the jury 
had taken a view, my original offer of 
two hundred dollars was increased 
by me, with the understanding that 
ilhe- respondent wouid pay no costs up 
to that time. This sum was refused 
by counsel for the petitioner, and a 
figtire asked which was so far away 
from the figure which I offered, that 
there was no alternative for me lo 
accept, but to defend the suit. The 
petitioner recovered the sum of one 
hundred and fifty dollars, with inter­
est from the date of the comjiletion 
of the street. This was fifty dollars 
less than the -original offer which the 
selectmen made to him. In view of 
these facts, how can it be said that 
the petitioner WSLS in the right and that 
the selectmen were in error? 

In addition to that, the statement 
made that it would cost the town six 
hundred dollars,, is absolutely incor­
rect. It will probably not cost much 
more lhan half that sum, and in any 
event it will be less thau any flgure 
suggested as acceptable by the peti­
tioner at any tirae in settlement of his 
claim.

AYER. 
To the Editor: 

I ana complimented by your request 
to give a "dyed in the wool" New 
Englander's impression of Southern 
California. 

I had regarded il as raw, immature, 
a sort of mining camp- where com­
forts were few and luxuries unknown; 
a boom country, where civilization 
was crude and natural advantages ex­
aggerated. I found it a natural para­
dise, supplemented by enterprise, 
thrift, and marvelous commercial 
achievements. 

Los Angeles is destined to be one 
of the greatest cities in this country 
in point of size, wealth, beauty and 
comforts. It is situated in a valley, 
surrounded on three sides by mountain 
ranges and open to the West on the 
Pacific ocean. Originally this region 
was practically a desert.. Today its 
fertility is a marvel, a transformation 
wrought by irrigation that is still in 
its infancy. The city's wealth and 
population are growing by leaps and 
bounds. Last month the building per­
mits reached $100,000, and the can­
cellations at the postoffice were a 
million in excess of March, 1909. In 
ISSO the population was but 10,000, 
largely Mexicans living in adobles. 
Today it numbers over 300,000. 
Strange and unusual, but true, the 
tenderfoot has made the most money, 
through the appreciation of land val­
ues. He bought and held on because 
he believed the -.glowing prophesies 
which the real estat* agent intended 
to overstate. People who come to 
scoff remain to regret that they did 
not come earlier. Every year the pop­
ulation is agumented by thousands of 
well-to-do people who come as tour­
ists only to find the attractions too 
greal to leave. 

The climate is superb. Excepting 
for the rainy season, it is practically 
uniform. You sleep under blankets 
all the year round. One of my visits 
was in Augusl. I had filled myself 
out anticipating I was to go lo a sort 
of Sahara, where the people dressed 
in linen and men carried parasols, 
and found myself so out of place thit 
I hastened to the hotel and put on 
ordinary habiliments, lest my attire 
should make me too conspicuous aa 
a tenderfoot. The sun gets in lis 
work before noon and you flnd your­
self drifting to the shady side of 
the street. Along that time a gen­
tle, invigorating, refreshing breeze 
sets in from the ocean, so fllled with 
life-giving ozone that you are loath 
to go Inside and lose a breath of it. 
As an all round health resort It 
leaves little to be desired. People 
who go there hoping only lo be com­
fortable Invalids, flnd restored health 
and vigor. I met one man, whose 
story that he came, as he supposed, 
an Incurable consumptive, required 
confirmation. I am something of a 
pedestrian, but I have been walked to 
exhaustion by a man who told me 
that he came to Southern California 
on .crutches, which he never expect­
ed to abandon. 

An enumeration ot the suburban at; 
tractions of Los Angeles seem an ex­
aggeration. It is a trolley ride of 
about an hour to a line of beautiful 
and varied beaches; Santa Monica, 
an ocean front city; Ocean Park with 
cottages that In comfort and artistic 
beauty, at a moderate cost, have no 
equal; 'Venice, a seashore amusement 
resort, the Coney Island of Los 
Angeles, with Its great midway pier. 
Its bathing pavilion, and laid out In­
land In canals and lagoons that re­
produce, on no small scale. Its famous 
namesake ot the Adriatic; Long Beach, 
with lU Virginia hotel,, claimed to be 
the flnest beach hotel In the world; 
San Pedro, with its great government 
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breakwater,' looking, confidently for? 
ward.to be the seaport of the Paclflc 
on the opening ot the Panama canal; 
Redondo Beach, famous for Its bathing 
and fishing, and other smaller beaches, 
too numerous to be even catalogued. 
Two hours distant Is Catallna Island, 
which Andrew Carnegie says sur­
passes In natural beauty, any place he 
ever visited. The Callfornians flnd 
pleasure in saying that had Columbus 
landed on Catallne Island, New Eng­
land would have remained a howling 
wilderness. 

