HOW TO CLEAN LACE. : 
Method of Restoring Fine Handmade 

Fabric* to Original State . 
Lace which has l)ecome soiled may 

bo restored to Its original s ta te and 
rendered equal to new If proper care 
and ftttention nro bestowed upon I t 
'Very flne handmade laces sbould nev­
er be cleansed by washing In the 
ordinary way. If they are only s l i g h t 
ly soiled they could be very easily 
cleaned by mbbing powdered chalk oi 
calcined magnesia well Into them. 
T h i s method of c leaning is credited to 
the late Mme. Modjeska. Tbe lace 
should be neatly spread out upon a 
sof t whi te cloth or flne white papei 
and thoronghly covered with the chalk 
or magnes ia: then this sbould be cov­
ered by anotber cloth or paper of a 
s imilar nature, and tbe whole should 
be laid a w a y for a f ew days uuder a 
heavy w e i g h t At the expiration ol 
the al lotted time the lace should be 
taken from Its wrappings and should 
receive a gentle but thorough shaking. 

Another method Is to take a quart 
or less of corbmeal. P u t It Into a bowl 
or pan; tben dip and squeeze and 
work the commeal Into the mesh ot 
the lace without s training any o t the 
threads. After this treatment and a 
good shaking It will look a s fresh and 
attract ive as new. 

•Very fine lace which has becoine 
quite soiled may be cleaned by wash­
ing It carefully i n . benzine. T h e lace 
Should be put info a bowl and covered 
•with the best and purest benzine that 
can be procured and be a l lowed to 
soak for'a short time, occasionally re­
ce iv ing a gentle shaking, but tt should 
never be rubbed with the hands. If 
necessary, when the benzine is poured 
off i t shoiild be replaced by a fresh 
supply and the lace allowed to soak 
again fdr a time. After It has become 
perfectly clean it should be pinned 
whi le still quite wet on a flannel cov­
ered board to dry. It Is imi)ortant 
that this sbould be done with great 
care. Plenty of small pins should be 
used for the purpose. Each point must 
be 'tistened down securely with due 
regard to tbe pattern of tbe laco so as 
to keep It even and correc t 

If tbe lace dries before tbe task has 
been quite completed it should be 
moistened again with a sponge wrung 
out of benzine and then be exposed lo 
the sun, where the fresh air may play 
upon It In order to dispel the disagree­
able odor arising from the use of ben­
zine.

How to Clean Light Colored Leather 
Upholstery In the Machines, 

Those -who have purchased automo­
biles upholstered in ligfit colored leath­
er because their w ives or daughters 
liked the particular tint of the up­
holstery are often bothered by the ap­
parent untidiness of the l inings which 
Is sure to result from exposure and 
use. To clean and remove s ta ins from 
light colored leather, however, is not 
such a difflcult matter, and the fol­
lowing mixture may be used with ex­
cellent results: Boil a pint of milk, al­
low it to cool and add one dram of 
hydrochloric acid and one dram of sul­
phuric acid. 

After this bas tieen well shaken a 
bnlf dram of oll of lavender should be 
added and one pint of vinegar and 
the white of ono egg beaten to a froth. 
Tbo mixture should be kept in a tight­
ly corked bottle. If this liquid is rub­
bed on the leather with a soft clotb 
the stains -n'ill be removed and the 
leather be much Improved In appear­
ance.

How to Exercise For Cold Feet, 
.•\nklo exercises will Improve tho cir­

culation of cold feet wonderfully. 
When sitt ing lu a chair stretch the 
foot out. extending the toes to the ex­
treme limit. Then rotate the foot up 
and down, s ideways and around In a 
circle. Then stand, supporting your­
self by a table or chair, and. with oue 
foot sl ightly raised, make it hang life­
less—In other words, devital ize it. 
With a circular movement of tbe low­
er part of the Umb s w i n g the foot 
around many times, E:ierclse both 
feet In the same way. When you have 
stopped tho exorcise you will feel a 
peculiar t ingling sensation In the feet. 
This Is the blood rushing back to them. 
Almost at once you will feel a com­
fortable sense of warmth that will be 
different from any fee l ing of warmth 
obtained by the use of hot water bags. 

