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The Partisan 
Belntf Captured, Oetth Stared 

H i m and His M e n In 
the Face. 

By SARAH BRYCE VAUGHAN.

During the American civil war there 
wero three different classes of com­
batants on the southern side—tbe 
army, the partisan and tbe guerrilla. 
The army and the guerrilla lasted 
tiiroughciut t^e four years' Ogbt; the 
partisan was rare except at the begin­
ning of the war. and. though he kept 
up an Irregular warfare to the end. he 
eventually became an enlisted soldier. 

Young Carroll Bates of Tennessee 
was in the spring of 1802 a leader of 
one of these partisan bands. He bad 
no commission from the Ck>nfederate 
government, nor were his men enlist­
ed. The consequence was that If cap­
tured they were amenable to thc same 
treatment as t^e guerrillas, which was 

' to be hanged or shot. Bates' command 
numbered about thirty men, most of 
them of the better class, and'the work 
they laid out for -themselves was the 
annoyance of the Federal armies. They 
wpuld interrupt communications by 
cntting bridges, tearing' up tracks, set­
ting fire to storehouses containing arm; 
supplies—Indeed, all such work as 
would harass the enemies of the Con­
federacy. Their acts wpuld have l)een 
legitimate bad they been mustered into 
the service, but as citizens they were 
engaged in an unlawful warfare. 

Bates T,-as of that type of man of 
whom General N. B. Forrest was the 
principal. No bridge guard knew 
when the young partisan wbuld swoop 
down on them, make them prisoners or 
drive them away and set Sre to the 
bridge that had been placed In their 
charge. Wagon trains unless under 
charge of a large guard, even far in 
rear of the Federal front, were never 
safe from capture, and If captured they 
and the supplies they contained were 
bnmed. So bold and so annoying were 
Bates' men that the general In com­
mand of the Federal troops in the dis-' 
trict he was constantly raiding sent 
Captain Coleman with two companies 
of cavalry to capture or disperse hi-
band. . 

One evening Bates stopped at the 
house of a Onion farmer and demand­
ed supplies for his men and forage for 
his horses. The southerners bavloj; 
been supplied had not long left the 
farm when Captain Coleman and his 
troops rode, up from a different direc­
tion. Opon the captain asking for In­
formation of Bates' command the farm­
er said: 

•^hey hare just left here. If you 
are after them you'll flnd them near 
here tonight. Bates' girl lives a few 
miles down the road, and he's sure to 
go to see her this evening. I'll show 
you the roads by which you can ap­
proach the house from different direc­
tions and surround it" 

The offer was gladly accepted, and 
when it was quite dark the farmer 
sent one of his boys to reconnoiter the 
partisans. It was learned that the 
band was bivouacked in the yard of 
the house of one Colouel Hayton. com­
manding a Confederate regiment in 
east Tennessee, whose danghter Dol­
ly was engaged to Carroll Bates. 
Abont 10 o'clock a hundred Federal 
cavalrymen, converging, encircled the 
house and captured the entire band. 
The men were In the yard, most of 
them asleep, but Bates was In th" 
house with bis flancee. 

At the time of the capture Dolly 
Payton was begging her lover to ob­
tain a commission from the Confeder­
ate government and thus avoid certain 
death In case of capture. Bates ar­
gued that by doing so he would be­
come a very small part of a large 
army and could not as such be as use­
ful to the cause. She was holding up 
to him the horror she would expe­
rience In case he were captured when 
they were startled by shots without. 
The door was thrown open, and Cap­
tain Coleman stepped In with a drawn 
revolver In each hand, confronting 
Bates, around whom tbe girl had 
thrown her arms. 

Bates, seeini^ that he was caught en­
deavored to unwind Dolly's arms, but 
she would nor. Coleman, touched by 
the scene, stood 'waiting, waving bnck 
his men who hnd followed him Into 
the house. Finally Bates unwound 
the arms that encircled him.,nnd the 
girl fell to the floor in a faint Cole­
man motioned Bates to take her up. 
He dtd so and placed ber on the sofa 
on which the two had been sittiiig. 
By this time members of the family 
appeared, took charge ot Dolly, and 
Bates was taken outside. Tbe thirty 
partisans were In charge of three times 
their number of Union cavalrymen and 
escape was. hopeless. 

Tbe next morning Captain Coleman 
entered the house and asked for writ* 
Ing material. He desired to send a 
courier to his general with a report 
of the capture and to ask for Instruc­
tions. While he was writing Dolly 
Payton. wblte as a cloth, came In. 

"What will you do with them?" sho 
asked. • . 

"That Is for thegeneral to decide." . 
"I know whnt he will decide. He 

win order you to shoot them all." 
There was no reply to this. 
"And whv will he shoot them?" the 

girl went on. striving to control herself 
with a view to saving them "Because 
they are fighting as citizens and not as 
soldiers On this account tbey must 
Buffer the pnnishment ot tbese bands 

sf robbers who will mnrder nnd pillage 
anr people as well as yours." 

The captain. wns utientive. bot he 
bad nothing to say. Uow could be ar­
gue a matter of Justice with a girl 
whose lover he expected-to be ordered 
to shoot in cold blood? 

