To Cut Out Steam. 
The work of electrification of the 

Hoosac tunnel is being rapidly pushed 
forward by the Boston and Maine rail-
ro- _ and it will be but a few months 
before all trains passing through the 
tunnel will be propelled by electric 
power. The equipment is already ar­
riving, two of the 135 ton electric lo­
comotives being delivered at Williams-
town last week, where they will be 
stored until the tunnel is ready for 
their operation. The locomotives are 
'twenty-five feet' in length, among the 
most pp'v"rfM' " f th°ir-ty-r-°- -and-w^rf-
tnade by the Baldwin locomotive works 
of Philadelphia and the Westinghouse 
electric company of Pittsburg. They 
are similar in style and power to those 
in use on the electric systems entering 
New York city, with the exception 
that power is supplied through a trol­
ley pole instead of a third rail attach­
ment. Four more of the engines are 
to be delivered in the near future. 

At a distance the engines have muc'.i 
the appearance of a Pullman parlor 
car. but upon nearer investigation the 
difference can be noticed. 

The engine is driven by eight large 
five-foot driving wheels, four on each 
side and a large Westinghouse motor 
is attached to each set of wheels, 
making four of these large motors for 
each engine. Each driving wheel is 
separate from the others, and each is 
supported by a nine-inch self-oiling 
journal. The wheels, instead of being 
held together by means of steel 
spokes, are composed of heavy steel

Mrs. Peck was a very bright busi­
nes s woman, the oldest charter mem­
ber of Prescott grange, and a l so a 
member of the Congregational church 
and interested in all matters pertain­
ing to the welfare of the town. Her 
spacious house has beeri the vacation 
home of many patrons from various 
c i t ies and has lent a pleasant notori­
e ty In this vicinity.

Mr. Wilson was for manv vears a 

government agent to the Cherokee and 
Choctaw Indians. In his school he had 
a hundred Indian boys from these res­
ervations, the only white children 
were Major Heald's sons! 

The high regard which the Indians 
had for Mr. Wilson is shown in the 
part that when he went, into the coun­
try to give the Indians the money 
which the government yearly award­
ed them, he took it in gold, a four 
mule team being required to draw the 
load, and only one man, his negro 
driver, went with him. 

When the civil war broke out these 
four families were obliged to leave 
and come north on account of their 
loyalty to the government . Major 
Heald and Mr. Wilson came to P e p ­
perell and purchased the farms s ince 
associated with them. Mr. Wilson died 
in a few years, leaving his widow with 
two dnuchters, one of whom died in 
early childhood. Some years after 
the close of the war, Mrs. Wilson be­
came the wife of a civil w a r veteran , 
Charles II. Peck. 

For many years the fine location and 
generous hospital i ty of the Peck farm 
have again and again recal led its 
gues t s , many of whom expressed their 
appreciation of the hos tes s and their 
sympathy with the family in beauti­
ful flowers that were banked about her 
casket . F l o w e r s spoke of the love of 
relat ives and testified to the es teem 
nnd respect of the church of which 
she w a s an active member for so 
many years . 

The Ladies' Benevolent society show­

Trrocnrtnjra-llsroT-nie drug s foreT 
within reach of Mr. Townsend's resi­
dence. H e had lived iu his countrv 
piace surrounded by vil lages in which 
there were drug stores. If he wished 
to conceal the fact of his purchases he 

Tiad only to drive to one of these towns 
sufficiently distant that he should not 

•be known there, buy his drug a n d car­
ry it home himself. Though it w a s a 
poisou when taken in large quantit ies . 
It w a s prescribed by physicians, and 
an order for it w a s not in all case s es­
sent ia l . 

"I vis i ted every drug store wi th in a 
radius of t w e n t y miles from his home 
and talked wi th every proprietor and 
c lerk In all of them. Not one of them 
could remember any person answer ing 
to m y description of Mr. Townsend . 
and all declared that no s u c h . p e r s o n 
had ever to their knowledge visited 
their store. I hit upon the place where 
his wi fe had bought the poison she 
w a s charged with having procured, 
but this had all been worked up by 
another detect ive. 

"I w e n t to Mr. Scrlmser and re­
ported my failure. 

" 'Try the wholesale druggists . ' he 
sa id . 

"'Wrhy should the man have bought 
the drug at wholesale?' I asked. 

" ' H e w a s mean enough to buy his 
tab le sa l t at wholesale , ' he replied. 

"To make a search of tbe wholesa le 
d m g stores w a s quite another proposi­
tion. It w a s equivalent to a hunt in 
e v e r y wholesa le drug house in the 
Uni ted States , and Mr. Townsend 
m i g h t have bought tho drug In Can­
ada. Indeed. If he wished to conceal 
b is purchases Canada would be tho 
bet ter field. I first looked into the ex­
press offices In the places where pack­
a g e s might have been delivered to him. 
Noth ing sent him that could have been 
a d r u g appeared on the books of the 
express companies , "nor w a s any such 
receipt on file. 

"The only hope left for Mrs. Town-
send w a s that her husband had or­
dered the drug sent by mall. I pro­
cured a l ist of all tho wholesa le drug 
houses in the United States ;and Can­
ada and scut a letter to each a s k i n g If 
they had ever filled orders for the drug 
found in h}s s tomach, g iv ing a l so the 
reason w h y I- wished to know. I t w a s 
an enormous work l|or them to hunt 
t h e inatter up, but s ince a l i fe might 
h a n g n p o n their efforts nearly all re­
pl ied that they would make a thorough 
search. 

" D o you k n o w that three different 
d r a g houses , t w o In tho United Sta tes 
a n d one In Canada,, wrote m e t h a t on 
severa l occas ions they had s e n t T o w n -
• e n d pound packages of tbe d r u g ln 
quest ion. 

"That set t led the matter. Mrs. T o w n -
s e n d w a s discharged.' ' •
