A Worthy/Tribute. 
The following 1B the speech of Hon, 

John J? Mitchell, ln the House of Rep­
resentatives, on Tuesday, January 10, 
on the bill' granting pensions to cer­
tain enlisted men, soldiers and officers 
who served in the civil war and tlie 
war with MPXIOO- •__ 

I welcome this the first opportunity 
which I have had during a short mem­
bership In this great body to present 
some v i ews wi th roterence to tho con­
sideration of the pension bill now pend­
ing before this House. I would be re­
luctant at this early s tage of my mem­
bership to participate In tho debate did 
I not feel that the nature of the leg is ­
lation asked for Is most worthy, and 
the sentiment of my district and , the 
great Commonwealth which I ln part 
represent here Is overwhelmingly ln 
favor of this beneflclcnt. meritorious, 
and needful measure. Neither do I 
feel deterred from taking such a course 
by the f a c t , t h a t eminent members of 
this body are arrayed ln opposition to 
the legis lat ion. As experience of• some 
years in. another legislative' body and 
an examination of the course pursued 
by some of the members of that body 
convinces me that frequently, I may 
say ql-no-t-lnvarla-ljly. thos___-__Q_pro­
test and vote against legis lat ion for 
the relief of the old soldier proclaim 
ln the same breath their admiration, 
their . love and devotion to him and his 
achievements. They tell about what 
a grateful country has done for hlui, 
and point out the benefits that he Is 
now receiving under Its salutary laws, 
but that* this specific measure for Ill's 
present and future jreliet' Is go ing too 
far and should not be enacted into law. 
I have stated that I have found It to 
be. true that these same gentlemen, 
when past legis lat ion was pending, 
now the law of the land, that upon 
sucli occasions they also'cried out with 
equal voclferousness and .vigor against 
that legis lat ion; in fact, they have been 
consistent and persistent opponents .of 
legislation for the relief of the old 
soldiers. 

On the other hand, I have found that 
those who have a lways favored ration­
al, needful, and beneficial legis lat ion 
•for—the Unlonr-eokller, ue age-a<tvatH.e--
upon them and as learning and ex­
perience enl ightens , . broadens, • and 
widens their minds, that a fuller and 
deeper significance Is attached to- the 
services rendered by these brave sol­
diers now ravaged by disease, decrepit-
and helpless, and in many instances 
feebly tottering to honored graves; and 
those who have a lways favored leg is ­
lation for this now fast disappearing 
army, look back with genuine .sat is­
faction upon the action which they 
took ln legis lat ive halls ln their earlier 
days, and find an. added pleasure and a 
keener joy in work ing and vot ing for 
new and necessary legislation. 

What are the provisions, the pur­
port, and the benefits of this bill now 
.before this body? 

It alms to g ive ln each Individual 
case, a sl ight Increase over the pension 
now being received. It seeks to l ighten 
the burden resting upon the shoulders 
of ihe old veteran at a time when such 
h.irden presses heavily down upon him. 
It will grant to all persons who served 
ninety days or over ln the civil war. or 
Sixty days or over in the Mexican war, 
now at the age 6f s ix ty - two years, a 
monthly pension of fifteen dollars, an 
increase of three dollars per month 
over that al lowed by the act of 1907. 
it will grant to those sixty-five year.: 
of age. twenty dollars per month, es­
tabl ishing a new rate: to those seventy 
years of ape. twenty-five dollars per 
month, an Increase of ten dollars a 
month; and to those seventy-five years 
of age, thirty-s ix dollars a month, an 
Increase of. s ixteen dollars per month. 
—he.se. In brief, are the beneflclcnt pro-
•vlsions of this Miir 

•Any member of this body, who dally 
nas submitted to him case after case, 
from -the veterans of the civi l , war. 
urging the enactment of sneclal pen­
t-Jon bills, grant ing jie'cessary and need­
ful Increases, and I am reliably Inform­
ed that a flood of such requests are 
constantly pouring in upon the mem­
bers of this body and hundreds o," 
measures of this character are being 
passed, has not far to Jook for sub­
stantial grounds for the Insistent need 
and urgent necessity for this l eg is ­
lation. 

ft will he a boon-and a blessing- to 
thousands in this great land; It will 
envelope the declining days of the 
veteran soldiers with happiness: it will 
l-i'lng comfort and tellef to those whom 
liu1 people of the nation have en­
shrined in their hearts: It will show 
the" gratitude and the greatness' of thit 
country: It will be an incentive and 
nsptra-Hon—to—the—development—of—nr 

patriotic snirlt in the minds of all the 
iieople. and it wil l be a tribute to thlrt 
congress. 

