The address of the afternoon w a s 
given by E. Cyrus Miller of Hayden-
vil le , apple special is t , consul t ing or-
chardist and inst i tute lecturer. He 
emphasized first the need of farmers 
fee l ing the importance and dignity 
of agr icul ture as a vocation. He ad­
vised the reading of books and there 
l earn ing the principles and phi loso­
phy under ly ing our var ious l ines of 
work, then reading art ic les in m a g a ­
z ines on agriculture. Among other 
books recommended were "The soil ," 
by King, "The principles of fruit 
growing ," by Railey, "The pruning 
book," by Railey. "The ferti l i ty of the 
land," and "Fertil ization of the soil ." 
by other authors. 

On the blackboard he placed the 
fo l lowing text : "The apple the golden 
crop of N e w England. The ideal— 
the perfect apple." As an i l lustrat ion 
of that he pointed out the fact that 
ten to t w e l v e mil l ion dol lars ' worth 
of apples w e r e raised in New England 
th i s .year . He referred to "The go lden 
N e w ' England ," a book that s h o w s 
the opportuni t ies in apple culture In 
N e w . England . 

Mr. Miller recommended that cer ­
tain var ie t ies of apples be identified 
with N e w England, such as the Ba ld­
win , the Northern Spy, the Weal thy , 
the Mackintosh Red, and a few others . 
"Concentration," the speaker said, "is 
important—concentrat ion is one l ine 
of farming." H e gave the var ie t ies 
g r o w n In different s ec t ions of the 
United States . New England apples 
wel l g r o w n , proper ly . packed, and 
we l l shipped, he continued, are In in­
c r e a s i n g demand. 

Mr.. Mil ler is confident that t h e 
apple b u s i n e s s is not g o i n g to be 
overdone .

a particular reason. The Boston and 
Maine road, a number of years ago 
laid out about $100,000 in the building 
of a large yard in Ayer. The N. Y.,

ments in the yard at Ayer, and has 
greatly Improved its facilities, through 
making it one of seven freight t rans­
fer stations.

Violation of Deer Hunting Laws. 
That wholesale slaughtering of deer 

took place in Shirley and its vicin­
ity long after the legal season for 
deer killing was over, has come to 
light by disclosures which have been 
made by the efforts of game wardens 
to run the guilty persons down. The 
deer season was closed, legally, on 
Saturday, November 26, hut there is 
conclusive evidence to prove that law­
less hunters killed many deer long 
after that date. 

A well located in Shirley, near the 
Ayer line, has given up a dozen or 
fifteen deer pelts, and a number of 
heads of deer, some antlered and 
some not. and the inference is that the 
hunters, after taking away the veni­
son, disposed of the remains, that no 
evidences might be left around. 

During the early part of last month 
a number of. woodchoppers were at 
work in Shirley. Their water supply 
became very low previous to the Jan­
uary rains, and some of the nTfcTi be­
gan to hunt around for other wells 
which had not been drawn upon as 
much as the one they had been reg­
ularly using. One day the men found 
the well above alluded to and looked 
into its mouth. 

They were not a little startled to see 
looking up at them a number or deer 
heads, and they went a t once to tho 
authorities with their story. Game 
wardens went to the plaice and took 
out the heads and pelts. In one bag 
were a number of pelts from deer 
whlch could not have been killed more 
than two or three weeks previously, 
according to expert opinion. 

Shirley, Lancaster and Harvard, ad­
joining towns, proved the best field 
Xor deer hunters that tho whole five 
western counties of the state afforded 
during the November open season, and 
it Is the belief that a few hunters who 
didn't get enough of the bloody sport 
in six days continued their operations 
secretly for weeks afterward.
