Drunkenness Defined,.

The old and much ‘debated questien
as to. what constitutes drunkenness
that has taken up the attention of
‘many jurists, was brought to the fore
fn court one day last week, when a
citizen of .one of our neighboring
towns was on trial on two complaints,
one of which was drunkenness.

Drunkenness has been defined as a
piysical state which results from the
voluntary use of excessive quantities
ot intoxicating liquor. - It has also
been defined as follows: “One is drunk
or intoxicated when by the voluntary
use of intoxicating liquor, the faculties
aro so effected as to cause himn to lose
self control.”

Blackstone classifies the crime of
drunkenness under -the head of of-
ences against God and religlon. In
this commonwealth we inherited
among other things, applicable to our
institutions, the English statute a-.
Bainst drunkenness, and re-enacted
substantially the provisions of the
English. statute in the acts of this
commonweéalth in 1692, which  has
been curiously continued in substan-
'tiezlly_ the same words down to the
present time, making it a punishable
oftense for any- person to be “guilty
of the crime of drunkenness by the
‘voluntary use of intoxicating liquor.”

By the anclent common law, drunk-
enness was no offense or crime. It
was first made a crime or misde-
meanor in the year 1606, under the
reign of James I. The preamble to
that statute.is. as follows: “The loath-
some and odious'sin of drunkenness is
of-late grown into common use within
this realm; being the root and founda-
tion of many other enormous sins,
‘bloodshed, stabbing, swearing, fornica-
tion, adultery and such like to the
great dishonor of God and dishonor of
our nation, the overthrow of many
good arts and manual trades, the dis-
abling of divers workmen and the gen-
eral impoverishing of many good sub-
jects, abnormally wasting the good
creatures of God.”

Another definition of drunk-nness:
“The question of whether one is drunk
by the voluntary use of intoxicating
liguor,, is a question of fact and not
a question of law.” -

Many definitions have been yiven as
to what constitutes drunkenness. It
has been passed upon by courtz of last
resort, mainly in cases where i: is in-
tended to invalidate collaterally like
divorce and insurance cases and a few
cases where the party'is charged with
being a common drunkard.

‘The True Facts.

Residents of Shirley have bheen
treated to a little sensation in connec-
tion with the State Industrial school
for boys regarding a runaway boy and
his capture by four trusty bovs from
the school, and the subsequent puyy-
ment of the sum of twentv-five dollars
to Frederlck W. Savage, jr., and ten
dollars to Chief of polica Goodwin.

In view of the many stories in cir-
culation, the Oracle correspondent
called upon Supt. George P, Camp-
bell of the school and obtained from
him the facts in the case.

Mr. Campbell sald that last week,
Friday evening one of the. boys ran
away. It was discovered at once and
four trusties. caught the boy in. the
‘vielnity of G. M. Ballou's mill and
were taking him back when Fred-
erick W. Savage, Jr., enginecer at Bal-
lou’s mill, saw the boys and took them
all to the engine house and telephoned
Mr. Campbell who went in a team af-
ter the boys and took the four trus-
ties and the runaway back to the
school. : . -

However, before Mr., Campbell had
been notified of the capture, seven
more trusties were sent out to aid
in the capture. They scattered in

win found two and took them back
to the school,

Saturday ‘morning early, Mr. Sav-
age appeared at the school and_ very
authoritively demanded the sum of

| twenty-five dollars from J)ir. Camp-

bell, this being the usual reward of
five dollars per boy offered by the
management. of the school for the
return of runaway boys. Mr. Camp-
bell endeavored to explain that four
of these boys were trusties, but Mr,
Savage insisted very emphatically on
the twenty-five dollars, stating that
a business 'man and also Chief Good-
win had told him to go to Supt. Camp-
bell and demand the full amount,

Mr. Campbell finding that all rea-
sonable argument was useless .made
out the check for that sum and. hand-
ed it to Mr. Savage at the same time
informing him in plain language what
he thought about him as a man, Mr.
Campbell also told Mr. Savage that
if Chief Goodwin felt that way about
the matter his check for the sum of
ten dollars would also be sent by
mail at once. Mr. Campbell further
stated that he did not care so much
about the matter from a financial
point of view but he thought he was
not being. used right and he was sorry
to see men in the community who
did not seem willing to act with a
spirit of fairness.

Mr. Campbell cited many similiar
cases, One in particular when s
short time ago two trusties were de-
tained at the Fitchburg police station,
belng found by an -officer and taken
to the station. The police ut Fitchburg
notified him and upon his explaining
the matter they were released at once
and no demand of any sort was made
upon him for reward.

The question will naturally arise
how are the citizens to distinguish
trusties from runaways, Generally
speaking there is no way, as citizens
of this or any other place are not
in touch with the boys and taking
their word is out of the question, but
trusties will always return to the

runaways a struggle generally en-
sues before he is willing to return
with an officer or ecitizen. Conse-
quently reason and the application of
the “golden rule” will materially as-
sist in the settlement of these cases.

Mr. Campbell wants the cabpera-
tion of the citizens in cases like these
and is doing fine work in a difficult
position, but is somewhat disturbed
and very naturally so when he finds
attempts as these being made at the
expense of the school and the state.
The general sentiment of the com-
munity is with him.
