CleTer Work. 
The arrest of James O'Donnell by 

the Groton chief of police Riley, at 
Boston on Tuesday, October 17, the 
prisoner's plea of guilty and sentence 
In the Ayer court on Thursday, Oc­
tober 19, his lodgment in the Cam­
bridge house of correction on Satur­
day, October 21, brought to a success­
ful finish'the Sturgis robbery case. 

Chief Riley has been much congrat­
ulated and complimented on his 
shrewd and persistent management' 
which brought about the clearing up 
of this case. It has brought credit 
to him as an officer, who intends to' do 
his duty. The whole affair, summed 
up, makes quite an Interesting story 
for one of Its kind, and contains some 
facts not generally known, but which 
it is well the public should hear. 

There were two cases of breaks and' 
larceny at S. W. Sturgis ' last sum­
mer, one on July 7, when valuable 
jewelry, etc., was stolen, valued at 
from two to three hundred dollars, 
but this was not discovered • a t the ' 
time. The guilty man in this case 
was Charles Moore, alias Frank 
Smith.. The second TObhery was on 
August 12, when goods to the value 
of $1,000 to $1,200 Was taken. The 
services of Chief Riley was called for. 
His Investigations of the premises 
gave him clues. Aipong these was 
the clue given by finding two old suits 
of men's clothes, which had been-dis­
carded for th ree new suits stolen. 
Thls'showed that there were two men 
In the thieving^ game. With other 
:Iues followed, u p through different 

cities and towns', - one of the men, 
Charles Moore, alias Frank Smith,, 
was captured on August 14, ln Wor­
cester, where he had tried to dispose 
of some of his loot 4n a pawn shop. 
He was taken to the Ayer court, plead 
oiilty and sentenced to Concord r e^ 
formatory on September 20,'for a term 
of eighteen months. -•••—•-. 

This Frank Smith is twenty-six 
years old and his home Is in Hudson. 
He had previously been three times 
a t Concord reformatory. He was in­
duced after his arrest to talk and tell 
lis story from which facts were ob­
tained that helped in following and 
•retting hold of his pal, the other fel­
low f n ' t h e second Sturgis robbery 
case. 

This fnan was James O'Donnell, 
alias "Muffins," of Manchester, N. H. 
He Is a man fifty-nine years.of age, 
and known to the police of that city 
for the past twenty-five years as a 
man with a bad record, and had been 
arrested and served sentences for 
breaking and entering, larceny, dis­
turbing the peace and. drunkenness.. 
Like Smith, robbery was his business, 
and he had worked a t It in. Lowell, 
East Hampton, Manchester and other 
places.. Groton, was to him a new 
field. He led Chief Riley a great 
chase, down into Maine and Rhode 
Island and then back again until his 
travels took him into Boston, where 
be was arrested oh Tuesday, October. 
17. 

On some former visit to Boston.: 
these two birds of a feather ran into 
each other, _pr met at some resort, 
waxed- friendly and confidential over 
their drink, and told each other of 
their exploits. Frank Smith had a 
better story to brag of than Muffins 
when he told of the places he knew 
of- In Groton. The two then and there 
agreed to go into partnership on the 
robbery at S. W. .Sturgis'. Now Smith 
had been employed as' a workman ln 
Littleton, Harvard, Ayer and Groton, 
and knew well "the lay of the land" 
in this locality. ' 

They started out from Boston with 
plans all laid.. They came to Ayer on 
a freight train and in order to elude 
any suspicions of wary police, went 
off on the Sandy pond road; and at 
night came into Groton Center, went 
down the Broad-meadow road and 
over towards the Groton School, se­
creting themselves until about mid­
night when they began operations. 
They packed their divided plunder 
each in his satchel and dressed up 
in their new clothes, took themselves 
iff in different directions. They how-
off in different directions. They, how­
ever, had not had time or did not dare 
to dispose of their stolen goods be­
fore they were arrested, and $1,000 
worth has been restored. 

In Charles Moore's, or Frank 
Smith's story, he confessed, giving 
evidence, that during the past four 
years he had made eleven breaks 
with entering and larceny '"here in 
Groton. These places include the 
breaking at the public library, the. 
postofflce and private residences. This 
wipes out all suspicion which some of 
the public may have ascertained to­
wards other persons. When robbery 
is committed it is almost universally 
and unavoidably that our thoughts 
fix themselves on "some one who was 
well acquainted with the premises," 
and so a person whose record is not 
quite white gets secretly^if not open­
ly, accused, but this case clears up 
the mysterious burglaries in town for 
the past four years to which there has 
been no clue heretofore.

was ooj j ing up the road. Spurring 
his horse he arrived at the house in 
t ime to see three men running away 
from, the door. 

Arming himsel f wi th a rifle h e im­
mediately started in pursuit of the 
men on horseback and overtook them 
at the Shirley bridge. An argument 
followed, during which a shot from 
the rifle was fired by Richardson and 
it struck John Carlson, one of the 
men who had been at the Richardson 
house, in the Jaw. 

From tes t imony given at a pre l imi­
nary trial in the F i t c h b u r g pol ice 
court, it s e e m s that three men , John 
Carlson included, had tried to forciblv 
make their w a y into the Richardson 
house on that night , and although 
Mrs. Richardson had pleaded with 
them from behind the locked door to 
go away they pers is ted in their efforts 
to get into the h o u s e until the timolv 
arrival of Mr. Richardson on the 
scene.
