Town Meetings

Section 1. The Annual Town Meet-
ing shall be held on the first Monday
in*April of each year. ’

Farmers
must study the economic situation and
the farmers must cobperate. 'Get a
boy or man for fourteen dollars .a
month and work him fourteen ‘hours a
-day and no picture shows, this is what
makes the boys leave the farm, The
city should be the nlace. of. exchange,
but the country town should be the
place for manufacturing  purposes—
N6 man can get a miiljon dollats—no
Inan can’ ears ‘a2 million. We. should
insist on"the-pure food law,.and the
date of putting up should be stampeu
on the package.” '

age goods bought in bulk and said that
the consumer. paid for the package-and
work.
