Historical Society.

The principal items of the pro-
gram for.the February meeting of the
Littleton . Historical society were an
interesting paper on ““Roger Conant,”
by Miss Julia Conant, a descendant of
that worthy pioneer of American
colonial days, and a suggestive one
on “Contributory causes to the mak-
ing or history,” by Miss Louise Flagg.

Miss Conant's paper was very time-
Iy in view of the public Interest in the
erection of a statue to his honor in
Salem. It stated that the first per-
son known to bear the name of Co-
nant was of Huguenot. ancestry, liv-
ing in England in the sixteenth cen-
tury. .Roger Conant was his grand-
The date of his coming to
America is not known, but his name
is mentioned in deeds of Plymouth
colony as early as 1624.

Miss Conant spoke ‘of his settle-
ment at Cape Ann in 1625, where he
was made governor, of its breaking
up the following year, part of the
colony going back to Englund, of the
vigorous and courageous spirit by
whieh he influenced those who re-
mained to form a new settlement by
the Naumkeag river, a place which
he described as ‘‘acceptable to such
as on account of religion would be
glad to begin a foreign plantation in
this part of the world."”

Fire.

Shortly after six o'clock on Tuesday

evening an alarm for fire wag given
by the ringing of bells at the Center
and Common.

" Flagg Brothers' canning factory,
located within a few hundred feet, on
the opposite side of the track, was
favored by the wind and protected by
the snow on the roof. All but two of
the icehouses had heen filled, and it
was expected. the work of harvesting
would be completed fn two days.
The house at the milk statfon was fill-
ed on Thursday.

The company has experienced a
real struggle in trying to harvest the
usual amount of ice this season. The
ice " has been wunusually thin, and
many accidents have resulted. Sev-
eral men "have. fallen into the pond,
help has been scarce, and In many
cases inefficient.

JONATHAN JOHNSON

Death.

In the death of Jonathan Johnson,
a native of Groton, Lowelt has lost
one of {ts most valuable and oldest
citizens, and the many friends of the
deceased will keenly feel his demise,
especially will it be noticed in Ma-
sonic circles, where he was prominent
having taken his degrees in Pentuck-
et lodge over fifty years ago. He was
one of the oldest Masons in Lowell.

Mr. Johnson, who was aged ninet-
ty-four years and seven months, pass-
ed away late Monday afternoon at his
home. 10 Varnum avenue, Lowell, He
is survived by a nephew living in Nor-
wood.

He was born in Groton on August
7, 1818, and lived on his father's tarm,
except for three years, which his fam-
fly spent In Boston, until he was fif-
teen years old. He was educated in
the Groton schools. In 1833, he went
to Leominster, where he secured em-

ployment In a carriage shop, and in

1835, he went to Fitchburg, where he
learned the watchmaker's trade,
which he followed from that time un-
til his death.

He went to Lowell In 1840, and
worked for J. K. Fellows, the jeweler,
until 1842, when he went into busi-
ness for himself, and he had con-
tinued In his business until he was
taken i, about a week ago. For
many vears he was in business in the
Merrimack house block.

In 1850, he went to Demerara,
South America, where he spent three
months in installing telegraph appa-
ratus and in giving instructions as to
itg use. On his return he had charge
of the telegraph system in Lowell,
and later on had charge of the tele-
graph lines all through New England
from Boston to Burlington, Vt. He
wuas not only & member of the board
of aldermen and the city counecil, but
also served several terms in the legis~
lature. In 1855, he recelved his first
civic office, being elected that year to
the common council. In 1856 and
1857, he served on the board of alder-
men, In 1866, he also recelved his
tirst election to the legislature. In
1866, he again served on the common
council and returned to the legisla-
ture in the years 1872 and 1876.

He wag affillated with only one se-
cret organization, Pentycket lodge of
Free Masons. He made his applica-
tion to this lodge in 1849, and in Jan-
uary, 1850, he passed his degrees, He
was. a member of the ‘First Unitarian
church, but of late years he had been
unable to attend very regularly on
account of his health. :

He was married twice, his second
wife dying about three years ago, and
had three sons, all of whom are dead.

A ILetter.

H. W. Mason, first class machin-
ist's mate on the U, 8. 8. Idaho, is, as
far as we know, the first Groton per-
son to visit the Panama canal. He
writes under date of February 12,
from Guantanamo Bay, a U. S. coal-
ing station on the southeast coast of
Cuba: *“We have just returned from
Colon. As far as particulars go I
cannot begin to describe the canal by
letter, but I am sending under sepa-
rate cover. an official handbook of the
Panama canal, a special edition of
which was {ssued for the Atlantic
fleet during this visit. These were
not plenty but I managed to get two.
It will make a good souvenir of this
trip.

