To tho Editor:

The following article {8 taken from
the report ¢f the special committee
of the Boston Chamber of Commerce
which wuas instituted in 1911 to re-
port on the future possibilities of New
England in regards to the agricul-
tural and industrial outlook:

Hopes of greateér manufacturing de-
velopment in New Ingland rests upon
several quite recentiy discovered and
developing conditions, Chief ~among
these is the new realization of the po-
tential resources of  New  England.
‘This supplies the personal factor for
the enthusiasm and the constructive
promotive energy. There would never
be such a sentiment develop In New
Kugland if there were not a very solid
basis and a perfectly good reason for
it. There must be dividends in sight in
order that New Kngland enterprise
shall deal with home problems.

The guaranty of dividends to New
England has veen turnished by New

England land and by New Iingland
trade prospects. Enterprise has had
dazzled by the Pacitic ocean
and its imagination daunted by the!
necessity of jeaping that vast ocean or
turning back to whence it originated
in New England, It has divided {tx’
forces: One portion is lingering on the
Pacitic slope. dallying with the fasci-
nation of making the land there yield
dividends, The other portion has turned
its eyes to the old homes here in New
England.

‘I'his portion is being joined by some
home-keeping money and enterprise.
and the promotion of New kngland is
under way. Much of this promotive
spirit is"going to the work of develop-!
ing the land, but a large share. of it is
engaging  in manufacturing and in
collateral enterprises,” such as the
utilization of water powers. This lat-
ter is assuming great proportions,
though it has just begun to come into
the open in great volume.

There is a4 great amount of money
being put into projectz for the hurness-
ing of water powers in New Ihgland.
and there are vastly greater amounts:
being prepared for by the securing of
power sites along the rivers. These
enterprises are not solely for the bene-,
it of manufacturing, but primarily for’
the furnishing of power for street rail-
ways and electrie lighting plants. They
all contemplate the selling of elec-
tricity for power for manufacturing as
thelr secondary purpose and expect
that factories will group themselves
within economical reach of thelr feed
wires. . This is happening wherever
these power projects have developed tn
the point of selling electricity.

It is interesting to note in connection
with the multipllcation of water pow-
ers made current that the bullders of
steam engines have bestirred themselves
and are now able to compete with this
electric power, provided steaming coals
can be supplied at reasonably low
rates; all of which is for the advan-
tage of the manufacturers of New
England,” who have sorely needed
cheaper power. The vital consequences
of this move to utllize water power
can only be conceived when the tre-
mendous potential energy of the un-
used water powers in New England is
taken into account.

It has not yet been estimated with
any degree of accuracy. and the esti-
mates that have gone out have been
conservative, but there is enough of it
available to cut the power cost of all
the mills in New England to the lowest
electrical figure, and allow for their
expansfon to ten times and more their
present capacity. The potential power
of the waters that run to waste in New
England in a single month would be
expressed in figures that would xtag-
ger the imagination if they could be
comprehended at all.

Cannot the benefits of such an ar-
tery of power in Pepperell be real-
ized? With united and determined
effort it can be had. A Citizen.

BY-LAWS

Articlo T—Town Meetings,

Section 1. The annual town meet-
ing shall be held on the first Monday
in March in each year.

See. 2. The financtal year of the
town, for all departments of the town,
shall commence on the first day of
January, and end on the thirty-first
day of December of each year.

Sec. 5. The Town Treasurer shall
keep a complete set of books wherein
shall be entered the amount of each
specific appropriation and the orders

that have been drawn against it; shall,
when any appropriation has been
wholly expended, immediately make a
report of that fact to the Selectmen
and the head of the department un-
der whose direction the work for
which the appropriation was made is
carried on; at the close of each order
day, or as soon thereafter as prac-
ticable, he shall send to the Selectmen
and the head of the department hav-
ing the disbursement of the appro-
priation a statement of the balance
remaining subject to draft; he shall,
in his annual report, give a detailed
statement of all receipts and expendi-
tures of the town for the past finan-
cial year, giving the amount of each
specitic appropriation, showing to
whom paid, the amount and the ob-
ject of the expenditures therefrom,
the receipts from each source of in-
come, the change, if any, in the town
debt, and shall include a list of all
debts incurred and not paid, up to
and including December 31steach year,
showing to whom due, for what due,
and the amounts. Said statements
shal] be arranged as far as prac-
ticable, to conform to the schedule of
the division of Municipal Statistics of
the Bureau of Statistics of the Com-
monwealth,

Article TIL

Section 1. The Selectmen may li-
cense suitable persons as junk-collec-
tors, to coltect, by purchase or other-
wise, junk, old metals and second-
hand articles from place to place in
the town; and they may provide that
such collectors shall display badges
upon their persons or upon thelr
vehicles, or upon both, when engaged
in collecting, transporting or dealing
in junk, old metals, or second-hand
articles; and may prescribe the design
thereof. They may also provide that
all articles of merchandise therein
and any place, vehicle or receptacle
used for the collection or keeping of
the articles aforesaid, may be exam-
ined at all times by the selectrnen or
by any person by them authorized to
make such examination,
