Mlss J.ane Davis, aged eighty-three 

years, fell from the second-story win­
dow of her home on Wednesday even­
ing about ten o'clock and was seri­
ously injured as a consequence. Miss 
Davis, for some years past, has lived 
with her niece, Mrs. Charles H. Miner, 
and just how Miss Davis fell from the 
window will in all probability remain 
a mystery, as Mlss Davis is now suf­
fering from concussion of the brain, 
and during periods of seml-consclous-
ness says she has no recollection of 
falling through the window. Only 
bad bruises on her face and body 
show the results of the fall. 

It appears from the story of the In­
mates of the home that Miss Davis 
has been suffering of late from a hard 
cold which developed into slight 
bronchial trouble, and retired to her 
room early in the evening. Mrs. 
Miner made frequent visits to her 
room and at about 9,30, on one of 
these visits, found her aunt in hed as 
usual. At about 10.30, Mrs. Miner's 
attention was attracted by a peculiar 
noise and Immediately went upstairs 
and Into the room of her aunt, and 
was shocked to find her aunt not In 
bed and one of the room windows 
wide open. Loud calls for her aunt 
through the home failed to bring any 
response. 

Mrs. Miner w.is on the verge of col­
lapse when Mr. Miner went outside 
the house and found Mlss Davis ly­
ing on the ground clad only in her 
night gown, directly under the opened 
window. Just how long Mlss Davis 
had been there Is problematical, Dr, 
Charles J. Peirce responded promptly 
to the call and made a thorough ex­
amination. 

There seems to be only one theory 
advanced for this sad afTair, and that 
Is that Mlss Davis arose from bed in 
a half dazed condition .and opened the 
window and accidentally fell through. 
The distance being twenty feet. It Is 
almost a miracle that she was not 
killed instantly. It Is feared that .she 
haa sustained Internal Injuries, and 
this, combined with concussion of the 
brain, has given her relatives and 
friends grave cause for alarm. 

Miss I>avls, for one so far advanced 
in years, has always heen very active 
and was a regular attendant at church 
services and at the social functions of 
the town. Much sympathy Is being 
expre.ssed for Miss Davis and also for 
Mr. and Mr.s. Charles H. Miner and 
family, with whom Miss Davis haa 
resided t<)T a great many years, and 
where every kindness, sympathy and' 
comfort have been extended to her.

In Groton, Mawtochusctts 

Special Town Meeting. 
A special town meeting was held In 

the lower town hall on last Saturday 
evening at 7.30 o'clock. There was 
a very small attendance, and all of 
the articles were passed with very 
little opposition, Frederick W, Hold­
en was elected moderator and pre-
.«ided over the meeting. The arti­
cles were disposed of as follows: • 

Article 2. The report of tho select­
men concerning the erection of a new 
building on the public plavgrounds 
for the storage of the power sprayer 
nnd other town tools was read by E. 
.1, Stevens and accepted. Two esti­
mates were submitted, one from Mr. 
Hardy, of Ayer, calling for a.wooden 
building, and the other from Mr, 
Longley, of Ayer, calling for a cement 
building, Mr, Hardy's estimate being 
considerably the lower of the two. 

Art, 3, It was voted to authorize 
the treasurer, with • the approval of 
the selectmen, to borrow $1000 for 
the purpose of erecting the storehouse 
for the sprayer and town tools, and 
to issue two notes of $500 each, one 
payable January 1. 1915, and the 
other payable January 1, 1916. It was 
left in the hands of the selectmen to 
choose whether the storehouse should 
be of wood or cement. 

Art, 4, It was voted to authorize 
the treasurer to borrow $1500 for the 
purpose of rebuilding 'White's bridge 
across the Xashua, between Shirley 
and Ayer, in cooperation with the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts and 
the towns of Shirley and Ayer, and 
to give three notes of $500 each, pay­
able respectively on January 1, 1915, 
January 1, 1916, January 1, 1917. 
Mr. Logue gave a report of,the hear­
ing before the state highway commis­
sion which he and Mr. Stevens attend­
ed. He said that the state had agreed 
to pay one-half of the expense and 
the towns of Shirley and Ayer must 
pay one-quarter each. The bridge is 
lo be of slab concrete on an iron 
frame work, with a pier In the center, 
and can probably be built on the old 
abutments. 

Art. 5. It was voted to appropriate 
$75 for the purchasing of a safe tor 
the town treasurer. 

Art. 6. It was voted to purchase 
500 feet of rubber-lined fire hose, the 
price of the hose not to exceed slxtv-
five cents per foot. The money, was 
appropriated for the purpose and the 
matter was left in the hands of the 
selectmen. 

Art. 7, It was voted to raise the 
price paid for labor on the highways 
from $1.75 to $2.00 per day, and to 
raise the foreman's pay from $2 00 
to $2.50 per day. 

Art. 8. It was voted to appropriate 
$200 for the purpose of spraying the 
shade trees for the extermination of 
the elm tree beetle.
