FEEDING GATTLE
FOR THE MARKET

In spite of the important effect of
values at marketing time there-are a
few factors that must be kept in mind
by ‘the cattle fceder, says the Iowa
Homestead. For -instance, steers of
poor quality that could under no cir-
cumstances be made into -prime fin-
ished cattle should not be.carried to a
high finish.. The last hundred pounds
of gain required to make a steer prime
are the most expensive, and the in-
crease in the selling price must be, cor-
respondingly larger to secure- profit

Obrviously,
therefore, it will not be profitable ordi-
‘narjly to put on this high priced finish
when there is every assurance that it
will not command a high price in the
market. On the other hand, on 2 well
“bred. steer this last hundred pounds
may make him a market topper, and
the result in this case may justify the
-high finish, though the latter part of
this may be made at a high cost.

The relativé supply and cost of grain

-and roughage to -be disposed of are
factors which should in & measure de-
termine the length of the feeding pe-
riod. Cattle for short feeding are usu-
ally in higher condition at the begin-
ning of the feeding period, and there-
fore the proportion of grain to rough-
age consumed is greater than with cat.
tle fed for a longer period. Where
feeders wish to dispose of large quanti-
‘ties of roughage the feeding period. is
necessarily longer than when a larget
proportion of concentrates to roughage
is to be fed. In a general way. there
fore, it may be said that the low grade
steer should be used for a short féed
only, while in the case of the well bred,
fleshy steer a high finish will usually
bring the surest and largest profits.

In the ‘case of the individual who
raises his -own feeders -and carries
them to a finish there is only one type
that can be handled at a profit on-high
priced land—namely, the steer that in
herits fleshing tendencies. Such cattle
are the outcome of clearly defined
breed characteristics, having in colot
and conformation the stamp of one ot
the great beef breeds. It does not dis
count the sound doctrine which re
quires that corn belt farmers raise
only a good type of feeders to say that
when feeding cattle are put into the
feed lot from outside sources it is, un-
der certain circumstances, entirely prac-
tical to, use steers of rather inferioi
grade if these are bought right and
brought to a nicely warmed up condi-
tion on the cheaper sorts of feed raised
on corn belt farms.

Hog Mulch For Orchard.

A Michigan man uses hog mulch and

handles it very successfully. At least,
he calls it a hog mulch. His land is
“not particularly good. He cultivates
{n the spring and seeds Canada field
peas, sometimes using a small quantity
of oats. When the peas are pretty
well formed he turns in 200 hogs.
They do not touch the trees, and by
the use of movable fences he has been
able to switch them from one part of
the orchard to another until the entire
crop is fed down. He furnishes his
hogs with a little corn and then turns
"them to market as a byproduct of his
orchard. - The orchard is well cul-
tivated by the rooting of the hogs, and
a large amount of humus is available
to plow under the following spring.—
Orange Judd Farmer.

Sealing the Silo With Water.,

‘Hoard’s Dalryman says that the best
way to scal a silo Is to put a consider-
able qunntity of water into the silo
after it is filled with sllage. This
way of sealing a silo was dlscovered
by accident, a heavy rain on an un-
covered silo furnishing the water seal.
It was feared that much silage would
bDe ruined by the water, but when the
owner began using the sllage he found
a- very. thin layer of silage rotted.
whereas before the rotted layer had
been many times as thick. Now this
pwner always seals bis sllo by cover-
ing the silage with water.

Contract Awarded.

It is rumored that H. W. Tarbell,
of Lowell, has been awarded the con-
tract by the Massachusetts highway
commission for building a piece of
state road beginning at the interscc-
tion of Park street and the road to
Woods Village, and extending for a
distance of about two miles.

The new. road will be of the macad-
am ‘varfety and will be substantially
built. Already work is under way
on the roads in Lunenburg and Shir-
ley which will meet the road from
Ayer when both are finished. It is
expected that work on the Ayer end
will begln at once.

inscription on the stone: “Camp
Stevens grounds. Here the 53rd regi-
ment, M. V. I. was mustéréd in 1863
and mustered out in 1863, Erccted
1913, 'W. R. C. post 49." - :

It will be noticed from the above
inscription that the regiment bearing
that number was in service only 2
short time, being mustered. in and
out within the same year. Many of
its members enlisted from towns in
this vicinity in this regiment and upon
being mustered out re-enlisted.

Open Season. to be State Wide.

News' that will be- received with.
great interest by hunters throughout
the state is embodied in a recent de-
cision by the Massachusetts fisheries
and game commission, which permits
the hunting of deer in all parts of
the state during the week beginning
November 17, It is the first time for
several years that all of the fourteen
counties of the state had open scasons
at the same time. Last year eight of
the counties were open, while in the
previous year hbut three were open.
In all cases where persons desire to
shoot, a license must first be pro-
cured. Residents will be charged the
usual fee of one dollar and non-resi-
dents ten dollars, and persons not
citizens of the United States must pay
fifteen dollars. An importarnt provi-
sion is that in hunting, only shot guns
can be used and the limit is one deer
to a person. The person killing the
deer must make report of the same
to the commissioners of fisheries and
game ‘within twenty-four hours after
the killing. A penalty of $1000 fine
is imposed for those failing to com-
ply with these provisions.

The changes in the law affecting
other game are as follows:

The open season for partridge,
woodcock and quail opens on October
12 and continues for.week days only
to November 12. The bag Hmit is
three ruffled grouse in one day, fif-
teen in oné year. and four quail and
one woodcock in one day or twenty
in one year. Ducks, geese and brant
may be taken only between September
15 and the following December 31,
inclusive, But fifteen black. ducks
may be-taken in any one day. Loons
may not be hunted on fresh water.
The penalty for failure to comply
with these conditions {3 a fine of
twenty dollars. . .

Hares and rabbits may be taken be-
tween October 15 and the following
February 28, inclusive, unless they do
damage to bulldings or crops. The
bag 'limit {s five in one day, or fifteen
in any ohe year. Penalty ten doliars.

Ferreting, .snaring or poisoning are
absolutely prohibited by the Iaw.
Farmers and frult growers may trap
rabbits ‘under a permit from the fish
and game commission by sending affl-
davit of damage, . Penaltles, ten to
twenty dollars’ fine. )

Insectivorous and song birds, wood
duck, swans, wild pigeons, pinnated
grouse, upland plover, piping and kil-

.deer plover, herons, bitterns, eagles,

fish hawks, marsh hawks, small owls,
gulls. and terns may not be killed,

memories among the older residents
of Pepperell, who knew him as a
townsman among ‘them.
