The sanitary condit ions could be eas i ­
ly remedied a s there Is a good chance 
for drainage. 
. T o quote from Mr. Manning's , re­

port of 1.909: "The Irhproveme'nts 
made on th i s bui lding within t h e last 
f e w years have been very sat isfactory 
and not for years, if ever, h a s . l t been 
so convenient and a t t rac t ive a s at the 
present t ime." 

This location a c c o m m o d a t e s th i s 
vil lage, but the bui lding is not large 
enough now for the chi ldren frbm the 
two . vi l lages, but by taking out ttie 
children f r o m the Vose distrlot there 
wil l be a m p l e rooin, probajbly for 
many years to c o m e , a s the business 
here does not w a r r a n t the building of 
many more 'houses at the present 
time. 

Thc Vose vi l lage is a fa.ster grow 
ing place w i t h about forty fami l ies , 
and between fifty and s ixty chi ldren 
There is a demand for m a n y m o r e 
houses there now. The proposed 
new school on Peppere l l street is but 
a very little nearer this vi l lage than 
the ,Tarbe l l school , wi th no roads to 
a c c o m m o d a t e the .children. Thi s 
makes It necessary tb build new roads 
f o r . -which several thousand dollars 
must be raised immediate ly . 

TBie article in the town warrant : 
few years ago to transport the chil 
dren from the u p p e r mill district w a s 
not carried, but Tviil 'probably be un­
der consideration later. 

Tlie land recent ly purchased bj-
Vose for building purposes is still 
farther away from • Pepperel l street'. 
A two-room school • bui lding at Vose, 
cost ing not over $5000, would be a. 
great benefit. , This vi l lage is built up 
in such a way that nearly all the 
children live so near that they, would 
have ample t i m e a t the noon hour t o 
go home to the ir 'd inners . The largest 
number of chi ldren are, here, their 
homes are here and the business is 
here. Thi s s eems a good reason w h y 
there should be a school here. W h a t 
West Groton needs today is not fifteen 
or twenty thou.sand dollars to build 
an ornamental bui lding on Pepperel l 
street, -where it a c c o m m o d a t e s only 
about twelve famil ies , but cont inue 
with the Tarbell sehool and a p ­
propriate $5000 for a school at 
Vose and thus a c c o m m o d a t e fifty 
families. . \ Citizen.

Wesley W. Brown and Herbert 
Hardy are contemplating a trip to 
Florida in the near future.

.•\n Interesting .-XiUIress. 
Dr. T. D. Bancroft, the Well-known 

lecturer, delivered an Intensely in­
teresting address In Page hall Tues­
day evening on the assassination of 
Alliraham Lincoln. The lecture was 
given primarily for thc benefit of the 
pupils in the higher grades of the 
public schools and the high school, 
although there were quite a numbor 
of the townspeople present other 
than those first mentioned. 

The doctor prefaced his remarks 
on̂  the main subject by giving an ac­
count of his experiences in the years 
1855 and 1856 In Kansas, during the 
outbreak there over the question of 
admitting the then territory as a free 
or as a slave st.ate., the north oppos­
ing Its • admission except as a frco 
stato, a n d , t h c south, wishing to ex­
tend .the slave territory, was . deter­
mined .that it should come in as a 
slave state. Both hostile sections of 
tlic" country started colonization 
schemes to outnumber the other In 
the attainment of their respective ob­
jects. ' • 

Coming to , the Inauguration of 
President Lincoln, the - speaker told 
of scenes attending that interesting 
event and those that followed. So 
bitter was the feeling among southern 
syinpathlzcrs against President Lin­
coln' that a volunteer company of 110 
men, called thc frontier guards, was 
formed to act as a body guard for 
the president, pending th? arrlnal of 
northern troops In response to the 
j)r*sldent'8 call for volunteers. United 
States Senator James H. Lane was 
chosen as the captain of the organiza­
tion and Dr. Bancroft was one of Its 
members. Only three of this guard 
are now living. 

