Mrs, Mary J. Priest, widow of An-
drew J. Priest, answered the heaven-
ly summons Wednesday, September
20, after a long illness. Mrs. Priest
was the daughter of Benson Bige-
fow and Elizabeth Hamilton Blgelow,
of Westminster, in which town she
was- born on February 3, 1834,
Among her ancestors who first set-
tled in Watertown in 1632 was Josh-
ua Bigelow, who fought In King Phil-
lip's war and was granted
his services in Narragansett No. 2,
now Westminster, moving there with
his children in 1742, Mrs. Priest be-
longed to the last generation born
on the original grant. She attended
school in Westminster and later West-
minster academy. After teaching one
year she entered Bridgewater Normal
school and was graduated from that
institution.

As a teacher she came to the south
district school in Littleton, and on
May 23, 1859, became a valuable asset
to the village and town as the wife
of Mr. Priest.

Webster telling him to keep his ani-
mal off his.premises, ¢nding the com-

munication by saying “A word to thel

wise sufficient.” The next time the
dog came on his land Stickney fired
at the animal with ‘the ‘intention, he
says, of scaring it away. There was
no intentfon of killing the animal and
he did not know the animal was

dead until someone told him, as the]

animal was able to run away after
the shot was fired. The weapon used
was a Springfield musket.

The plaintiff Webster proddced a
license from the town clerk of Towns-
end, issued to him for. his dog and
also the collar which he says the dog
wore when it met*its death, showing
that the animal was licensed. Plain-
tift said that he was away from home
a good deal on account of his work
with a well-known tez firm'of Fit¢h-
burg, and was unaware of the death
of his dog until someone told him on
his return from one of his trips for
the firm, ' '

Expert evidence.on the value of the
dog was given In which the various
elements that go to make. up value
were  brought out.

In
addition to this complaint others cf
attempted breaking and entering  in
the night time were preferred agalinst
Willett and Kennison. All pleaded
guilty to the charges alleged against
them. After  hearing the evidence

{nvestigated.

The fathers of Sculley, Willett and
Kennison came here in response to
their notification of thelr sons’ plight
and held conferences with Judge At-
wood and Thomas F. Mullin, proba-
tion officer, the latter going to Low-
ell to Investigate the case by request
‘of the court.

The cases were called for sentence
on Tuesday morning when the follow-
ing penalties were imposed: XKennl-
son- and Sculley were sentenced to the
Shirley Industrial school and Barry
and Willett to the Concord reforma-
tory. They appealed. and were held
for the October term of the superior
court {n $200,

The four boys were captured by
Chilet Dowling, of Groton, after they
had burnee sixty new hard pine rail-
rond ties, the property of the Boston
and Maine Raflroad Company. The
defendants acknowledged setting fire
to the ties but claimed that it was ac-
cldental.

To Spcak Here,

Mrs. Milton P. Higgins, of Wor-
cester, will speak here on the ecven-
ing of October 8, in behalf of the
National Congress of Mothers and Its
varfous branches® known as Parent-
Teacher 'associations. The people of
Townsend are fortunate In being able
to listen to Mrs. Higglins at this time
for she is particularly busy planning
a state convention to take place at the
Hotel Bancroft in Worcester, October
17, 18 and 19. At this meeting there
will be speakers of national dand in-
ternational reputation. .

The, work of the Parént-Teacher as-
sociation is recognized by educators,
sociologists, reformers and by the
.government a8 being of vast impor-
tance in bringing about more favor-
able condltions for the development
of children.. Every ' parent, teacher
and all interested in a more efliclent
lclasy of future citizens should take
advantage of Mrs. -Higgins' visit and
use their influence to organize a Par-
ent-Teacher assoclation in Townsend.

For years the government has con-
ducted experimental stations in dif-
terent parts of the country to ob-
tain Information which could. bte
utilized In raising superior crops and
in breeding a fine grade of ‘animals.
Bulletins' containing facts based on
these scientific Investigations were
sent to farmers and stock breeders
that they might profit by it and in-
‘crease the quality of plants and ani-
mals. Today the Department of Agri-
culture employs over 131,000 people
to conduct this work. About $24.-
000,000 was spent last year.

Until recently the government has
done but little towards helping par-
ents to understand principles goyern-
‘ing child life. A knowledge of chil-
dren was left to instinct or ‘“‘common
sense,” agents which were too un-
satisfactory. to .be relied upon when
ralsing crops or cattle. It was
through the Congress of Mothers and
Parent-Teachers associations that the
subject of child nature and nurture
recelved recognition by the govern-
ment and now the new child welfare
department connected with the U. S.
Bureau ‘of Education s meeting a
long-felt need. The work of this new
department is being inttoduced Into
schools and homes through the Par-
ent-Teacher assoclations.

Over 30,000 hooklets on maternity
were sent out the -first year and
through these agencies thousands of
children have been given the right
to be well born.

The set of books called “Parenis
and their problems,” includes phases
of the physical, mental and moral de-
velopment of the child. Important
facts regarding child nature have
been written by parents and teachers
who have had a chance to observe the
laws governing child life and to apply
these. From these experiences much
help may be derived by parents who
earnestly .desire to bring out the best
in their children.

It 18 the desire of tho leaders of the
chlld welfare movement to get the
men as well as the women interested,
for only through an intelligent co-0£-
eration of both parents can a child’s
nature develop satisfactorily. Surely
men should be as interested In hav-
ing children of a high standard of
excellent as they .are. In producing
first-class hogs, cattle and poultry.

An Original Hunting Camp. .

An automobile owned .and operated
by Warren Beede, of Lynn, passed
through town last week on the way
to Allan McElhenney’s on Oak - hiil
To the casual observer it would seem
to be an ordinary car, with the ton-
neau filled with compact articles and
covered. over; but from the parapher-
nalla conveyed- in' this manner the
owner can construct'a complete camp
in a very short time and a very snug
one. The auto top {8 -ralsed in the
regular way and canvas Is attached to
it and carried out on the side; also,
to the front and rear, and fastened by
three guy ropes. This forms a com-
modious, oblong-shaped teént, capable
of accommodating two or three per-
sons, ns was proved by. visitors while
he was here. - The idea is original
with Mr. Beede and Is used by bim
for his hunting trips. - The rear of the
car is fitted up as a locker and in this
“he carries a sufficlent supply of. cook-
ing utensils. and material for food.

In order to be perfectly independ-
ent, even in the wilderness, he -has a
small -sheet iron- stove and a one-
burnet gasolene arrangement. His
camp is lighted at nlght by tiny elée-.
tric lights by means of a small bat-
tr—- one of these being in his sleep-
