ORGANIC WAITER IN SOILS.

Organic matter Is essential to make 
a soil of what would otlierwlse be pnl-
verized and more or less hydrolyzcd 
rock, and while tbere aro some soils 
capable of growing crops thnt contiln 
small quantities of organic matter, ou 
the whole the qnantlty of this material 
In average; soils Is considerable. The 
average organic contents of soils 
amount to approximately fifty tons 
per acre, uud yet the nature: of -this 
material has been but Ilttle understood. 
It bas been believed for .many yeans 
that It cofisisted chiefly of some such 
body as humic add, differing perhaps 
in dlCfercnt soils, but having the same 
genera] properties. One prominent 
service which these Investigations have 
rendered agriculture has been to show 
tbe nonexistence of bumic acid hnd Its 
bypotbetlciil relatives and to show in­
stead the existence of many compounds 
with mnny relationships. 

This line of research has l)cen espe­
cially profitable during the year Just 
past, and thu number of comfKiunds Iso^ 
lated aud Identified has been Increased 
to more thnn forty, Somo of these 
compounds contain only carlron and 
hydrogen; some carbon, hydrogen nnd 
oxygen; some Carbon, hydrogen,' oxy­
gen and nitrogen: others contain phos­
phorus or sulphur. Isolation In a pure 
condition of these organic constituents 
of soils has luade possible the correct 
interpretation of the changes-that or­
ganic, matter undergoes In soils. The 
comftounds found are recognized a s 
representing decomposition products of 
fats, carbohydrates, proteins, and oth­
er classes of natural compounds, and 
a great deal of light is shed thereby 
on the processes of humus formation 
aud transformation in the soil. These 
researches into the nature and proper­
ties of soil organic matter have shown 
conclusively that the soU InvesUgator 
must take into consideration the. pres­
ence of organic cornjiounds In tho soil.

Professor Abeam ot the Kansas Ag­

ricultural college tells how to prepare 
soil compost for growing plants: 

".1. workable soil may be made from 
loam, sand and manure, but it will be 
greatly improved if leaf mold or peat 
Ls added. Tbe best loam for plants is 
made of well decayed sod takon from 
a pasture. After the grass has been 
killed by hard freezes in the fall the 
sod should be cut three or four inches 
deep nnd placed in a pile, the grass 

I .side down. For the sake of eonven-
i lence make the [iile three or four feet 
j wide and as bigh and as long as nec-
i es.sary. HOIIOAV out the top so as to 
! catch tbe rains. If Ihe year Is a dry 
j one a garden hose m.iy be usc!d to suiv 
j ply thc moisture. In the construction 
j of this pile alternate layers of sod and 

manure thould be used. This compost 
I should be allowed to weather for nt 

least a yeur. preferably two years, be­
fore btiug used. When ready to be 
used It sbould be chopped and thor­
oughly miiud with well rotted ma­
nure."

Wheu dono place on platter and 
cover with sauce pi(piantc made as 
follow.-;: 

Put Into a s.iuct^pan two ounces of 
butter, a sliced carrot nud six sliced 
shallots. Add a bunch of savory herbs, 
balf a bay leaf, pepper, .salt and a thin 
slice of lean h,imv Lef simmer until 
thoy form a, brown ginze, then add fonr 
tablesixjonfuls of vinegar and half a 
pint of good stock, w-itb a lump of 
sugar. Simmer, skim off fat. strain 
a n d w h e n very hot serve with the Ilver. 

An Elaborate Dish, 
Braised Liver.—Tako one c a l f s Uver, 

one onion, one stalk of ,celery,. two 
sprigs of parsley, one pint of stock or 
•water, one tablespoonful of mushroom 
ketchup, one carrot, one bay leaf, one 
turnip, quarter pound of larding pork, 
one tablespoonful of butter, one table­
spoonful of WorcesteiTiliIre sauce, one 
tablespoonful of flour.. Wash the liver 
ond lard It the same as a flllet of beef. 
Wash and cut tho vegetables Into slices 
and pnt them In the bottom of a brais­
ing pan If you have one. If not in a 
deep baking pan. r.ay fhe liver on the 
bed of vogetiiblos, add the stock or'wa-
ter, put a Hd over tho jitin and bake In' 
n moderate ovon for tw-o hours. When 
done pnt liver on a dish. Put the but­
ter in a frying pan, .stir It over the flre 
until a nice lirow-n. ndd the flour, mix 
and strain the liquor from tho other pan 
into this, which should be about a half 
pint. Stir continually until it bolls, 
then add tbe Worceitershlre sauce and 
mushroom ketchup. Pour over and 
around the livor and siirve.

buttercl toast nnd then a layer of 
sliced apples; sprinkle with sugar and 
grated nutmeg, then add a layer of rai­
sins. Reiwat Until dish Is full, -n-lth 
buttered toast on top. Bent one or two 
eggs, add two cupfuls of milk and ponr 
over all. Bake until apples are cooked.

