The overseers of the poor are the
directors of the almshouse and ap-
point “fte Ipaster or warden and
matron, Thbey have  the care. and
oversight of all the poor and fndigent
perscns the- town is obliged to sup-
port . s0 long-as they remain at the
charge of the town.

of persons alleged to be ‘settled here.

The practical combination of the
two offices by electing the same' men
to both is decidedly advantageous .to
the town because it ‘enables the alms-
house and town farm to be conducted
in connection with, and practically as
a- part of, the highway department.
It has been the practice to use the
horses and labor of the warden and
come 0f the inmates of the almshouse.

Some Facts and Fligures

At the present time there are two
complete physical oafrcults, each 3505
miles long, between the two citles.
Then, by means of a wonderful de-
velopment of electrical study, in the
transposition of these two circults ac-
cording to a certain sclentific formuyla,
a third circuit called a “phantom"
circult Is created, making it possible
for six people to talk at one time—
three at each end—over these two patr
of wires.

There are 14,020 miles of harq
drawn copper wire in both of these
circuits. Each circuit mile of wire
weighs 870 pounds, 80 that the entire

By August there werae 77% tele-
phones in use-—all in Boston—and
four men had an absolute monopoly of
the telephone business. A little later.
Theodore N. Vail wag prevailed upon
to resign from the government mail
service and hecome general manager
of a little telephone company that
wag hardly organized and had no
money. Month after month the Iit-
tle Bell company lived from hand to
mouth. No salaries were pald in
full. Often, for weeks, they were
not paid at all. In 1880 John J.
Carty timidly asked for a Job as
operator in the Boston exchange. He
showed such an aptitude for the work
that he was soon made one of the
captains.

In 1893 Boston and New York were
talking to Chicago, Milwaukee, Pitts-
burg and Washington, and one-halt
the people of the United States were
within talking distance of each other.
The thousand-mile talk had ceased to
be a falry tale.

Several years later the line was
pushed over the plains to Omaha, and
subsequently 'ncarly 600 miles were
added, enabling the spoken word in
Boston to he heard in Denver.

Rald Uneirths Plunder.

Property to the vaiue of over $1,000
which is alieged to have been stolen
from the freight cars of the Boston
and Maine railroad was recovered at
the home of Morris Schwartz on For-
est street last Saturday afternoon, The
oflicers who went to the house to

|search for the goods were Chief Béat-

ty, Officers James I. Mills and Lyman
J. Taylor of Ayer, and Detective James
A. Bradley of the Boston and Maine
Railroad Ccmpany.

Schwartz was taken into custady and
later Samue! Slofsky was arrested,
both being c¢harged with receiving
stolen goods. They were later re-
leased on bail at €650 each. The find-
ing of this property was the result or
work on the part of the police for
several weeks past.

During the past three months the

railroad company has had stolen
from its cars between Boston and
Greenfieid over 810,000 worth of

freight of all descriptions. Although
the rallroad and other. officers have
tried in every way to locate the per-
sons responsible for the disappearance
of the goods it was not until last Sat-
urday that they had attained any suc-
cess.

Both Schwartz and Slofsky strong-
Iy deny any criminal connection with
the case. The articles found at the
Schwartz house were seven men's
shirts, seven rolls cloth, eight auto
tires valued at $208, flve revolvers, a
safety razor, five pairs slippers, three
pairs shoes, eleven palrs children's
overshoes, one pair driving gloves, one
pair barber’s clippers, all valued at
about $1,000.

Six rolis of the cloth were covered
with mattresses in the loft of the shed,
the remaining roll and other goods
were found In bureau drawers and
closets In different parts of the house.
Schwartz says he bought the roll
downstairs of Slofsky for twelve dol-
lars and bought the revolvers from a
stranger at Schwartz’'s store on Mer-
chant’s row. The rest of the goods
he says he knows nothing about.
