w-hat sc'-'Uis a jus: view of Germany's 
position relative tp the war, as em­
bodied in a concise article, written by 
A. F. Conant and published in the 
Congregationalist of February 4: 

When hatred and fury siuill have 
spent themselves and reason returns 
there will evolve a higher and nobler 
principle of national and international 
life among the contending nations. 

Germany's peculiar location,' the 
wonderful development In science, 
arts, manufactures and commerce, 
with acute competition of other na­
tions, the warw'lth France forty years 
ago, with its excessive Indemnity, the 
failure of Germany tu successfully 
colonize in many Instances, have pro­
duced so tense a situation that, to 
many students of history, war was in­
evitable. Recent gi'0'.vtii of tjie mili­
tary spirit in Germany and rapid in­
crease in the size of her army and 
navy have'menaced the peace of Eu­
rope. Writings and Sijeeches of Ger­
man officials and leaders point to the 
belief that war and conciuest are ne­
cessary to political life and national 
growth. 
•While we may condemn Germany's 

excessive mllifarism, her violation of 
treaties, her disregard for the rights 
of other people wo must he fair'to 
Germany. We recognize lier rapid ad­
vancement In science, literature and 
tha arts, and make due allowance for 
her peculiar ppsition and limitations. 

In mediating; as to terms of peace, 
absolute justice must be insisted up­
on. We cannot wish for the dismem­
berment or destruction pf Germany; 
what is fittest in he.- achievements 
must and will survive; what is best 
in her civilization is needed in the 
world. We would welcome to our 
shores Its worthy citizens in large 
numbers as we should the law-abiding 
people of all races readily assimilated 
into our national life. 

It seems doubtful if na'ional or in­
ternational interests would be gained 
should the Kaiser's boast that he 
would yet be "the admiral ot the At­
lantic" be realized. Nor should Cana­
da come within his rule. The writer 
hopes that whatever conditions may 
arise ail.America may remain neutrai. 
He believes that divine guidance of 
the great moral and peaceful forces 
in neutral nations may lead to a basis 
of permanent peace, and expression 
bo given to legitimate aspirations of 
ambitious people wit'aout Infringing 
upon the rights of other nations. Thus 
may the next peace be an advance to­
wards "the parliament of man, the 
federation of the world" and some day 
world peace become a fact.

They are solving their problem over 
there by putting the bulk ot their 
able-bodied men at the gruesome 
task ot killing each other while we 
as yet have done that only on a small 
scale. 

The causes that have led up to the 
present conditions are too nuany to 
be considered fully in the space at 
command, oniy one or two can be 
touched upon. The multlpliction of 
machinery by the use of w-hich the 
output of fiiiished goods by the indi­
vidual w-orker is increased many fold 
is one fruitful (ause of the lack of 
jobs. The gre.it -improvements in 
machinery that ought to make things 
easier for the workers and furnish 
an abundant su.iidy of the comforts 
of life for every one willing to w-ork 
for them h,\s r-aily diminshed the 
number of jobs and add .to the dis­
tress of the great common peopie. 

Paradoxical as it may seem w-e can 
produce so much and do It so quickly 
and easily that thousands of our peo­
ple are actually suffering for the ne­
cessities ot life. In a good many 
trades the year is divided Into rush 
seasons and slack seasons, and these 
are quite likely to work overtime to 
rush out order.-! and shut down when 
the orders are filled. 

Th«n the specialization of Industrv 
that compels most workers to do one 
particular thing and nothing else un­
fits men for taking up a new job when 
slack times comes. 

These are some ot the superficial 
causes of the present condition of 
things, but the great basic cause that 
underlies all others Is thc system of 
manufacturing for profit Instead of 
use. 

The moment a manufacturer finds 
he cannot, manufacture at a profit, 
or that he must begin to pile up goods 
and take chances of selling later he 
shuts down. In consequence of this 
his help are soon unable lo buy the 
goods he produces that they may need 
or those of any other producer. So 
much of the market Is closed abruptly 
and help In turn to close down other 
Industries; each one that clo.ies ag­
gravating tho situation stlii further. 

