According to the report which Mr.
Baker made to the police; the Italian
at first declared ‘that he was the son
of Chief Beatty of Ayer, and he also
claimed that he had been assigned by
the chlef to investigate several hold-
ups which are alleged to have. oc-
curred on the North Shirley road
which is heing built by a gang of
about fifty Italian workmen.

While the man made no attempt to
shoot up the Baker party it is be-
lieved that he intended to make a.de-
mand for money,.but lost his courage
when aneother automobile loomed up.

- From. the descripition which Mr,
Baker gave to Chief Beatty, the Ayer
chief bhelieves that the Italian is a
man whom the police have been look-
ing for for some time, and It is sxid
that h2 bears a very unsavory reputa-
tion.

Bird Club \Iccu.ng.

At the meeting of the Groton Bird
club on April 9, Miss Gertrude Ger-
rish submitted a brief report of the
reecnt meeting of a section of the
Pepperell Woman’s club devoted to
furthering bird study and pro-
tection in that town. Miss Gerrish

and found much interest. had been
aroused among both adults and chil-
dren. The sum of three dollars was
appropriated for the use of the Ju-
nior club., It was stated that birds had
been seen entéring several of the
nesting boxes on the common and
elsewhere.

The president urged that more boxes
he put up at once and called attention

can be secured from Winthrop Pack-
ard, Canton; Mass.,, for thirty-five
cents a piece, three for one dollar.
Boxes should@ not be placed in heavy
shade; those on posts in the open
tields are jdeal sftuations for  tree
swallows and are also used by blue-
‘birds. The presidént will be Tlad to
advise any persons who are in doubt
as to how to place boxes.

Chas. B. Flovd, vice-president of
the Brookline Bird club, then read an
interesting paper on “Wild ducks.”” He
=aid that despite the thickly settled
condition of the country around
Brookline, excellent opportunities for
the study and observation of ducks
were offered by the many park res-
¢rvations, where ‘these birds from
long continued protection have be-
come tame, and where they resort in
large numbers. o
* There are three groups of ducks—
the mergansers or sheldrakes, which
are tish eaters and therefore good
»divers; the sea and bhay ducks, also
zood divers, securing their food in
! more or. less deep- water, mostly from
the bottom; and the river and pond
ducks, which feed in shallow water
by *tipping.” and are therefore as a
rule very poor divers. The mangan-
sers are divided into three species—
the Amerfcan, the red breasted and
the hooded mergansers. The first and
third are primarily fresh water, and
the second salt water, birds. They
are sald to be the sawiftest fliers
among ducks and though rank and
fishy in flavor are shot in considerable
numbers for the table.

The séa. and bay ducks are " found
most often in salt or brackish water.
The sub-family includes the. canvas-
back, red head, scaups, commonly
called blue  bills, golden eyes, com-
monly known as whistlers, bufflehead,
old squaw and little ruddy ducks.

Distinguished from these by ab-
sence of a lobe of web on the hind
toe, the river and pond ducks are
found mostly in and about *fresh
water, though some species have ac-
quited the habit in localities whore
they -are much -shot of spending the
day out at sea and coming into their
feeding grounds only at. night. A
distinguishing. characteristic of this
sub-family is that the. ducks belong-
ing to it rise directly from the water
into instant flight, instead of patter-
ing along the surface, as do tho’ sea
ducks and mergansers. The mallard
and ‘black ducks are probably the
mod§t common species and are -Known
to destroy large quantities of insects,
fncluding mosquito larve, as well as
weed seeds.

Dr. Frank 'S.- Bulléelev, of  Ayer,
mcdlcal examiner, testificd to being
called . to the south  railroad yard
shortly after the body had been’ dis-
coverced, and of the examination made
of the. body.

built up to the requirements of his in-
tensive system by careful selection and
the use of first class sires. -With thir-
ty pounds of silage the animals re-
ceive ten pounds of alfalfa or some
fodder, five to eight pounds of concen-
trates and five pounds of roots.
latter are not on hand the silage is in-
creased to thirty-five pounds. )

Fifteen to cighteen acres of corn is
the limit on a little farm. Add the
five acres - of alfalfa and there remains
enough land to'permit a small pasture
and five acres of strawbherries: By -a
regular system of rotation and heavy
manuring the soil is enriched and kept
in fine order. There is little waste in
the pastures. and at certain petiods
the cows have only tivo or three acres
on-which to run.

It happens almost regularly in - 1i-
aoig that n droughbt in July or August
destroys grazing for the rest of the
year, but farmers of Mr. Draper’s cali-
ber do not allow thelr ground to le idie
month after month. Usually he brings
on a fodder ciop for fall or spring use.
The cows on a little farm get an abun-
dance of grass or rye and clover .untit
midsummer, after which stall feeding
becomes lberal again, its extent de-
pending on the condition of the fod-
der crops. In addition to malntaining
the dairy this farm supports some
young stock and two or three mares:

Mr, Draper's enterprise in strawber-
rles 1s separated from the regular farm-
ing, as he has, a partner in that branch.
His income from that fruit is large and
is adaditional to the $5,000 income from
milk and poultry. The labor in con-
nection with the strawberries Is han-
dled as a-distinct account, .
* The fame of this little farm in Du-
page county has extended over a wide
territory, and many farmers who are
burdened with more land than- tbey
can work properly are turning to the
Draper methods. The first principle is
to get rid of surplus land unless there
