The following ix taken from the
San Franclsco Chronicle of April 17:

The xenate has passed the Butler
bill making women eligible to serviee
on juries. An amendment providing
that they may be relieved from duty
at.their own request was dorcated by
a vote of 30 to-7.

Should the bill finally become a law
in a form which places upon women
the same obligation to 'serve on juries

to be a disturbance.

If the'law makes no dlqtlnctlon be-
tween men and women in respect to
Jury duty, it would be grossly Im-

'THE FATAL BLISTER CANKER

Causes Great Deltructxon of Apple
. Trees In Kansas and Adjoining States:
'\iore than a million apple trees have

been killed in Kansas and the adjoin-

ing states of Missourf. Oklahoma and

_Nebraska -by a dlscase known. as the
blister canker. Tbis. disease,. says D.
E. Lewls, assistant in hortkulture in
the Kansas State Agricultural colle"e
was Introduced from tlie cast”fifteen
years. ago.

The norinal resistance of apple trees
has been greatly reduced by drought
the past four years. making fdeal con-
ditions for the work of the fungus.

The blister canker is a wound para-
site, and experiments have shown thx_lt
it Is unable to enter the henlthy bark
ot the apple tree. Entrance is gained
through ‘broken bark and wounds. in
~which -the hesrtwood s Juld bare.
The discase i3 currkd by wind or rain.
The fitst appearance s in the darken-
ing of the bark near the wound. This
dark area increases in. size and. re-
mains molst the first yedr, but the gec-
‘ond year it hecomes dry and cracked.
The disease cannot be successfully con-
trolled by spraying because the spores
are developed in slightly ralsed areas
ore-fourth of an fnch in size, which
appear Lelow the outer bark, but over
the surface of the canker. v

Ber: Davis and Gano trees are very
susceptible to this discase 4nd die in,
two years. The Missourl Pippin, Jon-
athan, Grimes Golden -und York Im-
perial are much more resistant. 1t
the infection i noticed before it has
gone to the heartwood It can be cut
out and the wound kept painted with
waterproof paint until .the wound
grows over. If it is in the heartwood
it is best to cut down the tree and
burn it. If the fupgus attacks a branch
it may be cut off and burned.

Exceeding care should be exercised
In the pruning. The pruning should
be done carly in the fore part of the
growing season, giving the tree n
chance to heal. General sanitary meas-
ures, such as removing and burning
all the brush and dead trees. opening
the trees so as to light all parts of the
bearing surface, careful spraying to
prevent other digeases and insects from
harming the trees and cultivation
where possible, will be of great value
as general preventives,

A Light Folding Crate.

Light wooden crates of the to]dlng
type are being widely used by growers

ot onfons, potatoes, corn for the city
markets and other . vegetables and
truck of this sort. They fold up when
not in use and take up but little space
when they are not filled. They are

rather strongly made and will stand a

great.denl of such hard usage as comes
from express and truck -bhandling.
They can be Used over and over again
and are. mcctlng with ‘much favor
among the growers who make many
shipments weekly.

The' expense of fornishing packers
and crates is met fn this way by the
grower who' is willing to ‘make a con-
sfderable first of the season outlay for
packing cfutes.” These crates are casily
sto(vcd away during the winter geason.

Ro-enforcmg Concrete Silon.
The farin papers are calling attentfon
to the necessity of exercising specfal
pains fn re-enforcing . concrete silos.
