But here Is nn odd 
point about lyddite—It must not be left 
In contact wltb iron or steel. If thfii Is 
done the picric acid combines witb Iron 
rust to form a very dangerous com­
pound. Consequently all shells used to 
contain lyddite are flrst carefully tin­
ned on tho Inside. I.yddlte Is six times 
more powerful In Its action than nitro­
glycerin, and nitroglycerin In Its turn Is 
eight times more powerful than the 
game weight of the old fiisbloned black 
gunpowder,—Ixindoii Answers.
