Golden Anniversary.

The fiftieth anniversary of St
Mary's parish will be observed in-con-'
nection “with the parish fair which
opens in thé town hal-on next Wed-
nesday evening. For nearly two years
previous to the formation of the
parish services were held at the mis-
#lon which was located heré, before
_the appointment of a resident pastor.
The actual date of the golden anniver-
gary of the parish was last December, .
but for good reasons the observance
was postponed until this time.

' The first catholi¢c settlers in com-
mon with those of the surrounding

Fitchburg, of which parish the South
Groton mission’ was a part. In 1855
Rev, Edward Turpin and Rev. Tim-
othy Turpin, brothers, of that city.,
paid regular visits to the miwsion ana
. conducted services. Mass was sald in
.the open air near St. Mary's ceme-
tery. and in the field near the house
of John McGuane, on which site the
present houseroccupied by the family
of Michael Shea iy located. Mass wax
also said {n Mr. McGuane's house, in
the house occupied by Willlam Cough-
lin, which stood on the present site of
Whitney's stable, and in Bartholo-
mew McCarthy's house. The house
occupied by Mr, Coughlin was later
moved to_its present location on. Shir-
ley ‘street and Is occupled by Mrs.
“Bridget McGuane and family.

The next place where services were
held was Pingry hall, which was lo-
cated where the New Union House
now. stands, in whith the catholic
worshipped Tor avouta vedr.  ~~

To the erection of the regular cath-
.olic church in South Groton much
credit is due to Thomas H. and Al-
fred Page, two of the town's promi-
nent citizens, who although of the

protestant tatth,imerested” themeselves
in the little struggling flock and built
for its use a small wooden structure
on West Main street. The christian

towns were attended by. priests -fromr|

lics

December, 1867, by Rev. Joseph N.
Barratta, a native of Italy, who came
here f{rom Richmond, Va. Although
somewhat advanced in years, he dis-
played great energy. As a result of
his work a second church was built,
on Shirlev streét. The new church
Was a wooden structure like the first,
but made much larger in proportion
because of the great increase of the
catholic population. This church was
{dedicated_in 1870._ By Fr. Barratta's
efforts a ‘parochial . residence was
buil: which stands to this day. . Dur-
ing his time the.parish was increased
to 3000 'souls. To meet the increased
tneed of the-parish a—church—wx3y—buit]
in. Pepperell. In 1876 Fr. Barratta
went to Europe on an extended visit
for the benefit of his health. Rev.
Michae] McCall, for many years pas-
tor of St. James parish, Salem, filled
the position as pastor during his ah-
sence.

Fr. Barratta was .succeeded in De-
cember, 1876, by Rev. Joseph F.
