Dainty biscuits or buttered 
toast, with preserved fruit and mllk 
or cocoa, solves the supper problem 
for them.

or over. 

If married and living with her hus­
band her Income must be considered 
with the husband's In determining the 
liability for a return. Their Joint In­
come, less the credits allowed by la w.­
is subject to normal'tax. The wife's 
net lnconl<5 is considered separately in! 
computing, any surtax' that may be 
due. Husband and wife, file Jointly, as 
a' rule. If the husband dbes^ hot In­

Severe Penalties. 
. The>new.;BeyenQB:Iinv>t>Iacea^vete 
penalties on, a person ,"who falls t o 
make'return "on time, refuses to make 
return' or renders a firaudulent return. 
For failure to 'make return and pay, 
tax on time a fine of not more than 
$1,000 is named and 25 per cent of the 
tax due Is added to the assessment. 
For refusing willfully .to make return^ 
or for making a false or fraudulent re­
turn there ia a flne of not exceeding 
$10,000 and imprisonment of not ex­
ceeding one year, or both. 

Farmers' Income Taxable. ~ 
Every fanner .and ranchman who 

had a fair or a good year In 1918 must 
heed the Income Tax this year. H e 
must consider all his income as tax­
able. He Is entitled to deduct from 
his gross income all amounts expended 
In carrying on his farm. The cost'of 
farm machinery,, farm buildings and 
improvements cannot be deducted. The 
cost of live stock, elthe^r for resale or 
for' breeding purposes, is also regarded 
as Investment 

Overtime and Bonuses Taxed. 
Salary and wage earners must con­

sider as taxable every itenj received • 
from employers and from other 
sources. Bonuses and overtime pay, 
are to be reported as well as the regu­
lar payments.

Extracts from Chapt<?r 102 of the 
Revised Laws of Massachu­

setts as amended . 

Section 12S. The owner or keeper 
of a dOff which ia three months old 
or over, shall annually on or before 
the thirty-first day of March-cause it 
to be registered, "numbered, described 
and licensed for one year from the 
first day of April following-. In the 
office of t he^ ie rk of the city or town 
In which said dog- is kept. The owner 
or keeper of a licensed dog shall cause 
it to wear around Its neck a collar 
distinctly marked with ita owner's 
name and its roBistered number. 

Sec. 137. Whoever keeps a dog con­
trary to the provision of this chapter 
shall, except as provided in section 
one hundred and thirty-nine, forfeit 
not more than flfteen dollaYs. which 
shall be paid to the treasurer of the 
county in which the dog is kept. but. 
in the county of Suffolk such sum 
shall be paid to the treasurer of the 
city or town in which said dog is kept.
