A League of Free Natlons is essen-
tial to establish and preserve inter-
national law and order. We have had -
international anarchy long  enough.
The absence of law and order in our
own neighborhood would be intoler-
able. The whole world has become
our neighborhood.

We capnot have international law
and order without paying the price of
ft. Local law and order abridges some
of the rights of the individual citizen.
In return for the protection of the
state he relinquishes his right to carry
arms. He submits his troubles to the
courts instead of seeking to redress
his wrongs by personal force.

No nation is fit to live that will not
abridge its owmn rights for the sake
of international law and order. Only
an insane egotist or a rapacious brute
among nation3 will insist on the un-
qualified exercise of its sovereignty
without regard to the rights of other
nations.

In the autumn of 1861, a Bostoh
boy, Frank McElhenny by name, en-
listed in the 24th, was duly mustered
in November 25, and assigned to Com-
pany F, His age was eighteen years
and his mother was a widow. His
early advantages ‘had been few, and
he might have been considered a fair
specimen of the North End .rough.
During the early part of his enlistment
he experienced the usual lot that falls
to the private soldier, but a little later
he -began-to show a eplrlt of insubor-
dination ‘'which led to his, miserable
end. .In the summer. of 1862 when
the regiment was stationed in New-
bern, N.-C., he was found' gulity of
gomé€ offense by a .court martial ‘and
sentenced to lmprlson.m,ent in Fort
Macon, near Beaufort, N. C., for the
remainder of the war.. The - fort is
situated at one end of a very long and"
narrow 18l4nd; so characteristic of that
coast and separated from the main-
land by the “8wash”’;_and here Pri-
vate McElhenny was lmprlsoned In
the course of a few weeks, amid the
scenes of other exciting -events, - the
affair ceased to be talked: about, and
passed entlrely out'of mind. Soon af.
terward it was reported in camp that
McElhenny had ‘escaped from his
place. of confinément, but the: rumor
produced  scarcely a ripple, so thor-
oughly had the whole matter been for-
gotten, .

The scene now changes from North
Carolina to Virginla, and -let us pass
over nearly two years. -One hot and
sultry afternoon in the month of July,
1864, on the picket-line in front of
Richmond a man in rebel uniform
Was seen running.towards the federal
lines. At that time the. distance be-
tween the two lines was very short,
within speaking distance, though it
varied in'different places. It was late
in the day, and the deserting soldier
reached the post abofit ‘ten minutes
before the picket guard was to be re-
Iieved. . Naturally; he ‘was ‘soon sur-
rounded by men anxious to ‘“buzz’
him and learn the: latest news from
the other side.
proach him was a member of Com-
pany F of the 24th, who .at once said,
“How are you, Frank?" The rebel
soldier, without being abashed, ini-
mediately replied, “My .name isn’t
Frank,” which for the instant de
layed any suspicion, .

A minute Jater a drummer boy ~who
belonged to the same company came
up and at once asserted:the identity
of the deserter with his old comrade,
when’ McElhenny, in camp parlance,
gave the whole thing away and. ac-
knowledged the fact. He was at once
taken to the rear and delivered over
to provost guard. The news spread
like wildfire through the ranks of the
regiment and created much talk. .The
next day he was sent to Fortress Mon-
roe, where he was .tried by court mar-
Hal as a deserter from the unlon army,
Wwas found guflty dnd sentericed to be
shot, the place of execution to be near
the camp of the brigade to which the
regiment’ belonged, then  near Deep
Bottom, Va., on the.north side of the
James river,

While under guard in camp I had
an interview with the unfortunate
man and he told me that after escap-
ing from Fort Macon and proceeding
to the southern end of the narrow
Tsiand, he swam .across to the main-
land and made his way to Raleigh,
where for a short time he worked in
a cobbler’s shop. Finding this mode
of life rather. tame after his army ex-
perience, he left for Richmond, where
he enlisted under an assumed name,
ir a company of heavy artillery (18th
Virginia Battalion). Again tiring of
military discipline he made up his
mind to desert a second time, know-
ing that the national government had
agreed to send deserters from the
rebel army to any place in the north
where they wished to go, and he in-
tended to avail himself of the offer.

