Ancient Paper. 
An ancient scrap of'paper, yellowed 

with age, has recently come to our 
notice, through the kindnes's of Mrs. 
Thomas Kennedy, in whose home on 
River • street the - p ^ e r w.as found 
amongst many other old-time receipts, 
bills and memorandums, ' nearly a 
barrel full, in ail, thisj being about all 
the one preserved. T h e h o u s e , which 
the Kennedy family ha"ve renovated 
and now occupy, was originally call­
ed thc "Butterfleld house." It was 

used as a- tenement-Jiouse for some 
years following the.T death, of the 
Original owner. Elijah Butterfleld. 
whQ lived there for ^me years with 
his aged mother, and.;the papers In 
the attic had appare?itly never been 
disturbed tor years, ^ t̂ Is now a mat­
ter of regret that more *ere not sav-' 
cd. as the ancient" document quoted 
below Is ot considerable historic 
value". The paper l«l headed "Regi­
mental Orders. A minutes notice. 

Lt. WUllam Hull>ert:^You are 
hereby ordered to i^eet at Blanch-
ard's Tavern In Lowjll. on the 25th 
Inst., at six o'clock, A; M., uniformed, 
lirraed and equipped as the law di­
rects for escort and military duty; 
and tliere abide untH further order. 
By order of Nahum Harwood, Col. of 
2nd Regt., 2nd Brigade, Srd DlvLsIon.

MR; MOOipD STORY 
Urges Ratification of the 

Covenant of tlie League 
of Nations 

Tho question whether the tioiity ol 
peace with Germany shall bf r;uilied 
a s it s tands Is n very pratti(NU ques­
tion upon which the people of the 
United S t a t e s ' should e.\iin-ss lUoir 
opinions 

It 1» not a partisan question. In 
every country It Is or should be the 
rule tha t In dealing with inlernailonal 
relations no i)artl»an intererit should 
weigh. . 

SUU lifSSi should we allow any feel­
ing for o r against President Wilson 
to affect our- judgniont We muy or 
may not approve', his m(nliod.s and 
ac ts In all respectg, but he is the 
Pres ident of the United Sta les 
charged with the duty ot negotiating 
this treaty, and his countrjinen 
should support him unless there are 
controlling reasons against their so 
dolns . 

Moreover wo mus t remember that, 
the Pres-ident did not make this 
t reaty, but it is made by the leaders 
of all nations concerned after months 
of deliberation. Their Interests have 
been In many respects confilctlng, 
and any treaty mwst be the result 
of compromise, no t satisfactory to 
ever>'body but necessary to an agree­
ment . If this t reaty were rejected and 
new negotiations begtm, w h a t reason 
is there to believe, tha t they would 
resul t In anything bet ter? 

Bearing these considerallone In 
mind, the question for us to decide 
Is what we wished to secure by (he 
negotiations. In Paris , a n d how nearly 
the treaty secures otir objects. 

First. We wished, peace. No ono 
ctjn for a moment doubt the impor­
tance Qf restoring normal relations 
between the countries lately a t war, 
and enabling the people of each to 
resume their usual labors. The e.x-
pense of maintaining the existing 
armaments , the crying need for food 
and other necessaries of Ufe all over 
the disturbed countries, the revolu­
tionary movements which existing 
conditions foster, unite to make peace 
ou some te rms absolutely necessary, 
If civilization is to be maintained and 
universal bankruptcy avoided. 

Second. We demanded secur i ty 
against Germany. 

The at t i tude ot the German people 
during the war. their avowed objects 
in making it, the terms which they 
intended to exact In the event of vic­
tory, ot their wholesale robbery and 
deliberate destructioii wherever their 
armies went, in a word all tha t they 
said and did during the war . made It 
evident tha t their object was to de­
stroy their neighbors and rise by 
their ruin. 

