But one ‘should
‘remember that in those days the
purchasing power of money was
ifar greater than now.

Thus it happened that Benja-
mm Frank]m a boyv of seventeen,
ion arriving in Philadelphia, was
iable to buy three loaves for three-
ipence s and with them he walked
.up Market Street from the wharf,
‘holding one under each arm and
ieating the third. An hour later
he gave two of them to a woman
;and her child who had been fel-
low-vovagers up the Delaware.

: Franklin Generous,
¢ Franklin was always gédérous. In
fact, he was often imprudently so.
!During the period of his early strug-
‘gles he was frequently in serious
ﬂnanclal plight because of lending or
:glving money to friends poorer than
.himself,
LW’here his own expenditures were
concerned he was always frugal, sav-
ing what he could out of his wages
‘as a printer, while his fellow-workers
'spent theirs as fast as they got them,
or faster. In this way it came about
that, while a mere youngster in a
printing office, he lent them money
every week.

Acted as Banker.

Though the earnings of most of
them were greater than his, he was
‘the capitalist, By the middle of each
week they were penniless and came
ito him for loans to carry them over
‘until pay day. He would accept no
interest, but each Saturday, on getting
‘their money, they gave back to him

what they owed—only to repmt‘
the borrowing three or four dz.ya
later. :

Of course, his * hoard was rea.nx‘
very small. But he was -the
“moneyed” man. As such, he' stood
on a plane above his fellow-workmen
not merely in an economic sense, but
in the respect he was able to com-
mand from bis employer and from
others. Relatively, he was a person
of importance. Nobody who krew
him could escape recognition of the
fact that here was a young man sure
to get ahead in the world.

Men Wanted For Jobs.

This is exactly the kind of man
that' is sought by employers today.
They need him in their business, and
he never has to look long for a job

London Keys Found at Devens.
After lying for weeks inside an
American officer's bedroll in a dusty

. warehouse at Camp Devens, the keys

to the city of London have been .re-
covered byethe  .American military
it is believed, un-
orders from General. Pershin
himself-—and are presumably now o
their way to the British capital,
which they mysteriously disappeared
some time ago.

Some of the facts concerning one
of the strangest episodes of the great
war were uncovered when it was ad-
mitted by military officials that these
ancient keys, rélics that are presented
to distinguished visitors to London as
tangible evidence that the freedom of
the city has been officlally accorded
tham, had disappeared, and that the
investigation. following their disap-
pearance resulted in the search for
the baggage of an American licuten-
ant and for the officer himeself.

The bedroll in which the keys were
found is the property of Lieut. Ira
Hodes, an officer of the 106th Infan-
try, 27th (New York National Guard)
Division, which fought in conjunction
with the British in Northern France.

While the keys have been recover-
ed, the whereabouts of the officer him.
self is a mystery. Military officials at
the camp "declare that they do not
know who he Is, where he is or where
he comes from. They have been in-
structed to watch for him at the camp
and, if he arrives here, have a talk
with him about where the keys came
from. The records at the camp show
that no officer of that name has pass-
ed through here to date.

It was on Tuesday that officers at
the camp first heard of the disappear-
ance of the keys and the search that is
being made for Lieut. Hodes. A mili.
tary . intelligence officer from the
Northeastern Department in Boston,
arrived at cantonment headquarters
on that day and explained that he
was searching for the lieutenant re-
ferred to. An examination of the rec-
ords was made with negative results.

The intelligence officer was not dis-
couraged. He had information indi-
cating that the keys were somewhere
at Camp Devens. With Devens of-
fAcers to assist, he started out to
search for the officer's baggrage. It
was finally located in a warehouse.

There was a bedroll and a box
marked with Lieut. Hodes' name. The
intelligence officer started to unwrap
the bedroll. He said that he was not
interested in the box because, if the
keys were in the baggage anywhere,
they would be found in the bedroll.

They were. Two.old iron keys, one
about fourteen inches in length and
the other about cight inches; were dis-
covered, together with a1 number ot
other souvenirs. They wero the keys
for which the officer was searching,
and with them in his possession he
immediately started back to Boston.

