Westford peopie will be interested
in the followi & Lceount ‘of the death
of Rev. Miner Ao H. Evans of South
Boston:

e Dlev, Mainer AL M, Evans, a
eivil war seteran -and for many vears
an active preacher 4n the New Eng-
land Methodist conference, died Soep-
tember 22, at his home, South Boston.

“He wus born in Dubuque, Tu., Ausx.
25, 1842, the son of Miner H, A, and
Mary Ann «Gorten) Evans, During
his carly life he lived in Granby, I'. Q.,
and at the age of nincteen he moved
to Manchester, N, H., where he Tirst
Lecame Interested in the Methodist
church. .

“Upon the outbreak of the civil war
he joined the quartermaster’'s depart-
ment and was stationed at Hilton's
Head, 8. C., where he had command
of «t lighthousge and arsenal cight miles
outside the entrenchments of the town,
In 1865 Mr. Evans hecame a general
agent of the Freedman's Bureau and
colonized more thani10,000 negro ref-
ugces at Hilton’s Head, Ward's and
Wardmelaw islands in Charlestown
harbor, !

“Returning to New Hampshire in»

1866 Mr. Evans attended school at
Sanbornton Bridge and supplied pul-
pits at Bethlehem, Jefferson and
Whitefleld during the summer and fall
of 1868, Following his graduation he
organized . the Mecthodist ' society at
Graniteville and through his efforts
the present church edmce was erected
there.

“During his ministerial career Mr.
Evang was pastor at churches in Meri-
dan street, East Boston, Cochituate,
Maynard, West Chelmsford and Gran-
iteville, In 1884 he preached at Leom-
inster-and in. 1§85 at Gardner. He
later became assistant pastor at the
People's Temple, Boston,

Now ho argument {8 needed
to show that timber is one of the
prime necessities of ‘any clvilized com-
munity, and especially of such a com-
munity as Massachusetts, where large
numbers of wood-using industries are
located, employing thousands of per-
sons, These concerns arc each year
fmporting increasing amounts of wood
material from the south and north-
west and Canada because the New
England supply is failing; and some
are said already to be moving away,
in order to be near their .source of
raw materfal. Yet three-fifths of the
arca of this state is better fitted for
producing timber than any other
crop, and if properly managed, could
produce enough timber to meet all
the requirements of-the state.

The proposition is that the state
shdll undertake, in part at least, the
perpetuation and i{ncrease of this great
natural resource for the benefit of the
people. Because of the long time In-
vestment requirgd, and the inhbility to
realize a-.return until maturity, private
capital is not attracted 'to forest de-
velopment. Yet for the people as a
whole, acting through their govern-
ment, this 48 ‘a business proposition
t,hro,ugh which, even should little or
no dlrect money - proﬂt accrue, the
‘welfare of coming generatlons is safe-
Buarded. . Already Massachusetts has
undertaken this work on a small
scale,-having acquired#in the past six
or seven years 12,000 acres for state
torests.. Compare this with 1,000,000
‘acres” of Pennsylvania state forests,
and. the. several million acres in the
forest preserves of New York!. Let
us hasten to put our.idie or only par-
tially productive lands to work at
maximum ‘efficiency, profiting by the
example of France, whose (orests‘vcre-
ated In. a. similar manner, played so
fmportant ‘a part in the. winning of |
the war.

Miany 1mporta.m, benefits to be de-
tived from state forests have not been
discussed here, largely because space
does not permit. Such benefits in-
clude recreation opportunities for the
public, protection of water supplies;

In brief, the growing
of forests on suitable lands subserves
the best interests of all the people.

The meaning
of Acropolis in the Greck language is
highest point of the town-—this hill is
500 feet above the sea and wns form-
erly the seat of the Athenian kings;

On the way to the top you pnuss
Mara bill, where St. Paul first preach-
ed christianity in Europe. Our guide
scemed very proud to tell us of the
altar to the unknown- God, which St.
Paul speaks of in Acts 18th chapter,
23rd verse. As I stood on Mars hill, 1
really felt my bump of veneration
grow!

- “Before I proceed farther it might
be well to tell something of the his-
tory and origin of the Legion. After
the men of this great army and navy
were discharged from the service and
they returned to civilian life, many of
our foremost men in the country con-
celved the idea of organizing In a
body these men who were most famit-
far wlth what the word, “American-
ism,” stands for, ‘The tdea was, that
these men not only assumed what
Americanism ‘meant, but they were
trained to fight for-its cause.

“We, as ex-service men of the army
and navy;-are therefore more careful
to ohserve whoever infringes on our
rights and liberties, It is this calibre
of men that are now joining together
to preserve and perpetuate 'our Amer-
ican ideals. If this type of man can
defend -his country in .tine of war,
then hé¢ Is a most vital tenet in this
reconstruction period after the war.
His en\'i,ronmen't and . associations
have been broadened. He is deeper
in Americanism. He is one hundred
percent American, and he wants every
Amencan citizen to be one hundred
percent.

“So on June 8, 1019 a caucus was
held at St. Louis, at which was adop-
ted the constitution and by-laws and
the’ resolutions of the American Leg-
‘fon. " From this national movement
comes the state, and from theé state
comes our local post,

“Such’an orzanization with it pure
American ideals will more ﬁxml\ safe-
suard our rights and liberties from the
encroaching band of autocer: acy and so-
cialism.  We are for Anmerica, and be-
ine Americans it is our duty to coip-
erate and uphold those principles of
cur  eomstitution. The greatest
mocracy of all recorded time,
erties. pur free institutions, our civili-
zation, traditions and ideals, are all
worth all we have ever given to Zain
them, and all we could possibly zive,
even to the point of exterminatior to

de-
our lib-

preserve them. And if this is its atti-
tude and ohject of the Lezion, we will
accomplish results that will not only

benefit ourselves, but our country.,

“Of course this organization wili he
of u social character.

In years to come your
service in this war will not he as well
known a fact as it ix today. You will
have associations that will never rec-
oznize that you were a servant of Un-
cle Sam’s, but as a member of this
great lLegzion that is being formed you
“111 preserve their appreciation.

ACCORDING TO TWO
EX-PRESIDENTS

Shortly after the great war broke
-out I. met ex-President Roosevelt at
a luncheon at the City Club in' New
York City. 1 knew he advocated a
League of Nations, for. in his Nobel
Peace dddress dellvered-"at Christi-
.ania, Norway, May 5, 1911, he had
declared for a “League of Peace, of
‘enlightened powers, not only to keep
‘the. peace themselves but to prevent
by force if necessary it being broken
‘by others.” When I asked him what he
‘thought of .the possibility of a League
‘being established at the end of the
‘war he replied, “When this war is
‘over no half way measures will avail.
The inescapable issue then before the
.world will be Utopla or.Hell.”

‘Mr. Roosevelt thereupon, at my re-
queést, wrote a long redsoned article ‘in
favor of a League of Nations which
‘we published in The Independent of
January. 4, 1915, under ‘the title of
*“Utopia or Hell.” -

‘When 1 subsequently told ex-Pres-
fdent Taft of what Mr. Roosevelt had
sald and.done, he replied, “This is
certainly lucky. We Unitarians don't
believe in Hell, so there is only one
alternative.”

GEORGE WASHINGTON
ON ADOPTION OF
© THE CONSTITUTION

During the years 1787 and 1788,
George Washington in over fifty diff-
erent letters expressed his hope that
the Constitution for a League of thir-
teen states might be ratified; many ot
his remarks are extraordinarily appli-
cable in the present discussion of our
ratification of the Covenant for the
League: of Nations,

“The Constitution that is submitted,
is not free from jmperfections but
there are as few radical defects in
it as could well be expected, consid-
ering - the heterogenious mass of
which the Convention was composed
and the diversity of Interests that
are to be attended to. As a Constitu-
tional door is open for future amend-
ments and alterations, I think it would
be wise in the People to accept what
is offered to them.

In a letter to Patrick Henry he con-
tinued in the same view: “Your own
judgment will at once discover the
good and the exceptionable parts of
it; and your experience of the difficul-
ties, which have ever arisen when
attempts have been made to reconcile
such varfety of interests and local
prejudices as pervade the several
States, wlill render explanation un-
necessary. I wish the Constitution
which is offered had been made more
perfect but I sincerely belleve it is
the best that could be obtained at this
time.

“As there is a constitutional door
open for {t, I think the people can as
they will have the advantage of ex-
perience on their side, decide with as
much propriety on the alterations and
amendments which are necessary, as
ourselves. I do not think we ars
more inspired, have more wisdom or
possess more virtue, than those who
will come after us. Every State has
some objectlion to the present form,
and these objections are directed to
different points. That which is most
pleasing to one {3 ~obnoxious to
another, and 80 vice versa. If then the
union of the whole 13'a desirable ob-
ject, the component parts must yleld
a little In order to accomplish it.”
