Sibley, & passenger in Mr. Howard's
car, suffered a dislocation of the hlp,
and compound . dislocation of a bone
in her ‘hand, while, her husband re-
celved o fracture of the right leg. Mr,
Sibley is onc of the department heads
at the U. 8. .Cartrfdge Company. Mr.
Howard was cut on.the upper lip. his
wrlst sprainéd and one. of the wrist
bones fractured.,, Mra.

Scr(ous School Problem.

At ita; regular meeting on Wednes-
-day: evening the school committee con-
{sidered seme: serious problems which
are . facing 'the schools which were
brought to. their. attentlon by Supt.
.Benner. , The most serious of these is
the oyer-.orowdlng of two of the rooms
at the Main street school—one taught
by, Miss Florence Flynn 'with a total
.0f-53 pupils comprising the fourth and

'fifth grades; the other taught by Miss

Sarah Hubbard,. with a total of 57
pupils comprising the second and
third grades. ...

The possibﬂlty ot changmg the
boundaries of the two school districts
was considered- with a view to send-

.Ing some of these pupils to the Gro-

ton .street ‘schdol, but was abandoned
in view, of the serjous obstacles pre-
sented,, not the least of which is the
fact that this would tend to produce
over-crowdlng at this schodl as well.

It was ¢ that for_the present
an- assTstan ea er would be employ-
ed: to ‘work wnth the teachers of. the
two rooms affected. A plan proposed
fast summer by Supt. Benner will
probably be adopted to care for the
situation at the beginning of the
school -year next fall. Lack df time
in which to get this plan before the
parents in a way. to secure thelr sup-
port. prevented the ndomi_on of the
plan at the opening of the. present
school year,

Supt. Benners plan would give but
a single grade 'to each teacher without

‘| need of increasing the present staff

and with the elimination of the pres-
ent overcrowding, He proposed that
the Groton street bullding be organ-
ized as a junior high school and that
the Maln street building be used for
the primary grades, This would re-
quire two first and possibly two sec-
ond grade rooms at this building.
Changes in transportation would also
be ngcessary to meet the new situa-
tion.

The attempt to secure a referendum
on the General School Fund bill, which
was being made in some of the cities
having fatled, the school committee
was able to declare effective the new
salary schedule proposed by Supt,
Benner under the provisions of this
law. This schedule will give teach-
ers in the grammar grades a begin.
ning salary of $650 with annual in-
crease of $50 to a maximum of $750.
The grammar school principals will
receive a beginning salary of $750
with annual increases of $50 to a max-
imum of $850. High school teachers
will receive a beginning salary of $800
with annual increases of $50 to a max-
Imum of $1000, Fhe high school prin-
cipal "will receive a beginning salary
of $1500 with annual {ncreases of $50
to a miximum of $1700. These in-
creases are to be paid only In case of
satisfactory work.

The state will reimburse the town
$100 for salaries of $650 to $749; $150
for salaries of $750 to $849; and $200
for salaries above $850, where the
teacher is properly qualified.