A two-hour electric ride through 
the orange groves takes you into the 
San Madre mounlain, where you haye 
a choice that will satiate the most 
fastidious. At the summit of Ml. 
Lowe, 5,000 feel above the sea level, 
and two hours' ride from Los Angeles, 
is the famous Alpine tavern, where 
you will have no dilHculty in imagin­
ing you are among the' Alps. If you 
seek a thriller you can ascend Mt. 
Wilson on burros, along a bridle path 
which will test whether you are im­
mune from giddiness. If you want 
something more frigid aifd strenuous, 
you may climb to the eternal snows 
of Old Baldy, whose white cap is al­
ways in sight from the orange groves 
of the valley. 

Flowers infinite in variety and beau­
ty are growing everywhere in prodigal 
luxuriance. Roses climb to the roofs 
of the ' cottages, calla lilies are In 
hedge rows, geraniums take the place 
of our scrub oaks, avenues are lined 
with palms, olives, pepper and other 
semi-tropical trees, and in spring the 
air is redolent with the perfumes of 
orange blossoms. The suburbs of'Los 
Angeles baffie description—Pasadena, 
Oak Knoll Altadena, Hollywood, Xew­
port, Highland Park and oihers, where 
man has supplemented nature's beau­
ties. 

It is an hour's trolley ride lo San 
Gabriel Mission, hoary with age and 
tradition. A few hours by rail will 
land you at Santa Barbara, the larg­
est, grandest and best preserved of 
the Californian missions. . 

I dare .not do the homes of Los 
Angeles the injustice of attempting 
their description. Their endless vari­
ety and surprising beauties of land­
scape and architecture surpass the 
imagination. The majority are of the 
Spanish mission type, with here and 
there a Colonial. I thought the Pan 
American exposition was the limit ot 
Spanish renaissance, but its glories 
pale before the Los Angeles resi­
dences. It is said to be the most 
artistically lighted city in the world. 
Ils ornamental lamp posts with clus­
tered white globes are decorative by 
night and by day. 

Los Angeles vindicates those who 
preach the blessings of mingled races. 
It is thoroughly cosmopolitan. It 
can't be otherwise, because its growth 
far exceeds the possible birthrate. 
Its people are wise and emphatic in 
their optimism. The only knockers 
are those who make it uncomfortable 
fop anyone who does not stand be­
hind and speak weil of a local enter­
prise. The most popular badge is that 
of the booster. Whatever they do, 
they do il lo the Queen's taste, and 
with a vim which insures success. 
Taking everything into consideration, 
their recent Aviation Meet stends 
without parallel. It was a success 
as a whole, and in every detail. 
Aerial achievements, in vvhich the 
world is now so interested, cannot 
hereafter be referred to without men­
tioning Los Angeles, and that is what 
its promoters aimed at. Here three 
important records were made: the 
quickest start, the most accurate 
alighting, and the highest flight.. 
$100,000 was subscribed to make the , 
venture a success, and every dollar 
was repaid with twenty-flve percent 
interest. In the moving and caring 
for the immense crowds, there was not 
a single mishap. During the past 
month, in their new saucer track, 
they have smashed all previous auto­
mobile records. 

Appreciating that, water in this 
country is a source of wealth, the 
city has undertaken the Owen Rivei 
project, which is to bring under the 
mountains into the valley, the great­
est diversion ot waler yet undertaken 
by hydraulic engineers. It is to fur­
nish abundant water for domestic, 
sanitary and flre purposes. As it falls 
from the mountain into the distribu­
ting basins, 100,000 horse power will 
he developed which will make Los 
Angeles the greatest manufacturing 
city on the Pacific coast. California 
has become the greatest oil producing 
state and the Los Angeles oil wells 
have added enormously to the city's 
wealth. 

With all the certainly that a con­
clusion follows a commercial and in­
dustrial premise, the great future of 
California may be predicted.