How to Make a Salmon Loaf. 
Take'equal quantities of boiled salm­

on and boiled rice. For a cupful of 
each use two hard boiled eggs, one 
tablespoonfnl of curry powder, two ta­
blespoonfuls of butter, hnlf a table­
spoonful of cream; season with salt. 
wh i te pepper and cayenne. Take all 
sk in and bono from tbo fish and put In 
a saucepan with the butter. Add tbe 
t l c e . the whi tes of the eggs chopped 
flne nnd place over thc (Ire until .very 
hot, then tako np on hot platter, mold­
ing It In shape of loaf with spoon, 
cover wi th yolks of eggs rubbed 
through 'a s ieve nnd serve. Tbe mix­
ture sbould be stirred often while on 
t h e flre.' 

How to Root Oleanders. 
T h e best way to root oleanders is to 

cut off a strong -woody limb, cut a slot 
In t h e end nnd fill full of cotton. Put 
th i s in a bottle of water, wrap papor 
around It so the plant will not touch 
tho bottle, put IB a dark place and in 
•one week the bottle will be full of 
l itt le whi te roots. Take out and put 
Into plenty of rich soil and It will go 
r ight on growing. 

How to Make Soup Stock. 
S a v e water from vegetables and 

s o m e of the vegetables themse lves for 
sonp^ Orarles added to these wil l 
m a k e enough soap for fonr people, 
w h i c b may be streogtbened by an egg.

GoTernor Draper as a Stalwart 
Campaigner 

Tho Democratic Mixup Over the 

Gubernatorial Nomination—Republi­

cans Are Alert to the Situation 

Popular Charley Hatfield 

So far as Is now known. tbT> only 
change In the Republican ticket to iie 
nominated at the state convention in 
Tremont Temple, Boston, on Thurs­
day, Oct. 6, will be the attorney 
generalship. Mr. Malone retires vol­
untarily after seyeral years of highly 
effective service. His successor will 
probably be James M. Swift of Fall 
River. Mr. Swift has been for about 
eight years district attorney for the 
southeastern district of Massachu­
se t t s . He is endorsed by many of the 
leaders of the bar throughout the 
state and Is well qualified to fill the 
offlce. At the present time there Is no 
other candidate in sight. 

Draper and FYothingham -will again 
head the state ticket on the Republi­
can side'. At the state election In 1909 
Draper received 190,ISC votes for gov­
ernor as against 182,252 for James H. 
Vahey of Watertown. the Democratic 
candidate. This left Draper's plu­
rality just undei^ SOOO, as against ono 
of about 60,000 In 190S, 

Governor Draper never "chases rain­
bows ." Several years ago he was 
chairman of the state comniittee, and 
the knowledge of the fleld which he 
then acquired Is of great advantage to 
him now. He never takes anything 
for granted In politics any more than 
he does In business. He always 
kno-ws -n'here he stands. He was one 
of the very few men in .Massachusetts 
last fall -who saw the Impending slump. 
At the very beginning of the campaign 
he said privately to Colonel George 
H. Doty of Waltham, who was then 
chairman of the state committee; 
"W'e have got to fight terrifically to 
get 10,000 plurality in November." 
Notwithstanding the canvasses of local 
committees made to the state commit­
tee indicated a normal Republican 
phirality in an off year, his excel­
lency was never for a moment 
deceived and was, therefore, perfcnt-
ly well satisfied to pull through with 
8000 plurality. He enters the fight 
this fall undaunted and willing to do 
his full share of the work. .411 he 
asks of tho rank and file is that they 
win do theirs. 

Outlook Much Brighter 
The outlook for the Republicans is 

much brighter now than it was a few 
months ago. In the first place, the 
party In Massachusetts feels the re­
flection of tbo .generally improved con­
ditions all over the nation, due to 
l-'rosident Taft's ser-uring so much 
legislation desij-'ned to carry out Ihe 
party's iilodges. In the second placo. 
the Massachnsetts legislature, which 
wohhlcd badl.v until the session was 
about two-thirds over, "found itself" 
In the weeks immediately prec('ding 
prorogation and enacted legislation 
which can hardly fail io help the dom­
inant Iiarty in the ponding contest. 
Tho Berkshire trolley hill, the .N'ew 
Haven validation bill, tlie Xow Haven 
prefi rred stock bill and other legisla­
tion have done much to straighten ont 
the railroad tangle. The peoiile have 
become very weary of tho "mora! 
turpitude" issue raised hy the atiti-
morgerites in the Massachusetts legis-
latiire In the past few ye.irs. They 
desire to see the .N'ew Haven road al­
lowed to develop the industries of 
.Massachusetts w-ithout heIng harrassed 
and hampered by pin i.rickiuK legis­
lation. 

The enactment of the ..erkshiro 
trolley legislation is especially pleas­
ing to the farmers and others In the 
western section of Ihe state . That 
feelin.? is shown by the remark made 
hy one of the local committeemen at a 
recent conference held at the Red Lion 
Inn at Stockbridge. of which President 
Treadway of the Massachusetts sen­
ate la proprietor. That committee­
man said: "I have driven over the road 
thlrty-slx miles to attend this con­
ference. The next time | come, 
thanks to Oovernnr Diaiior and the 
New Haven road. I cxp-il to come ou 
the trolley." 

Farmers Are Feeling Happier 
Thc farmers all over the state are 

nIso feeling much better in regard to 
tho milk sltn.itlon than thoy were last 
year , the change In feeling being 
largely due to legislation which has 
been enacted tn accordance with rec-
ommendatlon.'i and suggestions con­
tained In Governor Draper's inaugural 
address . 

On the Democratic side thero is con­
siderable of a mixui) as regards the 
t icket . The rival candidates are Con­
gressman Eugene N. Foss and former 
State Senator James H. Vahey of 
Watertown. Vahey was fighting Dem-
ocracy's battles whon FOR? was riin-
nlng for congress and for the nom­
ination for lieutenant governor on 
the Repuhlican lleket. There are five 
candidates for the Democratic nom­
ination for lieutenant governor, all 
conditioned upon Vahey's withdrawal 
and giving Foss the flrst place on tho 
ticket . They are- Former Mayor and 
former State Senator William P . 
Hayes of Springfleld, RcpreRcntattve 
Thomas P. Rlley of Maiden, Mayor 
.Tohn T . Coughlin of Fflll River, for­
mer Mayor Theobald M. Connor of 

t l • , . . ^—' • r , . '• 
Northampton, and lormer State Seh-
Rtor Thomas P . Cassidy oif Adams. 

Vahey Is Just as much entitled to a 
third nomination as was "Billy" Rus­
sell; and, 11 he had "the price", he 
would receive It. Last year -when 
Vahey was defeated by 7934 votes, 
Foss was defeated by 7708 votes by 
Frothingham, who jKilled 2000 votes 
less than Draper. Foss's total vote 
was 1593 less than Vahey's total. 
In Boston, where the movement lo 
make Foss governor had its genesis at 
the hands of Mayor Fitzgerald, Vahey 
received 1592 more votes thau toss 
did. 

Popular Chairman Hatfield 
-The Republicans have not been 

caught napping this year as they were 
last. The new chairman of the stato 
cominittee Is Hon. Charles E, Hat­
field of Newton, He was recently 
nominated and elected mayor of that 
city without any rival candidate being 
placed In t t e field. H'e Is an extreme­
ly popular man, with great physical 
strength and endurance, a hustler, 
who works hard all day and part of 
of the night and of much personal 
magnetism. There will be many in 
Massachusetts who will vote tor Draper 
and Frothingham this lall, just to 
please "Charlie" Hatfield. In politics 
he Is a wizard. It was he who con­
ducted Frothingbam's winning cani-
paign for the nomination for lieutenant 
governor a few years ago as against 
Speaker John N. Cole ot Andover and 
Representative Robert Luce of Somer­
ville, pulling Frothingham out of 
what seemed to be a very bad hole. 

It is well to bear in mind that 
Massachusetts Is a Republican state, 
that she seldom swings trom her 
moorings, that this Js a congressional 
year, that a United States senator Is 
to be chosen-, and that President Taft 
and his adminstratlon are to be given 
a ringing endorsement by the Repub­
lican state convention. Tbese facts, 
coujjled w'ith the facility ot the Dem­
ocrats for blundering when they have 
a chance to win, and their custom 
of winning elections in the summer on 
paper and losing them at the polls on 
election day in November, may help 
one to believe that the old Bay State 
will be found safely anchored in the 
Republican harbor on Tuesday, 
Nov. S-