"GuerrlllaR are monsters." she con­
tinued, "and sbould be shot whenever 
captured. At least I would not move 
a band to save them. But these boys 
are,gentlemen's sons. Tbey are flght­
ing "for a cause which they .consider 
to be just Their leader. Carroll Bates, 
comes of one of the oldest families 
In Tennessee." 

"And a brave man." the captain put 
In. - . 

"Yes. a brave man. Again and again 
with his handful of men be has rid­
den many miles In tbe'rear of your 
lines and attacked, guards much lar­
ger than his. force, His only mistake 
has been that he Is not a soldier In 
the army. Consider that these boys 
are full of zeal. Tbey have not stop­
ped to think that tbey shonW make 

i war In a certain fashion. They love 
a life of freedom and dread the re­
straint of the military service" 

"That's the kind for soldiers." add­
ed Coleman, "once they are trained.", 

"When- you surprised us tonight 
wbat do you suppose 1 waa doing? I 
was trying to persuade Carroll ô take 
his men into tbe regular Confederate 
aervice. Ever since he hns been a 
partisan leader I have feared this re­
sult. When I last saw him I resolved 
that when he came again I would not 
cease my efforts with him till I had. 
secured his consent. Had yon been an 
honr later I would bare gained It be­
fore you arrived." 

Tbe girl's able pleading for her lovet 
and bis men. whom she never failed to 
Include with him;' had its effect on the 
captain. The strain on his heart was 
greater.than the strain had been on 
bis nerves on any fleld of battle. He 

: wished that he were the general, that 
he might grant this girl's request, that 
he might spare the lives of these l>oys. 
some of- whom werg. barely sixteen, 
many of whom were npt twenty-one. 
and none but a few years past their 
majority. Doubtless many of them 
were loved by some girl. A case of 
boys and girls on tbe one band and 
grim deatb on the other! 

After the girl's last words, seeing 
that Coleman was thinking. Dolly re­
frained from speaking. It was a pic. 
ture—the young man in blue: a girl 
whose lover's life hung in the balance, 
watching intently to catch a word of 
hope from the enemy. Finally Cole­
man rose: 

"Sit here." he said, "and write your 
request, re-enforced with your argu­
ment, nnd I win send It with my re­
port to the general." 

With the light of a newl>om bope 
In her eye Dolly obeyed. What she 
wrote was not expressed as the cap­
tain's report—Indeed, It formed a 
marked contrast with that report—but 
there was plenty of reason for the re­
quest and Dolly's heart was In her 
argument It needed nothing to send 
It to the heart of the man it was in­
tended for. Inasrriuch as it was that of 
a young girl asking for her lover's life. 

When she had flnLshed It she arose 
and hnnded It to the captain, who. 
wlthont rending It placed It In an en­
velope and. taking it outside, gave It 
to one of his men. with orders .to take 
it to the general and bring an answer. 

It wiis fifteen miles to camp, and the 
greater part of the day must be con­
sumed before a reply could be re­
ceived. Captain Coleman could form 
no opinion of whnt the anawer would 
be. except that It would be eitber an 
order to shoot every man he bad cap­
tured at once or that the boon was 
grnnted. He knew that the general 
was a klhd h^arted"man. but he did 
not know whe^er he "would consider 
himself at liberty to. spare what. the 
law of war condemned or if he saw 
Justice In Dolly Peyton's request 
whether he would consider that the 
Interests of the Union cause and the 
army defending It demanded the death 
of the partisans. 

Dolly Peyton remained during the 
day In. care of her mother and others 
of tbe family. Coleman, understanding 
tbe agony of suspense sbe suffered, 
went to Bates and told him tbnt he 
wns permitted to go to his betrothed. 
Bates thanked him. went to Dolly, but 
remained only a short while. The 
strain was great, and she wns better 
nble to l)ear it with her mother. 

As the afternoon wore on Dolly, who 
was becoming uncontrollable, broke 
away, and went to a window, where 
she could see a bit of road several 
miles distant A cavalryman was 
coming leisurely. He was a mifchine 
to carry orders or be shot as tht» case 
demanded withotit knowledge, except 
that he was doing what was expected 
of him. Coleman, hearing Dolly wildly 
'calling on the messenger to "Come, for 
heaven's sake come: I shall dlel" 
mounted his horse and rode out to get 
tbe dispatch. 

When the'captain on his return gal-
loped"~np to the house Dolly stood on 
the balcony, her lover beside her, ber 
eyes wild with suspense. He waved 
the paper over bis head to signal "life" 
instead of "death." and Dolly fell limp 
Into the hands of the man whose life 
wns all. th/^world to her. Then Cole­
man ordered the captives to be brought 
up before the bouse, nnd he read aloud 
the general's order: 
•The request ot Miss Dolly Payton that 

her lover and his men bo not ̂ executed as 
guerrillas on condition that they flght no 
more against tho United Stntcs except M 
regularly commissioned or enlisted men m 
the Confederate armies Is granted. 

Several of the men thus reprieved 
fainted: a number staggered aa if 
drunk: the rest broke into a wild cheer. 

Later the partisans, having •'been 
paroled, wont In a body to tbank the 
glri who hid turned a certain death 
tnto life Then they scattered, most 
of them going to their homes