I sm glad of having the opportunity 
of supporting and voting for this bill. 

I come from a State that has del ight­
ed to honor and to aid her soldiers as 
they have brought luster and glory to 
her fair fame. I represent a district 
that has within its confines Concord 
and Lexington. The same pride of 
country and State today pulsates In the 
veins of the Massachusetts citizens that 
animated the minds and the hearts o ' 
the cit izens In those early days. The 
same continuity of patriotism, of loyal­
ty, and of devotion which has main­
tained from the beginning, through all 
the crises of the country was exempli­
fied, and exhibited again in the days 
of the civil war in a degree that no 
State can surpass and that few can 
equal, and again In 1S9R, and I am sure 
that T am In accord with t"ie sent iments 
of our c i t i zens when I vote for this bill. 
Far be It from me. in this great law­
making body of the country to ade­
quately rehearse the part that the cit i­
zens of the commonwealth of Massa­
chusetts took in the civil war. Far 
more eloquent l ips than mine have paid 
their tribute in language Imperishable, 
and sent iments time-enduring- pages 
of the nation's history are replete with 
their valor, their exploits, and their 
patriotism: not a hamlet in the his­
toric commonwealth but furnished Its 
quota of citizen soldlerv from everv 
walk of life In the country's diversified 
activit ies, and tjpday recounts w i t h 
worthy pride Its contribution to the 
preservation of the Union. Humble. 
Indeed then, are these words of mine to 
add anything to the glory of the com­
monwealth in Its soldiery, but I feel 
as though I would have been unfalth-
fbl to my trust If I permitted the op­
portunity to pass by of voicing what 
1 truly believe to be the overwhelm­
ingly sentiment of our citizens, that 
anything which tends to bring comfort 
and happiness to the homes and the 
hearts of these old soldiers. In now the 
sunset of their l ives. Is a matter of 
their deepest concern, and nlgh uni­
versal approval.

CLEANING WITH .MILK. 

How to Use the Leftover Contents of 
the Pitcher. 

It seems cruel Irony to clean house 
with milk when it is so high even for 
those who wish to drink it, but sour 
and skim milk a n d buttermilk are Just 
as good for this purpose, so it is not so 
expens ive as It sounds. 

Buttermilk is the best possible thing 
a s e _ I should—accuse the man and-|-to-eiean-Ii i ioleuin and oi lo lot th—Just-

mop it up with a soft cloth and watch 
the dirt taken off by the application. 
About once a week is of ten enough 
for the cleaning. 

Either skim or sour milk wil l make 
rubber plants grow. W a s h the leaves 
with a soft cloth in milk and water, 
sponging each off careful ly inside and 
out and pouring the remainder of your 
basin into the ground of the tub. T h e 
plant grows and thrives on It, 

Milk well rubbed into the wood 
makes a good furniture polish also, 
keeping the shiny sur face in good con­
dition. _Tou do not need frequent 
t r e a t m e n t At bouseclcanlng time is 
often enough. 

So here are three w a y s at least of 
us ing the leftover and spoiled con­
tents of the milk pitcher. 

How to Freshen Ribbons. 
N o w is the time to g e t the family 

treasure box d o w n from Its place on 
the closet shelf and take an account 
of our stock of ribbons and laces and 
other tidbits which come in handy 
for tr imming tbe children^, school hats 
or ~ lidding it f ew touches to our own 
last year's chapenu. Many o f the old 
ribbons may be used to very great 
advantage If they are properly fresh­
ened. Wash the ribbon in w a r m soapy 
water . Do not rub tbe soap on the 
ribbon, but rinse the ribbon in clear 
w a r m water and then roll it round n 
g las s bottle which has been covered 
wi th a soft flannel. T h e gloss and 
pretty finish of the ribbon will .be 
spoiled if it is pressed with" the -warm 
bfon. The drying over the g lass bottle 
will make it look a lmost a s good as 
new. 

How to Press With Paper. 
W h e n you arc about to press a p i e c e 

of silk or o t ribbon, to make an un­
qualified success of It place a piece of 
s l ight ly -danipcn-d- wrappinir " paper 
over i t before ironing. T h e paper is 
something that i s a l w a y s on hand. 
Therefore i t ' i s no t much trouble for 
you to do this, and w h e n you see the 
result of your experiment , no ves t ige 
of lint on yo\ir Ironed piece, n newish 
stiffness to the fabric nnd a perfect 
gloss, you will never depart from this 
rule.