I made the trip across the isthmus
from Colon to Panama over the Pan-
ama rallroad. The general direction
of the canal {8 from northwest to

southeast. The Atlantic entrance is
at Colon, the Pacific at Panama. We

stopped first at Gatun locks and dam.
These are nearly finished and are a
wonderful feat of engineering. These
locks on the Atlantic. side and Pedro
Miguel on the Pacific side create the
Gatun lake, a great body of water
covering 164 square miles. This lake
is maintained by the locks and dams
#t an elevation of 85 to 87 feet above
sea level,

"At Culebra they are cutting
through what seems like a range of
mountains, as you might say the back
bone of the Andes. The whole length
of the candal from deep water in the
Atlantic to deep water in the Pacit-
ic Iy about fifty miles.

District Court.

Herbert W. Farnsworth, of Shirley,
was arraigned last Saturday morning
on complaint' of charging him with
the crime of arson. After his plea of
not guilty he asked for a continuance
of the case until counsel could be pro-
cured to defend him. The court or-
dered the case continued until Mon-
day morning, when the case was
heard. ’

The specific charge against Farns-
worth was that he did ‘“deliberately
and maliciously set fire to a barn be-
longing to L. B. Tuttle on the night
of February 14, last.”” The witnesses
for the government were Elisha D.
Stone, insurance agent; Willlam J.
Mullin, police officer; Henry E.
Farnum, chief engineer of the fire de-
partment; John C, Davenport, Chiet
of Police Beatty and Levi B, Tuttle,
all of Avyer; George 8. Weeks, of
Shirley, and E. J. Sherlock, state po-
lice offiger, of Boston. The witnesses
for the. defense were the defendant
and Justin Spaulding.

Mr. Stone spoke of the insurance
which ‘he placed on the furniture of
the defendant the day before the fire
occurred, the amount of the Dpolicy
being $500. Chief Engineer Farnum
testified that the fire was reported to
him by telephone on the ‘night it hap-
pened, and of talking to Farnswopth
at ‘the fire after he arrived there,
judged that the fire broke out on the
east side of the barn.

Chief of Police Beatty and Officer

Sherlock told of going to Shirley to

interview Farnsworth, and as a re-
sult of theig investigations he was
placed under arrest.

Mr. Tuttle, the owner of the prop-
erty where the fire occurred, told ot
ordering Farnsworth out orally and
by written notice. The other witness-
eg for the government corrohorated in
whole or in part of what had been
already testified to.

Farnsworth then. took the stand in
his own defense. He said that he was
chopping kindling wood in the barn
on the night of the fire with a light-
ed lantern on the end of a loose
board where he was working. The
lantern overturned and set fire to the
hay. He then rushed in ahd told his
wife that the barn was on fire and to
save the furniture. He then gave the
alarm.

At the conclusion of the argument
of Farnsworth's counsel, Judge At-
wood, after gsumming up the evidence,
ordered his discharge from custody.
E., 'J. Sheriock, state police officer,
of Boston, handled the case for the
government, and Joseph A. Lovering,
of Leominster, was counsel for the de-
fendant.

A great deal of interest was shown
in the case and the court room was
filled -to over-flowing during the
trial.

Llewellyn F. Gates, of Westford,
was found guilty of violating the milk
law and wag flned fifty dollars on last
Monday. Sentence was suspended for
one month,

Charles O. Crawford was found not
guilty on the same charge and was
discharged from custody.

A Former Resident.,

At the age of sixteen years
he went to Clintonville in 1846, and
sought employment in the quilt mill
there, then in the coachlace mill, and
later in a machine shop in Worcester.
After leaving here ‘he returned to
Clinton and engaged in the grocery
business under the firm name of
Fanning & Moore.

In 1896, the corset business he had
established in° Worcester had . increas-
e¢d so that a building was erected 170
feet In length, four stories and base-
ment, with a floor space of about
200,000 square feet.

Of late years he has heen a frequent
visitor in town, and was a guest of
the late Mrs. Sarah J. S. Bennett, the
widow of the late Charles C. Bennett,
and mother of Mrs. George A. San-
derson. Mrs. Bennett's first acquaint-
ance with Mr. Fanning was made when
he was in business here, having rooms
in the Col. Wright house, now occu-
pied by Mrs. S. P. Morgan,

The splendid rivers and streams of
New England are today yielding only
about, forty-five percent of their total
available waterpower. In Massachu-
setts alone, more waterpower goes to
waste annually than is found in Ni-
agara itself. This statement was made
in 1909 by Chas. P. Steimmetz. chief
consulting engineéer of the General
Electric Company.

In the six New England states
there are approximately 120 rivers
and streams availalble for power, and
according to estimates of engineers
these have in addition to the power
they were developing in 1909, a total
of 509,000 horsepower immediately
available.

The United States geological survey
ghows that in waterpower developed

and potential, New England ranks
close 1o the highest of the various
sections of the country., New York

has the largest development of water-
powers. California is second, Maine
third and Massiachusetts fourth, As
one reads of the great hydro-electric
developments of California, Washing-
ton and Oregon, he does not realize

in Massachusetts there are thousands
of horsepower being developed now
and their output constantly increas-
ing. (ince completely harnessed as
these rivers will he hefore many years,
and a market obtained for current
developed, those towns which are not
taking current’ from transmission
lines will be obliged to generate their
own as hest they can.

Yearly the price of coal is rising,
and the price of oil will rise as the
coal and oil' become less plentiful.
The demand for these fuels is con-
stantly increasing, while the supply
is ever diminishing. On the other
hand, power obtained by water can
be had as long as there is water to
work. Since all the power generated
by hydro-electric plantg can be easily
sold, the companies that control these
plants will send their transmission
lines where the people who want low
cost and reliable power are calling
for it. The towns of Berlin, Boyiston,
West Boylston, Lancaster, Still River
and Harvard now have lights and
power -furnished by the waters of the
Connecticut and Deerfield rivers. Why
cannot Pepperell, which is larger than
any of these towns, have such priv.
ileges?

It can if the people wish it and will
coiiperate to secure ijt. An abundance
of power may be had for street and
home lighting: also, for manufactur-
ing purposes and private use. :

The town can buy current from
such a transmission line, and if prop-
erly managed, sell it in turn to pri-
vate individuals and manufacturing
interests for less than one-half what
they now pay, and still make a good
protit over the cost of current. When
other towns are receiving the benefits
of the waterpower, why doesn’t Pep-
perell make an attempt to share in
the benefits of this heritage of New
England? A Citizen.

Prospect for Street Ralilway,

The proposed street rallway to
Townsend, which has been advocated
by business men of Fitchburg for
several years, may be bullt this year,
if plans now being -considered by
those interested are adopted. A few
years ago. when it looked good for
the building of the proposed road,
there was some doubt raised as to
whether those reddy to finance the
proposition could secure a franchise
from the people of Townsend, owing
to the objections raigsed against the
proposed route. N

Pres. W. W. Sargent of the Fitch-

burg and T.cominster company has
met with the different factions in
Townsend, with the result that a

route that is agreeable to all has been
selected and surveyors are now at
work upon it for the purpose of later
submitting it to the State Railroad
Commissioners for approval before a
franchise is asked for from the Se-
lectmen of Lunenburg and Townsend.

Pres. Sargent said, when asked
about the possibility of the road be-
ing built this year, that much de-
pended upon conditions and the re-
strictions that might be placed in the

franchise and ailzo upon the money
market. He stated that o map of the
location selected and agreed upon

was being prepared. so there would
be no further delay, provided it was
voted to build the road.

The proposed route, he said, was
about five miles from the endg of the
Fitchburg and Leominster company's
tracks at Lunenburg, and would take
the cars through Townsend, West
Townsend and Townsend Harbor. It
was probable, he said, that the com-
pany would extend itz tracks into
Pepperell and thence into Nashua,
to connect with the line of the Massa-
chusetts Street Raflway company, a
distance of about nineteen miles
eventually.

He sald there 1s a demand In Pep-
perell for a street rallway to Fitch-
burg, and he firmly belleves that it
such a road is bulit the merchants of
Fitchburg will be greatly benefited.
A few years ago the president of the
Fitchburg and Leominster company
stated that he stood ready to extend
the Lunenburg Iline into Townsend
provided the business men of that
place subscribed $25,000 in stock to
assist in financing it. The sum of
$12,000 was raised, and now that the
chances look extremely bright for the
new road this year, it is probable that
this amount will be Increased by sev-
eral thousand more. .