The guard was quartered In tho 

White House and slept on the velvet 
carpet of the big east room. On the. 
arrival of the northern troops the. 
members of the Company were grant­
ed a. discharge signed by President; 
Lincoln and Captain Lune. 

Thc speaker gave a very clear ac­
count o.f the assassination of Presi­
dent Lincoln, ho belnir . a t Ford's 
theatre when it occurred, and saw 
everything in ' connection with the 
famous tragedy. He helped to carry 
tho wounded presldeht from the 
theatre to a nearby house, where the 
chief magistrate died the following 
morning. 

The speaker stated tha i the ac­
counts of the assassination as given 
by historians arc In the main correct, 
but some incidents ^f thc tragedy as 
given arc Inaccurate. .- For Instance, 
the common story Is that after Booth 
had Ilred tho fatal shot he Jumped 
from the president's box to the stage 
and .broke his .leg. Dr. Bancroft says 
he saw every movement distinctly as 
he was In a box directly opposite the 
one where the assassination took 
place. He said .that after Booth had 
Ilred tho fatal shot he climbed over 
the side of the box and lowered him­
self by -his, hands and then dropped 
to the stage und made his escape by 
running across -the stage and through 
a door leading to the outside of the 
building, where he had a horse In 
waiting for him. 

The fact that Booth -was .able to 
use both legs In running was a' clear 
indication to Dr. Bancroft, the speakr 
er, . that neither limb was broken. 
The speaker told of the wild, scenes 
following thc tragedy and of the cap­
ture of the assassin Booth after he, 
had been shot by .Boston Corbett. : 

The speaker told' In.terestlng stories 
of the martyr president with whom 
he \vas very Intimate. One day while 
the two were seated In the president's 
office' In .the White House, the,ques­
tion arose as to which was the tallest. 
The matt'er was settled iby both stand­
ing hack to back, when it was shown 
that they were exactly the sarhe 
height. • 
; Dr. Bancroft closed .his address by 
a feeling tribute to the noble charac­
ter of Lincoln and his" ever ready sym­
pathy for all those who were in dis­
tress. - He said that ' the Booth bul­
let robbed the world of one-of Its 
sweetest and best characters. Dur­
ing his address and a t Its-close he 
was M^armly applauded. 
• Dr. Bancroft has Ijeen lecturing on 
this subject for the past twenty 
years and h.as during that time ad­
dressed more than a million sehool 
children all over the Country. He 
possesses a striking personality and 
tells his story In a way that com­
mands the closest attention from his 
hearers. He Is a veteran of the civil 
war, 

•While Dr. Bancroft was speaking 
of .General Sumner, who- as colonel 
was in command of the northern 
forces during the Kansas rebellion. 
Dr. Richmond Fisk, who was In the 
audience, arose and stated that he 
delivered the address a t the memorial 
service'for General Sumner a t Syra­
cuse,' X. Y., the general's home in 
1863. General Sumner was killed In 
the battle of the Wlldnerness In that 
year and the remains were brought to 
Syracuse for Interment. 

Found bead. ~ ", - , 
The. lifeless body of William J. 

Reynolds, of Somer\-lIle, was found 
a short distance east of Flanagan's 
crossing about .six o'clock on Wednes­
day morning on the west bound track 
of the Fltchburg division. The 'body 
was discovered by the crew of a west 
bound freight. Dr. Frank S. Bulke­
ley, medical examiner, was notified 
and he vlenved the body. The cause 
of death or the time it occurred is not 
known. The last train to pass over 
the railroad previous' to the time 
when the body was found was thc 
early pa.ssenger traip west Iwund, 
which leaves here at 5.10 In the 
morning. The right leg was severed 
nt t'he hip. deaih being caused by a 
hemorrhage ivhich followed the ac­
cident. 

He was identilied by a receipt In 
one of his pockets given him by a 
Boston firm with ivhom he had evi­
dently done buslnes.s. Chief Beatty 
called the Boston police department 
on the telephone and requested them 
to find some of the dead man's rela­
tives. The addre.ss of the .voung 
man's father was given to the police­
man who called at the store aibove 
mentioned, and the address was then 
given the Somerville police, who noti­
fied the father, James F. Reynolds, of­
the case. Mr. Reynolds came here 

kin the afternoon train on Wednea-
d.-iy and went to ' the undertaking 
rooms of W. Wright & Son in com­
pany with Chief Beatty and he at 
once identified the body as that of 
his son. Mr. Reynolds said he was iit 
a loss to account for his son being 
here. 

The young man, iwent.v-five years 
old, had been working for a Xeivton 
firm and his bu.siness kept him trav­
elling from iplace.to place. The father, 
st.ated th.at his son was of good ha,bits 
but very fond of dancing. He had 
supper at home the previous evening. 
It was said that he was at the dance 
here the night before his death, but 
if this is true he could not have 
reached here, according to his fath­
er's story, until eleven o'clock. 

Mr. Reynolds said he was going to 
find out where his son worked the day 
previous to his death and endeavor to 
clear up the mystery. He was very 
thankful for the klndne.ss of the local 
authorities causing him to be notified 
pronxptiy of the death of his son. He 
.s.ald he had more than hl.s share of 
trouble in the past eighteen months, 
the son's death being the fourth In 
the family In that time. 

The body was taken to Somen"llIe 
on the 3.35. train Wednesday after-
no.on, accompanied by. the father of 
the dead man. The funeral was held 
In that city on Friday morning. 

Suspects Arrested. 
Chief Beatty and Inspector Edward 

McCarthyof the State police, went to 
Athol last Saturday morning to look 
over two young fnen -who had, been 
arrested In that town tho previous day 
ifor ibreaklng,, entering and larceny 
and for carrying concealed weapon.". 
As a result of their Investigations thc 
chief says that IJolh will be connected 
with the robbery at George II. 
Brown's store here a few weeks ago. 
The prisoners' r ight names are Leo 
Landry and Kenncfh Dunn, whose 
ages are eighteen and nineteen years, 
respectively. They claim to live' in 
Chicago and when arrested each had 
a Joadcd revolver. In answer to the 
questions of thc ofilcers they freely 
spoko of their long records of crime 
all over the state, but denied ever 
having mado any breaks In Ayer. 
They finally said that, they would tell 
the officers more later on. 

Thc prisoners said there are twen­
ty-seven men In the gang and that a 
certain numlrer are assigned by the 
leader to make 'breaks In certain 
territory and at stated times the loot 
ohtalned Is divided. Chief Beatty 
gave them a great suiTJrlse when he 
showed them a memorandum book 
which was evidently 'lost toy one of 
them and which w,aa found near the 
Haynes-Plper elder mill here M>me 
time ago. In the book wero the names 
of several persons whom the police 

questioned them about. The prison-1 
ers were much surprised when the' 
chief Hpokc of the names and won­
dered where the Information was ob- ' 
tained. The .hook was then shown to ' 
tbem and they admitted that they 
knew tho parties whoso names ap­
peared In It..- . • 

They admitted to Chief P. J. Jlur-
Phy of Athol tha t they had committed 
breaks In Fltchburg, Gardner, Tyngs­
boro, .Vashua, X. H., Watertown and 
Xorwood. At the latter place they 
stole the two revolvers which they 
had In their posscs.sl6n when arrested. 

In court at Athol last Saturday 
morning they were held for thc grand 
Jury In $2000 ball each and be lngun-
able to furnish the sureties -were com-, 
mitted to the Fitchburg Jail to await 
action -by that body. As there are 
eighteen complaints Ih all against the 
prisoners It looks as though they 
were destined to a long term in pris­
on.- Both had served sentences'ln the 
Concord refonnatory.