A Picturesque Corps Whose Fame Be­
came Worldwide. '

of soldiers of modern times is the 
French corps called tbe zouaves. Tbe 
body of daring and picturesquely at­
tired warriors reached the height of 
Its fame during the Crimean war. Tbe 
Eooave corps a t that time was sup­
posed ^ consist of Frencbmen, but it 
-was in reality quiteintcmatioaal , since 
tts ranks contained m a n y daring young 
foielgDcrs.' In this corps served many 
men from Oxford. Gottingen and otber 
universities, and tt i s probable that the 
greater t>art of its members bad Joined 
more for tbe love of Ogbting tban for 
kxre of ooontiy. Its fame as a flght­
lng body soon spread tbtoogbout the 
world. 

When .our own war tietween tbo 
s tates broke out sevsrol corps of xoa-
oves . wearing the splendid oriental 
uniforms of tbe Prcncti corps, or a 
tnodlflcatioa of tbem, were formed on 
both sides. On the Federal side tba 
best known was that corps command­
ed .by Elmer Ellsworth, a yonng otUccr 
from New York, the Brst man. It la 
said, to be killed on the Dnlon side, 
in tbe Confederacy the most famous 
corps of Eooavcs w a s that called the 
Louisiana Tigers, '

zouave uniform has pm<rtlcally disap­
peared, it still persists In France.—^

They 
describc(l a small, poorly dressed per­
son, bla trousers patched and bis el­
bows In rugs. His hair was what 
thcy called brown. This is all tbey 
could remember. 

Mrs.' Garland, though In agony abOut 
ber t>oy. being an nnusually self con­
tained woman, very soon brought her­
self Into a condition to think what she 
should do. When a child is kidnaped 
It Is usually for money. Tbe parent Is 
Informed of the fact nnd negotiations 
opened for payment Mrs. Garland, 
who w a s a widow, made' up her mind 
to await the kidnaper's demand before 
taking nny action. 

And yet one can never be certain 
when a child bos disappeared that he 
will ever be heard from. Tbere are 
many disappearances that remain for­
ever mysteries. It is therefore the 
more remarkable that this mother 
ahould have contained herself and act­
ed In a way that would afford the 
greatest number of chances for getting 
ber boy safely buck.

Garland was to leave the 
money In a craclier lx)X sho would flnd 
In a corner farthest frora the s treet 
Within two days after the reci'lpt of 
the money tbo boy w-ould be placed on 
the street near his home. Mrs. Garland 
wrote back that the conditions were 
accepted, except that her boy was to 
be returned -within twelve hours after 
the depositing of the funds. A letter 
camc.,agrcclng to this stipulation. 

N 6 ^ on this lost letter Mrs. Gar­
land noticed a stamp that had evident­
ly been placed oo another envelope 
and remove^. Thc stamp was soiled. 
Indicating that some one with dirty 
hands had endeavored to mako It stick. 
Mrs. Garland took up a magnifying 
glass and dLscovered thumb marks. 

Thus far no notice of the kidnaping 
hnd appeared In any newspaper, and 
tho police were Ignorant of Mrs. Oar-
land's loss. On thc appointed night 
sbe wont to tho vacant lot and de­
posited bllhi to the amount of $3,000, 
Thc next moming nt dawn there was 
a sharp ring at the doorbell. Mrs. 
Garland ran downstairs and opened 
tho door, and there stood Jlmmle. He 
said he had been left there by a girL 

Having got her child back safe and 
well, Mrs. Garland went to tho ofllce 
of tbe police and Informed tbem of tbe 
case, stating tbat she bad obtained 
trom United States treasury officers 
^ . 0 0 0 in captured counterfeit ten and 
twenty dollar bills. Since tbey bad 
been paid to an Ignorant Italian be 
wonld not Ilkely know that tbey were 
counterfeit and ho might bo caught 
trying to pass them. Instructions liear­
ing on tbe case were sent o u t and a 
girl wns spotted offering one of tbe 
bills. Sbe -was followed to a squalid 
room In a tenement building, and ev­
ery one found thero was arrested. 
All but n fow of the counterfeit bills 
were tnken, nnd n man arrested was 
found to he the kidnaper. The chil­
dren who had seen him tnke Jlmmle 
• w a y were not able to stato positively 
thot be was rho person thcy bad seen 
committing tho n e t but bis thumb 
marks corresponded with those on the 
stamp of the letter sent Mrs. Garland, 
and bo received a long prison term.