Soon we hav,- hundreds of thou­
sands, even millions of people willing 
and anxious to work and eager to 
consume the goods the manufacturer 
would like to I.roduce. This Is a 
nuo;r side of thir.'^s. Manufacturer's

Of Historical Inleresf. 
Genealogical records and historical 

facts of much interest that have come 
to o u r . k n o w l e d g e recently seem fit­
tingly to find a placo in these columns. 

These facts concern our townsman, 
Joseph B. Raddln, who went to visit 
a cousin the other day, and brought 
home with him an ancient portfolio 
containing the day book, .dally jour­
nal of the occurrences of the da.v, 
town papers and other lepoi happen­
ings of his greatrt'.'eat-grandfathor. 
Thomas Raddln. who iivod in what is 
now the town of Sauirus, w-hit-ii bor­
ders the city of Lynn. These reoords 
date back two hundred years and are 
a rare collection. 

The grandfather <-f this Thomas 
Raddln came ovor to this countrv 
obout 1660, and settiod in .Marbiehead. 
He died in le&O and r;ls son John set­
tled his estate, of which there is a 
record. John's son Thomas, the au­
thor of these reooids, and the one 
first referred to in this sketch, bought 
a tract of land in Saugus where four 
generations of the family lived. The 
old house is still standing where 
Thomas Raddin's son Benjamin lived, 
and from which he and his two hired 
men Went to the Battle of Lexington 
In 1775. 

The women folks of the family 
melted lead and run bullets, while 
the men were gett ing read.v. T h e a w o 
hired men were killed in the battle. 
Benjamin's aon John—our townsman. 
J. B. Raddin's grandfather—was six 
weeks oid at the time of the battle 
of Lexington; thus our townsman is 
of the seventh generation and as he 
has sons and grandsons, it inakes nine 
generations of the same family namo 
who have lived in .Massachusetts, eith­
er in Groton or within forty miles of 
It. Benjamin was buried in Saugus 
and has a revolutionary soldier's 
marker at his grave. 

It w-as Benjamin's son. Saniuel Rad­
din. who came and sotiled in Groto.T 
in 1842, when his .son, Jo.soph B. Rad­
dln, now oils prosporous and most 
worthy citizen, was one yoar old.

the sneaker said. Whiie tho riej,osi-
tors -11 suoh banks aro mainly people 
of moderate means there are tpiito a 
number of wealthy peoiile finanoialiy 
interested in them, Mr. Hale said he 
was not opposed to savings banks, as 
such institutions had much in com­
mon with co-operatlvo banks, but .-is 
abovo pointed out he showed tho su­
periority of thc latter over the form­
er.

classes are not granted, shall annual­
ly In the month df April grant and 
Issue one or more permits to trans­
port intoxicating litiuors, but only to 
a person, flrm or corporation regular­
ly and lawfully-conducting a general 
express business. 

.Now I hold no'brief for tbe drug­
gists or the expressmen and have no 
other Interest In the matter than an 
honest desire to see thc law obeyed 
I confess I have little patience with 
the man who w a t u the selectmen to 
disregard their plain duty under the 
law because he is a prohibitionist 
and doesn't believe in t h e present law 
and I have still less with the man 
wjio is so sore because the town voted 
no tbat he doesn't want any liquor 
lawfully sold or brought Into town. 
They ought to t ry . to get the legisla­
ture to change tho law jt they don't 
like it. 

It Is apparent frotn what I have set 
forth that when our two druggists 
apply for l icenses and present certi­
flcates of fitness from the state board 
there are only two questions to be 
considered by the se lectmen: i. 
.4re the applicants proper persons to 
receive auch l icenses? 2. Shall two 
licenses be granted instead of one? 
And It Is only .Justice to our drug­
gists to say that I harve never heard

In the case of Fitzgerald vs . Hurley 
(Mayor of Salem) 180 Mass: I.'.l, 
Judge Knowlton uses these words-
."By tho statutes of 1887, chapter 431, 
aection 1, tho granUng of one or mofe 
l icenses of the sixth c lass Is mado 
compulsory In all cities and towns 'if 
the applicant Is n flt person to receive 
suoh licenses'." 

Kor the flrst time since tho law 
permitted the counting of bal lots dur­
ing Ihe progress of the voting, the 
ballot box was not opened until the 
polls clo.sed. The law provides that 
in town elections the ballot box may 
be. opened and ballots taken there­
from tor counting when both the mod­
erator and thc town cl(>rk shall so-
order.

—the head ot the clan had no rival 
and no adviser. 

In Saxon, England, we first hear of 
counsellors to the ruler In the meet­
ings ot the Wittena Gemote, or Coun­
cil of Wise. .Men. The first meeting 
noted in history took place Ih 824. 
From time to time they were called 
together, generally at Easter or 
Christmas. They were apparently se­
lected largely because of ownership 
of land, and as the serfs at that time 
were bought and sold with the land, 
the number of serfs owned may also 
have been considered. They -n-ere the 
original house ot lords continued In 
the same spirit until today. Henry I, 
whOse reign began in 1100, granted a 
charter; the first limitation granted 
by the Normans upon the one-man 
power. 

•It was not, however, lintll the reign 
ot Henry II, which closed in 1189, 
that that charter was made tully op­
erative, and was promulgated as re­
storing rights given by Edw-ard, the 
Confessor. In 1215 the great Magna 
Charia was issued by King John. 

In 1293, under Edward I, the two 
houses ot parliament w-ere consti­
tuted, the house of commons being 
elective. From that time in England 
until recently there has been no one 
act which stands out boldly above all 
others, but jirogress has been made 
from time to time. The short reign 
of Cromwell, although a failure as 
regards the overthrow of a hereditary 
ruler in England, w-as a success in 
serving notice that such a ruler could 
only rule because he considered and 
tollow-ed the wishes of the people. 

It was said that Gladstone, in in­
terviewing Queen Victoria and urging 
a measure which _she disapproved, 
was met by her w'Tth this remark: 
"I am the queen and I w-ill not con­
sent." He replied: "And I am the 
people who unmake kings and 
queens," and she yielded. Whether 
the story is true or not it represents 
the spirit ot the present day, which 
show-ed its strength in Cromw-ell's 
reign. 

From time to time a new- class of 
citizens have been admitted to the 
electorate. There are still needed 
changes in England betore they will 
have full and equal manhood suffrage, 
notably the custom of one man be­
cause of wealth in lands, casting more 
than one vote.

The Ladles' Study club met on Mon­

Very early religious liberty was es­
tablished by law. All through the 
colonial period we v.-ere becoming 
more and more democratic, insisting 
upon England granting larger rights 
to the plain people, w-hich Mr, Lin­
coln said: "The Lord must love most, 
as he had made so many of them." 

This tendency culminated in thc 
declaration ot Independence. It Is 
probably true that It this measure 
had been put to the popular vote It 
might have tailed, so many persons 
were afraid to try so radical a change. 
Even some of the members ot the 
continental congress w-ho w-erc In 
favor of the war and w-ere patriots, 
declined to sign the declaration. At­
ter the adoption of the constitution 
changes were made frequently In the 
requirements for voting—property 
and the paying of poll taxes as pre­
requisites for voting were dropped 
in most ot the states—aliens were ad­
mitted to thc electorate. In fact, we 
had come to believe so strongly In thc 
right of a man to vote and hold ot­
flce that we did not always know 
ot an old statute that abridged that 
right. 

When William E. Russell was elec­
ted governor In 1891, probably not 
ntty persons In the commonwealth 
knew- that he could not quality unless 
he owned a certain nmount of land, 
and Mr. Russell, within a tew days 
of taking the oath ot ofllce, had to buy 
that atnount. The law was promptly 
repealed that winter. 

From tiic time of the declaration of 
Independence until I.S6I?. almost nine­
ty years, no great step was taken, 
btit on January 1, 1863, .Mr. Lincoln 
Issued his Immortal emancipation 
proclamation—one of three great de­
crees of the English speaking people 
—thc .^lagna Charta, the Declaration