utes later. th putld have been
relieved, and another regilment sta-
tioned in-its place. Even on the. day
when he deserted from the recbels, if
he had escaped to any other post. he
woutid have gone among strangers and
would have passed unhrecognized. As
it was, along a picket-line of nearly
thirty-five miles there were many
hundred posts, he struck the {denticatl
pret manred by his own comp'\n\.
which ten minutes later was manned
by soldiers of another regiment, ana
teok the one day in three when that
combination of circurhstances was pos-
In the doctrine of chances
everything was in his favor, and yet
he lost. It seems as if keen-eyed jus-
tice on that oceasion had landed on
the point of a needle.

Tt belonged to me, in, an official ca-
pacity, to he presentat his execution:
and 1 pitled the poor wretch from
the hottom of my heart. As he stood
rear his coffin by the open grave, Jjust
ready to receive it, he. nodded to me
very familiarly as {f we were soon gO-
Ing to meet again, although he was
ther trttering on the verge of eterni.
tv.  In colloquial language, he diecd
“Rame.” but for all that he was utter-
ly unfit to enter that awful presence
about which we know nothing except
through faith, He never knew-—and
for that matter, no one else in the
camp—that in the forenoon of that
warm day. 1 rode seven miles to the
Point of Roeks, where were the head-
quarters «of General ‘Butler, then in
command of the Army of the James;
in order o0 intercede for him and se-
cure a commutation of his sentence,

During a lull in the fixing, one Lot
my drummer-boys - called - my "atten-

The boy asked permission to
g0 and see the deserter,.and his re-
quest was granted. In 8 few minutes

McEthenny. .I recalled his - -irecord
somewhat lndlstlnctly after a lapse of
nearly twa years and . sent the drum-.
mer to Col. Osborn to-state.to him the
facts, and to ‘ask ‘him to have him
detained and identified. - He was s0
‘identifled and sent to the rear under
guard. This incident passed from my
thoughts entirely - until August 6th,
when it ‘was torclbly brought to my
mind.

I well remember that as .we wero
coming in from evening ps.rade on
that afternoon I.saw a prisoner being

a strong guard, ‘In a few mlnutes the
FTumor spread” through the camp that
the prisoner was \KcElhénny, that he
had been _tried for . desertion and
had_sentenced to be shot. Shortly
afterwards General Osborn, confirmed
this rumor and informed me I was to
command the firing party, which was
‘'to be sclected from among mémbers
of his former company. The -official
order  came later. .

On the following .\Iondny-—the 8th
~—the cxecutlon took - place nesar-our
.camp. " The ‘troops 'of the brigade
were drawn. up. on three sides of a
grave. In the ‘middle of the fourth
wak an open grave.

While the brigade was being rorm-
ed, the firing party . ot twenty-four
men  was selected by lot from McEl-
henny's former ‘comrades. of F Com-
They were divided into two-sec-
tions of twelve men each and were

Eleven men in each section had rifles
loaded with ball cartridges and one
with a blank cartridge. ' No one knew
who had the latter, so that each had
a right to suppoése that he: held it.-
This was effected by cdusing a ser-
geant of the first section to .carry all
of.its rifies into- my tent and then to
withdraw. - Another sergeant entered
with me and in my presence loaded
eleven rlﬂes with ball cdrtridges and.
one with a. blank, and then changed'
the rifles about.  We went .out and a
third sergeant was ordered to bring
the rifles out and distribute them with-
out regard to their numbers. . No one
was allowed to “sprlnprammer." The
rifles of the second section were load-
ed in the same manner.

The firing party theh formed the
escort for the prisoner. ‘We marched
from the guard tent, the band leading
and plafing a dirge, drums muffled.
Following was "an army wagon in
which was a rude pine box to be used
as a coffin. On {t sat McEthenny and
beside him a priest. The firing party..
with arms reversed, brought up the
rear. - The most unconcerned appear-
ing fman in.the entire group was the
one who- had the most at stake—Mec-
Elhenny. v

The procession halted at the grave
on the open side of thg square. The
prisoner and the priest alighted, the
box was taken out and placed beside
the grave, and the band and wagon
passed on. McElhenny was bHndfold-
ed. his arms were pinioned behind his
back, and he was told to kneel upon
his coffin. The first section was drawn
up a short distance in front of him
and a volley was fired. McEthenny
fell forward pierced by many bullets.
After the regimental surgeon, Dr.
Green, had examined him and report-
ed him dead. the_brigade was formed
in columns-of fours and marched past
the prostrate form—a warning to the
lving., After all had passed the body
was placed face downward in the hox
and lowered into the grave. The grave
was then filled and the earth levelled.
No mound or head-board marked the
spot where the deserter was lying.
Such was the ignominious ending.

From Chaplain Trumbull:—

My first meeting with this man was
the day before he was shot, as he sat
on the banks of the James; hand-
cuffed, fettered and closely guarded.
Consclous of being watched by curious
eves of his old comrades and others,
he was evidentiy in an attitude of de-
fiance, striving to appear’ unconcerned.
Although not repelling with rudeness
my proffers of interest and sympathy,
he piainly raid he was not going to
break down now; he had "llved
game,” and he would “die game.”
Even if there were a,God and a here-
after. {t was “too late to think of that
now." He had put it off too long.
Then he spoke bitterly of those who
had been over him in his earller cam-
paigning and insisted that he had beén
€inned against rather than been ‘&
wrong-doer In his army lite. I sdw
that, just then, he was in no frame
of mind for such services as I could
render him, and T left him with as-
surances of prayerful interest in him
and with o promise to come back In
the evening,

When I came to him later, while we
were no longer under the eye of ob-
servers, I found him less deflant. As
I questioned him abofit the past, I
found that he had a mother living, I
found also that he had been a guard
‘in Libby prison a yedr ago, while 1
was confined there. As, he sgoéftencd
down in his tone and manner, I asked
him ir I mlght pray with him; he as-
sented.  As 1 prayed, with and fot,
him, 1 prayed for his poor mother,
At the mention of her name, he utter-
¢d a plereing cry and fell forward on
hia face; his whole frame convulsed
with agony and with sobs that scem-
ed as 1f his very heart were breaking.
Stretching myself alonside him on the
grass, under.tho quiet stars, I put my
arm. over him and  walted in silent

General Meade’s headquarters,- before
Petersburg, for a priest, and soon 1
recelved word that one would be with
us in the early’ mornlng.

The next morning I had my ﬂrst
sight of a mllltary execution. ~I- wish
it ‘could have been my last. The en-
tife brigade was ordered -out td wit-
ness it. As the command stood wait-
ing, in three sides of a: hollow square,
with an open grave {n the centér of
the fourth side, a deep solemn, - op~
pressive stillness weighed down upon
all hearts. This stiliness was broken
by & ‘low, soft, plaintive - strain of

‘music which came floating on the sul-

try air across ; plain, - from -béyond

the rise of. ground in the dlrectlon of}

the camp he  had ‘feft. It ‘was the
sound of a funeral dirge from muffled

drums with the subdued notes of an}|

accomps.nylng band. . A.funera] dirge
for a living man! Hearts quickened
and hearts stood still at the sound, ‘A

cart drawn by & pair of white horses|- -

bore the condemned soldier seated on
‘his coffin, ‘accompanied by the kindly
priest, while a military escort march-
ed on each side with arms reversed
as though the man were already dead.
The firing party, the guard and the
music completed the gloomy p‘rocee-
sion. It was nearly half a mile away
and it seemed a long, long while in
coming.

Low and soft as the breathing of an
Aeolian harp, mournful and oppres-
sive as a midnight funeral kfiell, the
approaching music- rose and fell in
swelling and dying cadences, while
listening ears ached in sympathy and
waiting hearts throbbed in responsive
tenderness. It was hard to bear.

‘Faces paled and hands shook which

were not accustomed to show signs of
fear, and officers and men alike would
have welcomed a call to battle in ex-
change for that terrible fnaction in
the sigh of coming death. Then came
the last sad scene.  The fettered de-
serter was helped from the cart, just
back of the open grave. .The priest
knelt with him in prayer; then bade
him good-bye and retired a short dis-
tance to kneel and continue praying
in his behalf. - The guard formed on
the right and left of the prisoner, and

‘the firfng party took position in .front

of him a dozen paces distant, as he
knelt on his coffin with bandaged eyes
and pinioned arms. Twelve men were
of the firing party. ‘Eleven of the
rifles were loaded with bullets and one
with a blank cartridge. - No one knew
which rifle lacked its bullet, so that
every soldier might think it possible

that it was his. . A second firing party

was back of the firét. Two surgeons
were close at hand. to see that the
dread work was fully done.

The dirge had died away. A still-
ness, even more painful than jts wail-
ing notes, had succeeded. This was
broken by the low, clear spoken
words of command: “Ready! Alm!
Fire!" There was a sharp explosion.
The _condemned man fell forward on

his coffin. The surgeons were quickly
at his side. Five bullets had pierced
his chest. Yet the pulse beat and

there was a low, moaning respiration.
Soldier hands were not stegdy in aim-
ing at_a comrade’s heart. The second
party came forward; the orders were
repeated; eight more bullets entered
his chest ana hend. The deserter was
dead! ) a

The entire brigade was marched in
column by the open grave. and the
dead déserter. ' The band sthuck up a
lively alr, as always in going from a
soldier's grave. None who: witnessed
that sight could ever forget it.

and to the French Army and the
French people as well, the latter par-
ticularly during the tryldg perlod
when the Allled World was walting
for the Amerlcan Army to arise in
force and power, Hospltal emergency
service for our army in France has
greatly diminlshed, but the Red Cross
is still being called 'upon for service
upon a large scale in the great base
hospltals, where thousands of Amerl-
can sick and wounded are still recefv-
fng attention, At these hospitals the
Red Cross supplies huts and facllities
for the amusement and recreation of
the men as they become convalescent.
Our Army of Occupation in’ Germany
was followed with Medlcal. units pre-
pared to render the same emergency
ald and supply service which was the
primary business of the Red Cross
during hostilittes, The Army Canteen

‘“Red Cross effort Is thus fur ﬁung
It will continue to be so. But the
movement represented by this work"®
has likewise assumed an intimate place
In the daily life of our people at home.
The army of workers which has been
recrulited and trained during the war
must not beé demobitized. All our ex.
perience In the war shows clearly that
there is an unlimited field for service
of the kind which .can be performed
with peculiar effectiveness by the Red
Cross. What {ts future tasks may be
it is yet impossible to forecast. We
know that so long as thereis an Amer-
fcan axmy in the fleld the. Red Cross
wlll have a special funcflon to perform.

lves of all peoples,

“For accomplishing Its 'misslon iIn
the years of peace which must lle
ahead of us the Red Cross will require
the ablest possiblo leadership, and
must enjoy- the continued support, sym-
pathy, and participation in Its work
of the whole American people. It is
partlcularly fortunate that such a man
as Dr. Livingston Farrand should have
been selected as the permanent head
of the organization. The unstinted

The sltuation is - much 1like that
‘which exlsted at the time the.consti-
tution of the. United- States was sub-
mitted to our .forofathers for ratifl-
cation. . None of the.great siatesmen
of that day approved of all the pro-
visions "in the constitution.” It was
full - of “compromises. - But. our fore-
fathers, were big endugh and broad
enough to:look at the .document as
a whole and recognize in' it a charter

a great natlon. - So we must look at
the covenant of the League of Na-
tions as a whole. ‘and .realize the
alternative it it 1s now Tejected.. . -

Some oppose the’ League of Nations
in principle; others are in favor of

.8 league of nations but are not in

favor of the ‘covenant as'adopted’ in
Paris. The.latter are much the most
dangerous opponents for: they. wm
favor amendments ‘or, chang
adoption of "which. will result n - th
defeat of the covenant,

In spite .of statemente to the con-

-trary, the covenant has been amended'

to meet :all friendly and - reasonsble
criticisms put forth to the first draft
of the covenant. - The Moanroe .Doc-
trine has._been ‘properly. eafeguarded
abd the sovereignty of this. country is
adequately:preserved.:. The yych dis-:
cussed Section X, which provides that
“the members_ of -the- League ‘under-
take "to :reapect-i. and ’preserve, as
against externa.l aggresslon, the:. ter-
ritorial integrity and-existing politi~
cal independence of all members of the
League 'is.essential, it wars of con-
quest-and of spoliation are to cease..
This is an essential provislon in any
real lpague of nations. It imposes)
upon- the several nations only those
obligations whilch are necessaty, If
law. is to be substituted for war, if
right fs to prévail over might in the
‘settlement -of international affairs. -

. 'The.covenant of the league of na-
tions 1s -necessarily interwoven with
the fabric of the whole peace treaty.
Without a league  of . nations
treaty must have  been .differently
conceived and differently = written.
Many questions left for future settle-
ment by the league must have- been
.settled now at Parls. German col-
onies and other territories must have'
been divided among the , victorious
nations as the spoils of war and could
not have been put under mandatories
‘responsible to the league. In the
absence of a league, strategic na-
tional boundaries. would-have become
of major importance. Each nation
must have been prepared to. protect
itself against aggression and the re-
duction and limitation of armaments
would have- been ° impossible, A
wholly different treaty must have
been written. The sitnation demand-
od that the question of a league. of
pations be settled before ihe peace
treaty was written. It was so deter-
mined by the conference at Paris and
the - whole - peace treaty is founded
upon-it. How can the league cove-’
nant now be separated “from the
peace treaty without destroying the
‘whole treaty? It cannot.be dobe and
ought not to be attempted unless we
are prepared to forego the great and
manifest advantage which will flow
from a league of nations.

Now is the great opportunity for
the world to free itself from the
curse of war, from the intolerable
burden of competitive military arma-
ments and to establish ence for all
law and order among the nations of
the world on. which alone can be
founded permanent peace and justice.

A CELERGYMAN'S PLEA
" FOR RATIFICATION

As a result of the Great War the
nations of the 'world ;with almost
negligible exceptions, have stamped
war with unanimous condemnation as
a means of settling international dis-
putes, and furthermore have branded
it as a crime against civilization, At
last it" has become clear that, to
eliminate war, the nations must enter
{nto such relations with one another
that the majority of them <¢an and
(shall hold restless and aggressive
peoples and governmenis not only ig
awe but-'in effectlve restraint.

It' is also clear that the oaly alter-
natives are the old bad way of inde-
pendent powers taking their own
-ourse, . recognizing . no law superior
to ‘their will; or. the new .good way
of combining to compel obedience to
reason -and righteousness by heartily
adopting judicial methods .of dealing
with international differemces and
thus realizing the truth that human-
ity "has an iIntorest ‘and authority
higher than that of any single natlon.

As never before the nations are at
the parting of the ways. On the one
hand 'lies a worid-peace . broadly
based on principles of law and jus-
tice; on the other hand "lies 'the
perpetual menace of. world-wtde an-
archy.

‘How any statesman or politicat
philosopher can hesitate as to the
choice which shall be made is intelli-
gible only on grounds which are an
affront to the moral reason, It is not
pure patriotism which objects to a
League of Natlons through a chau-
vinistic devotion to national indepen-
dence that i{s three parts selfishness,

It the members of our august
Senate are animated by a true patri-
otism they will consider, not’ merely
the real-or supposed interests of the
United States, but algg the interests
of all other nations, and will quickly
and stroiugly approve the treaty and
Covenant for a League which is now
in process of completlon and adopuon

in Paris.