Their present at t i tude shows that 
they have not changed In the l e a s t 
They teel no shame or regret for the 
hideous.crueltie.s which the i r armies 
perpetrated, or for the cynical dis­
regard ot all legal and moral obliga­
tions exhibited by their s tatesmen. 
They look forward to a new war a n l 
frosii efforts to rob their neighbors 
whenever they teel s trong enough to 
rene-iv the a t t e m p t T h e highest in-
tere«its of civilization de'. and that 
they should be deprived of the 
s t rength which they abuse and ba 
made powerless for the future, until 
they again recognize the' .difference ' 
between r ight and wrong. i 

Thi rd . It is also i iapprtant that 
Germany should as~7ar "as" possible'; 
repair thc wrong fche has done, that j 
France, which has lost 26 per cent of \ 
her tot.il wealth and has had her | 
richest arexx turned into a desert, 
shoiild not be -lelt without repar.ation 
to conipeie with a Germ.any whicli 
has taken her raw materials, her ma- ' 
chincry, hcr coal and ?o mony oC her 
peoiple; tha t unhappy Belgium should 
so far as possible be restored to pros­
perity, and that they who have 
caused the immeasurable loss a n l : 
suffering which the .world" has suf­
fered, and not their ^victims, should ', 
pay the cost. • . 

These three objects, 'peace, the fet- ; 
tering ot Germany and reparation are ' 
secured by the treatv. 'The rcpara- j 
tion may not be complete, but it is j 
all tha t it seems humanly possible 
for Germany to make, and while any- • 
one may suggest changes and whiit 
he may think improvements, no two j elections 
persoris would probably a^ree upon j 
them, and only a verj- reckless man 
would suggest rejecting the t reaty in 
order to secure, them. 

The civilized world demanded of 
the Peace Conference one olher 
t h ing , security against future •war, 
and aU agreed that this could be ob­
tained only by a league of najions. 
Upon the Importiuice of preventing 
any more wars, which, waged with 
modem engines ot destruction, might 
well mean almost the extermination 
ot the combatants , and preparation 
for which would mean a lmost univer­
sal l>ankruptcy. there was no dispute. 

All leaders ot public opinion agreed 
tha t the prevention ot war could only 
be secured by a combination ot na­
tions against it. 

The present treaty framed by the 
ablest statesmen ot the European 
countries most vitally concerned. In 
collaboration with the representat ives 
ot this country, not the work of any 
one man or the representative of any 
one country-, but the resul t ot the 
united and lone: continued labors of 
all, secures a lo;i.giie of nat ions. It 
is possible to imagine al l sorts of 
dlfflculties and dangers a s likely to 
come from it. as it is possible to 
imagine disastrous consequences from 
any step which WP take In life, from 
marr iage to crossing a crowded city 
street, and wlianver form thc t reaty 
took imagination could still suggest 
objections. 

It i.i a st..p in thc r ight direction. 
It it provi-s r.hj.^ctionablo. we Cin 
withdraw after l iving it a f.iir tri.al. 
It commits us !'• no impor tant s tep 
without our rcMisent It can be 
amended, and it is well to remember 
tha t to our own Constitution ten 
amcndment.s were proposed a t tho 
flrist session of Congress, all ot which 
were adopted. The practical question 
Is, Sh.tU tho I 'nited S ta tes refuse to 
t ake part in this mOTomcnt to prevent 
the greatest calamity which can l>c-
f-ill the world? Wo mu«t remember 

tha t we entered this war tor our own 
protection, that hnd the Germans won 
we should in time have had to fight 
them alone: that It we refuse to join 
the League we shall be left without 
allies, and shall have remanded tho 
world to the conditions which led to 
the w-.ir. tha t can only be ended when 
tile t rea ty of i>cace is signed. We 
shall have to enter ui>on enormously 
exiiensive prepaiutlou for self-
defence, and thereby add to the 
crushing iiurden of taxation whicli 
We must Htai^Ker under lui- years. 

Th(.' conseqitences ot refusing to 
make the t ieaiy ar." clearly dhsas-
Irous. Tiio consequences of making 
It a re cUarly good, and we must se­
cure them. The dangers which may 
comi.' from making it a re largely 
imaginery, "and the trc*aty itself sup-
idics tlie remedy tor .such as are 
realized, by pormittlnif withdrawal 
and requiring unanimotjs consent to 
any Imiiortant action. 

It does not seem po.ssible tliat the 
American people will permit their 
representat ives to throw away all the 
good that the trejity securej*. to keep 
the world at war for ah indefinite 
future, to give the enemy time for 
further machinations with all the dis­
astrous consequt'nces which a r e cer­
tain and the many others which are 
probable, on account ot anything 
which part isan ot-Jectors have sug­
gested, or are likely to suggest . The 
more we contemplate the altv.mati.ve.-i, 
the clearer it must be that the t reaty 
sbould be ratitled without delay.

Gives His Reasons for Ratification of 
the Peace Treaty. 

Mr: Morris was a journalis t in Bos­
ton 1891-1.918, former president "2(Hh 
Century Club" Boston; now student 
ot national and International currents 
as they focus at Washington and in 
Europe. 

Washington, May 15, 1919. 
My reason for favoring ratification 

by the Senate of the Peace treaty 
with the League of Nations as aa 
Integral par t of the same Is no t be­
cause I conceive ei ther the t reaty or 
the l eague to bo ideal but because 
combined they a t tempt to grapple 
with problems ot an economic, racial, 
political and governmental sort In a 
way tha t no prior post-war compacts 
have. As a pragmatlst , mellorlst, op­
portunist . If you pleas'e, who wUl take 
half a loat when he cannot get a whole 
one. OS a man who expects a complex 
.solution of a complex problem ra ther 
than a simple one. I decline to play 
ei ther the game ot the doctrinaire 
idealist or the selfish, cynic realist 
a t the present t ime, and aid thei 
s inis ter union by at tacking the handi 
work of men who. in the main, h a r e 
resisted terrific pressure to settle this 
war as o ther wars have been settled 
.ind to set up the old "balance ot 
power" and recurrent wars -theory ot 
International relations. 

Hence were I a senator I would 
vote tor the t rea ty ' s ratification, 
without an effort to disentangle it 
from the League plan, and without 
any effort to asser t for the United 
Sta tes a peculiar claim to national 
r ights a s over against international 
duties.

FEEDS TROOPS HOSTS TO 26TH 
Y. M. C. A. Supplies Coffee and 

Sandwiches Along Line of 
Assembly. 

It took nearly 300 women and 250 
nieh to feed the Yankee division be­
fore the parade, and when the last 
doughboy had flnlshed the substantial 
lunch provided by the Y. M. C. A. 4 
good many ,of the volvmteer workers 
had labored for 48 hours practically 
without r e s t 

At an early hour in the morning 
huge army and navy vans and dozens 
of motor t n i d u provided by btisiness 
honaes i""< generous Bostcxilans be­
gan to load with, grea t piles of lunch 
boxes and cans of cotfee, which were 
Immediately carr ied to 30 odd sta­
tions established in the Back Bay 
along the line of assembly. By 10.30 
the supplies were ready at the vari­
ous points, workers had assembled 
and the distribution began at 11.15. 

Each station was in charge of a 
supervisor who hatl a large corps ot 
"Y" canteen workers , secretar ies 
brought ih from all par ts ot New 
England, and civilian aids, and served 
uni ts b t about 600 soldiers with a .box 
consisting of two large sandwiches, 
one of ham and one of tongue, a slice 
of cake, an apple, a box ot candy, a 
package of 20 cigaret tes and a card 
ot matches . Coffee to the amount ot 
2500 gaUons was poured into the 
men's cups, or in the case ot dis­
charged troops who marched with­
out equipment, was ser\'ed in special 
Sbre containers. 

The "Y" workers were assisted by 
a large contingent from the army and 
navy canteen, and some 30 Cambridge 
women assembled by Mrs. Charles B. 
Gulick ot the Radio school canteen.

Punlsli Guilty-Offlocr. 

Capt. Harry J. Harris, (5. M. .C. , -UJ 
S..'A., of Brookllne, who appeared be­
fore agencral court-martial last win­
ter, charged with fraud against the 
government' and whose trial .was a 
sensational advent In the peaceful 
routine ot Camp Devens, 1̂  to be con­
flned to the limits of the camp and 
forfeit $50 of his pay each month, 
according to the '.'pleasure of the 
President," expressed In telegram to 
the, cantonment following the findings 
of the board .of local officers.. 

Charged with violation of two arti­
cles of war, that he stole twenty ton^ 
of coal, the property of the United 
States; that he purchased two tons of 
coal, the property of the United 
States, for the use of a public garage 
on his false written statement that 
the coal was for his own personal 
benefit at his private residence in 
Brookline, the former salvage officer 
was tried, found guilty arid sentenced 
to be dismissed from thc service 
by the courtrmartlal, the execution 
of the se-ntence which was approved 
by the post commander. Gener.il Mc­
Cain, being suspended until "the 
pleasure of the President" could be 
obtained. 

The sentence was confirmed by the 
President and commuted to a repri-^ 
mand by the commanding general, 
and the above confinement and pay-
forfeiture unless Capt. Harris be dis­
charged before the expiration of the 
period of six months, at which time 
such portion of the sentence which 
remains unexecuted will stand re­
mitted.

Auto Accident. 
Nate E. "Whittior, of'Arlington, wae 

seriously injured last Saturday after­
noon at Pingryville on the state "road 
between Ayer and Littleton, when the 
car in which he was riding with Reu­
ben W, LeBaron, of Arlington, was 
struck hy a limousine owned and oc­
cupied by Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Stln-
ion. of "Worcester, 

The Stinson car skidded on the 
slippery, surface of the state road and 
struck tho other car own^d by Mr, 
LeBaron, heavily. The impact flung 
Whittier against the gia.'.s door of the 
Srin.̂ on limousine, cutting his head 
FeverfIv and apparently injuring his 
skull. He was knocked unconscious, 
and after treatment by Dr. B. Ĥ  Hop­
kins, was taken to the Groton private 
hospital, where he died Saturday 
niprht from a fractured skull. 

Mr. LeBaron was cut over his eye 
hy Hying glass, but neither hc nor 
Mr. and Mrs. Stinson. although more 
nr less cut and bruised by the acci­
dent, are seriously injured. 

the American Expeditionary Forces, 
guilty of lesser' dffepces w^re sen­
tenced to much more severe sentences 
than Stone's on • numerous occasions.

Stone Is said to have enlisted. In H 
Company just priqr to the departure 
for the Mexican border. .Through ap­
plication to drilling and study he 
worked up to a- commission. Until 
the company went into action at 
Chateau-Thierry, his record was good. 
H Company was In the first, wave at 
Chateau-Thierry on the second day. 
Stone's platoon was on the right flank. 
Shortly after the attack started he 
was seen to run to the rear. A guard 
in A Company In the supporting line 
halted hini. The lieutenant gave as 
excuse that he waa returning for sec­
tor maps and was allowed to proceed. 
Bewildered by the sudden disappear­
ance of their leader the platoon tried 
to save the situation. In carrying out 
instructions to the best of their ability 
the men exposed themselves needless­
ly. At least two were killed as a re­
sult, several present declare. A dozen 
or more were wounded. 

Ashamed to have it known that 
their commander had deserted, thc 
men of the platoon kept silent. Again 
at St, Mihiel Stone repeated, running 
to the rear almost at the opening of 
hostilities. At Verdun it was thc 
same. I^ter, charges were preferred 
against him. 

In some unknown manner the lieu­
tenant managed to ee t to Paris after 
the armistice. A group of his own 
men found him promenading the 
streets wearing the croix de guerre 
and one other decoration. They set 
upon him. While engaged in striking 
him they were arre-t̂ ted. Later they 
were released .when e.\planat:on.s were 
made. 

He relurned here with the division. 
Through mistake the charge pajjers 
were not brought to Devens. So. for 
a time he was allowed the liberty of 
camp. Tho aflernofn of July 21 n 
cablegram was rocoived setting fovxh 
the action of the court-mania! board.

Readily Available Investment for 
Small Savings. 

THE STOEY OF THE FIRST 
LIBERTY LOAN 

The traditional thrift ot the French 
peasant Is practised tinder arduous 
cbnditloiis. 

Most of-the population of France 
Is rural and agricultural. The re­
turns from the sale of their produce 
are carefiiUy stowed a'way in "stocli-
Ing" saving as the crops are dis­
posed of. "When enough has been ac-
cjuiiulated. It is invested in bonds 
recommended by the banks, which 
have the most complete confldence 
of the people. 

The popular.denomination of bonds 
in France ia 600 francs -(about $100), 
although sonie issues are as low as 
100 and 2S0.francs. ($20 and $50). At 
no time have the French people had 
available an investment security of 
the nature of the American "War Sav­
ings-Stamps, guaranteed by their go-v-
emment'and. paying more than four 
per cent interest compounded .Quar­
terly. Nevertheless the French peo­
ple have Invested vast sums in the 
securities recoinmeiided hy their 
bankb. . 'When the war came these 
great investments, were available for 
transfer into govemment war bonds, 
and the earlier BYenoh loans were 
largely purchased by turning in ihese 
securities for exchange. 

If the American people will con­
tinue to see the great advantages of 
War Savings Stamps • and Thrift 
Stamps. American thrift ' will - rival 
French thrift. The American saver 
can buy an interest-bearing govern­
ment' security when his savings 
amount to Uttle more than. $4. The 
Frenchman must wait until hc has 
accumulated at least flve times that 
amount before his money can begin 
to earn interest.

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'Women had never been seriously 
considered aa investors, until the war 
began and this country became In­
volved. This waa partly because 
they did not earn money as they 
have since the boys went overseas 
and to camps, but more for lack ol 
opportunity to invest small savings. 
For instance, one woman invested her 
entire sa'vings in two vacant lots 
som« years ago. She has done 'noth­
ing with them, ever since, except 
to pay taxes, (Jovemment securities 
would have been much better, for 
their returns are l>osltive. 

Until 'recently, such safe, sure and 
profltable Investmehta. . aa Liberty 
bonds and 'War Savings stamps have 
not been possible, either to men or 
women. 'Women, ho'Jrever, have been 
qtilck to seiie upori the promising 
possibilities of such. Income-bearing 
investments, and many~a woman now 
buys Thrift Stamp* Instead of candy, 
flowers and the lilce.; ' 

"The prime necesBlty," according 
to a woman long a large earner, sa­
ver and Investor, "Is that the thing 
be safe and sure, and this whether 
(he investor be a young woman whose 
provision for the future need not be 
unduly hurried, or an older woman, 
open to the temptation of attempt­
ing 'get rich quick' methods. Here 
Is ray advice to women: 'For the 
small weekly or monthly savings, the 
Tlirlft or 'V\''ar Savings Stamps, so 
easy to obtain; for the larger sum to 
be saved, the sterling Liberty bond'."

On Commonwealth avenue, in Bos­
ton, stands a statue of the man who 
launched the first Liberty Loan forthe 
Independence of the United Colonies 
of America, in 1775, with never 0 
thought of interest on ,tbe investment, 
or even a promissory note for security. 
In th? harbor of Marblehead, Mass. 
merchant vessels were quipped for war 
by the same miin,' at his own ezi>ense,-
and thus the American Navy Was be­
gun. 

•Not satlsfled with.this, John Glover 
raised a regiment of sturdy fishermen, 
every private, offlcer and musician, ex­
cept eight, being a. native of Marble­
head. These men, accustomed to hard­
ships, were contemptuously referred to 
by the British'as "Glover's Amphibious 
Regiment," but they alone were re^ 
sponsible for the safety of 'Washing­
ton's Army in that hazardous trip 
across the Delaware. 

These two important measures were 
triost momentous to 'Washington during 
the War of the Revolution.. 

Glover, at the beginning of the 
struggle bad been a wealthy sea mer­
chant, but he returned tcThis home and 
family with, no money, no business, 
and was obliged to,cobble shoes fpr 
his living.

The :ii.n of the week 
C.,,F. Yo"ung & Co.. or I.owell, com­
menced the decotali..ns of public 
buildings and privu'..- residences, and 
the ' fine decorations gave tiie town a 
gala day appearance, the showers of 
the night before and the refreshing 
bre.cre ot the day mingled with the 
bright sunshine made all Nature 
smile and the Townsend people glad. 

The program opened at nine in the 
morning with un open-air concert on 
the common by the Townsend band; 
whose fine music was much enjoyed 
by the hundreds who gathered In and 
about the park. 

The grand parade of the morning, 
one of the special outdoor features 
of the day's program, wiil long be re­
membered by those who witnessed It. 
Robert G. P'essendcn acted as chief 
marshal and was aided . by Masters 
Ralph Whitiock, Stanley Fessenden 
and Sherrin Stearns, who made a 
striking feature as they rode' at the 
head of the parade. 

At the head of the line, were fifty-
two of the returned Townsend boys 
in . khaki and b'ue uniform, under 
command of Lieut. Clarence L. Chan­
dler. Following them were sixteen 
veterans of the Grand Army, with 
Comrade, William Bush acting as 
color-bearer and Leander C. Jefts and 
Thomas J. Httrvey color guards, who 
wore their old civil war unlforiiis and 
carried their old Sprlngfleld. muskets . 
C. W. Hildreth was In command. -

There were between fifty and sevenr 
ty-five floats and automobiles .in the 
parade, many of them being ' s t r ik ing 
in • conception and were all of- home 
manufacture and artistic In decoi*a-
tlon from the camouflaged automo­
bile of R, G. Fessenden, chief 
marshal , to the last float, "Townsend's 
water system." which made a decided, 
hit with the. spectators. The Red 
Cross branch, which served so loyally 
during the war, was represented by a 
large marching delegation, led by 
Mrs. R. G. Fessenden and four little 
girl members, and a Red Cross float' 
carried a riumber of women engaged 
in "first aid" and other phases of re­
lief work. 

The F rench War Relief Workers, 
who have labored so long and faith­
fully on hospital supplies and for the 
relief of the orphans of stricken 
France and Belgium, rode on a dec­
orated float, thc women working as 
they moved along. The Daughters of 
'Veterans and Sons of Veterans enter­
ed floats patriotically decorated with 
many flags unfurled to the breeze, 
drawn by horses with white blankets, 
with S. of V. and D. of V. in red let­
ters. The North Star lodge of Odd 
Fellows turned out flfty-two men in 
the march, wearing regalia and white 
hats . The E. A.- Spaulding Rebekah 
lodge entered a large float, beautifully 
decorated with the colors of the or­
der, pink and green, with noble grand 
and officers In group and w-as dr.iwn 
by a span of black horses wearing 
collars of pink paper roses and driven 
by a bro ther Odd 5'ellow in suit of 
white with regalia. The Townsend 
Hill Improvement society was repre­
sented by t h e "Women with the hoe." 
the farmeret tes of the hill, who wore 
their working "regal ia" and were 
busy with hoe and rake, their float, 
being decorated' with their garden 
products. 

The littie folks of the Wide Awake 
society of the Congregational chureh. 
who have knitted and snipped rags for 
comfort pillows, announced on their 
float "We helped win the war,", 

Townsend Harbor was^ represented 
by n. float with the Goddes.* of Liberty 
and Peace with four of the soldier 
lads from tha t village and "Uncle 
Pam" as driver. ' The words •.•Wel­
come home" -were in green and white 
on t h e sides of the float. Miss S. Doris 
Dobbs. of the H.irbor, as Joan of --^rc. 
rode a horse with the soldiers and 
sailor.-'. 

The Townsend Drug Company float 
hurried through the parade with a 
special "prescription," an immense 
bottle of Eli.xier ot Pe.-ice for thc 
(germi ans. Thc Townsend and West 
Townsend fire companies entered tv.-o 
steamers, two hose companies and a 
chemical, making quite a display. 

In the Grange flo.-it tho four degrees 
were, represented by the oflicers iii .ip-
propria te costume and the decorations 
were emblemat ic ot the order vvith an 
abundance of wild roses, in the center 
of which was placed the Grange serv­
ice flag. 

In the "Home letter's" .float a maid­
en was seated at a desk writing the 
home letters to tbe hero lads, while a t 
each end of the float stood a smiling 
soldier and sailor reading the letter 
supposedly iust received by mall. The 
B. & A. D. Fes.senden Company had a 
large float bearing 100 barrels typical 
of a par t of their cooperage and lum­
ber business in town. 

The Monday club float was decorat­
ed with poppies and quotations from 
thc Immortal poem, "In F landers 
Field" and thc words ".In memoriam." 
The Methodist centenary movement 
was beautifully represented by a float 
containing children of the Methodist 
Sunday school, over which a decorat­
ed arch was erected representing an 
open door at the entrance of which 
.stood the "Angel of Love." The pa­
rade was long and worthy of the a p ­
plause it received. 

After the morning parade there was 
a rest period during which booths 
were set up on the common for the 
sale of lunches, cooling drinks and 
Ice cream, and were well patronized, 
the profits from every booth and 
stand going into thc general fund to 
assist in defraying expenses. ' 

Between one and two o'clock, the 
time scheduled for the coming of 
Lieut. Moffatt, of Camp Devens, in 
his aeroplane, the tide of the people 
wended their way to Athletic pa rk 
eagerly anticipating the first glimpse 
of thc airplane. Soon a speck In the 
sky announced Its coming; larger It 
grew a s it came nearer over the ball 
grounds a t a height of about 2000 
feet. I t then turned back In the . di­
rection from which it came and 
wheeling again came toward the ball 
grounds, dropping lower and lower 
until It wns lost behind some trees on 
the Turnpike road. The crowd rush­
ed poll men In that direction, and 
found the machine in Warren TrueU's 
front yard with Its noso in thc s.oIl 
Its propeller broken, Its t ruck crushed 
and Its left hand plane badly torn 
ana broken and lying across the fence 
on the s t reet side. The explanation 
was tha t for some unknown reason 
tho engine went "dead" and Lieut . 
Moffatt, its Is tho custom In such Cases, 
steered for a t ree to b r e a k . t h e forco 
of the fal l , ' I t was a grea t relief to 

I everyone to learn t ha t ne i ther occu­
pants , Llout Moffatt, nor hla mecha­

nician, were bilr t . "Bet ter the ma­
chine bo Injured t h a n the men" is the 
rule. Tho machine w a s taken apart 
and shipped b y i r a i n to the station at 
Mineola, L. I.; for repairs . 

Tho crowd returned to 'lie ball 
grounds, where tbey wltneKs>d an In­
teresting game between tli.- service 
men and o ther tfiwn boys, tbe service 
men winning by the score of S to 5. 

At four o'clock thc people retunied 
to the town common, ivh.-re a .-second 
enjoyable concert prog.-a::, was pre­
sented by t h e Townsend i.,i!id. T. E 
Flarl ty. director. 

At six o'clock a bantmet vvas held 
In Memorial hall , t ickets for which 
had been freely distributed among the 
servico men for themselves, their 
fa thers and mothers , or theirs wives 
and. swee thea r t s and Invited guests. 
P la tes had been laid for I'OO and prac-
tlcallS' every one "was taken. Beside 
each plate was laid a handsomely 
printed p rogram of eight pages and a 
cover with the American and Allied 
flags design, containing a list of all 
t he Townsend boys In the service, giv­
ing his rank, branch of service, com­
pany and regiment. The compilation 
of this list was-chiefly the work of 
Rev. A. L. Struthers . and to bim the 
town ' Is greatly indebted. 

At e ight o'clock, the welcome home 
exercises wero held In Memorial hall 
when the m e d a l s - w e r e presented. 
Every seat and standing room .was 
taken when Chai rman T. E. Flari ty 
called thc gather ing to order and said 
the occasion was a grand inspiration 
and, the committee were proud of the 
way thc town had ' entered Into thc . 
event. Mr. Flar l ty also led In the 
community .singing, and after a selec­
tion by • Coleman's orchestra, from 
Fi tchburg. the great audience sang 
the "Welcome song" wr i t t en by Mrs. 
A. L. Struthers , t h e mother of two 
boys In thc service; one an-av ia tor , 
the otlicr an electrician on a siibma-
rine. "Old Glory." 'sung (o the tune 
of "Old Black Joe,"_ followed, after 
which the chai rman Introduced Major 
C. R. 'Cabot, of Newton, late of the 
I03rd Infantry, 26th Division, as the 
substi tute of General C- H. Cole, of 
the Yankee Division, who was unable 
to be present. 

Although Major Cabot's speech was 
short the audience were well pleised 
with his manly presence and timely 
words. He flrst addressed the service 
men, saying, now you are at home it 
Is your duly to dp tt little better be­
cause of the support of the people at 
home and because of those left over 
there, and he also said that every man 
who did his duty in thc place assigned 
him w.as equally . wor thy of honor 
whether he went overseas or not.. He 
reminded the citizens of tbe duty they 
owed these men and s.aid. pet at these 
men ip the right way and help them, 
get their point of view, pull all to­
gether, c i ch doing his very best. At 
the close of his r emarks the major 
was given hearty applause and three 
rousing cheers. . 

Chairman Flari ty Introduced Hunt ­
ley N. Spaiilding, of North Rochester, 
N. H., a native of the town and resi­
dent for many years, to make the 
formal speech presenting the medals, 
and Mr. Spaulding stated that it was 
the proudest moment pf his life when 
he was called upon ,to perform this 
duty, and before presenting the medals 
he made .a short address in which he 
told of his love for the town of his 
boyhood and the home of his friends 
he most valued. He referred briefly 
to the da rk days of the war and the 
situation today, and said "God grant 
the League of Nations may^.be a suc­
cess." 

The names of t h e men entitled to 
the meda l s were called and as they 
responded the medals were carried to 
them in their places by flve yoiing la­
dies chosen for the purpose. F'ifty-
si.x medals were given out and the 
others will be. forwarded to thc men 
entitled to them as soon as possilile. 

This closed the formal e.\ercises. 
which wero followed i.y dancing nntil 
two o'clock, with niusic furnished Ijy 
r 'oleman's orchestra. 

The medal presented tiie iioys is a 
beautiful work in dark ivronze. pen­
dant from red. w h i t e , and lilue rib­
bon. It liears on the oiiverse side the 
Winged Victory in war relief, and on 
the reverse side this inscription in 
raised letters. •'F'rosenteti by the 
Town of Townsend. Mass.. tn (name 
of i^ecipient in sunken letters of gold x 
in recognition of honorable service in 
the World War. 191T-19I9."