Devens officers, who were' present
when .the search of the baggage was
made, declared that Lieut, Hodes must
be an ardent souvenir hunter, as the
bedroll contained, besldes the keys, a
considerable quantity of other relies,
among them an old brass bell and an
anclent dinner gong. The box was
not molested and its contents were
not learned. .

Both the box and tho bedroll are

THE lEAGllE OF NATIUNS

What Happon. When It Iy In Full]
Bloom?

Let us plcture the League ot Na-
tions in full bloom, and let us select
three points for a demonstration in
the event of its ratification as it now
stands.

(1) We wnfer upon the council
of the League jurisdiction over any
dispute we may have with another
power, and it would be national dis-
honor to ignore that jurisdiction.

" (2.) President Wilson in his mes-
sage to the Senate submitting the
Frahco-American treaty sald—"“The
covenant of ‘the League provides for
military action for the protection of
its members only upon the advice of
the council of the League.”

(3.) Article XI of the covenant ‘de-
clares that any war or threat of war,
whether immediately affecting any of
the members of the League or not, is
‘a matter of concern t0 ethe whole
League, and the League may take any
action that may be deemed wise. In
case any -such emergency should
arise, the. Secretary General shall, on
the request. of any member of the
League, forthwith summon a meetlnz
of the councﬂ '

It follows ‘then, as night the dey.
that the League does not provide for
military action for the protection of
its members other than upon the ad-
vice of the council. In other words,
‘the ‘American- people have thussigged
away the right ot selt—protectlon ex-
ercised -by them from the great day
they -assumed among the powers - of
the earth “the separate and equal
station to which the Laws. of Nature
and Nature's God entitles them,” ' in
the ‘words of the Declarat!on of Inde-
pendence.

Now, Mexico with {ts tumble down
‘government and . its- bandit uprisings
smites us upon the.cheek.’As a mem-
ber of the League of Nations our
sacred honor binds us to turn the
other cheek, and then "to -appeal to
Geneva, four thousand .miles away,
for help.

Think of it! Amerlea, a- suppllant
—butchered to make’ an ‘European
houday for the diplomats -over there!

Come to think of it, how do yoéu
like the League of Nations in tull
bloom" :

AT THE GRES ROADS OF
OUR NATIONAL DESTINY!

From the tpoeeh of Hon. Hlnm w. Johnson,
of - California, at Tn 'l'emple, o
Mass,, July 8 1919.

“The strange pwchological ‘situa-

tion that is presented to us in.a dis- |

cussion of -the -Leazue of Nations is
one seldom encountered in the past,
and which I hope will never again be
encountered in the future.” -

“This Covena.nt when it came to us,
wrenched us wiolently from . our tra-
ditional poli¢y, carried us - upon a
path that was-nmew and perilous, and
commandeered apparently . Yor all
time, our blood and our bome.” -

“We ever played our part in world
politics, and’ as :we played it In the
past, we will play it-in the future..
What we say is- thm. ‘We-say. that

when the time comes ‘ot Amer!ee. to

play her part in the world, America
shall determine it inst:ead of -Great

‘Britain.”

“There is just one gom’g:national
concern on earth today, and that is’
the United States of America. It is
asked of us that the one going na-

“Seven months of meddling and
muddling in European and Asiatic af-
fairs, in controversies which were
none of our concern, find, at -the
end of the peace conference, Italy de-
testing us, France secretly despising
us, England using us, and Japan blufr-
ing us.” .

won. We undertook to destroy a ruth-.

less militarism, and if is dome. Out
of this war the United States expects
neither territory nor reparations. Vic-
tory means for England, France, Italy
and Japan, merely -increased- territor-
ies and innumerable peoples put un-
der their' sway.

“It is for you to decide, ultimately,
whether or not this burden shall be
borne by you and those who follow
you, or whether those.. who have
carved up the world in the fashion
that they have. shall bear the burden
of maintaining their own gains out of
the war.”

“Do you want American boys to
police the world?"”

“Do you want American blood to
settle every squabble and every war
and every controversy in Europe, or
Asia, or Africa?”

“If you don't want that, you do not.
want this Iecague of Natlons.”

“Americans in Paris, by the stroke
of a pen in Article 10, they  have:
