An Unusual Case,

A practical illustration of the fact
that we are governed by two sets of
Jaws, one muade by the state legisla-
ture und the other by the United
Stmes congress, and that these laws
‘sometinies contlict, was given jn the
distriet court last Saturday when
Judge Atwood dismissed the com-
plaints made by Robert L. Dyson, of
Worcester, agent for the Massachu-
setts Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals, dgainst J. E..Ma-
honey, station agent of the Boston and
Maine raflrond, on the ground that he
had no jurisdiction to find the defend-
ant guilty or not guilty.

The case had been continued. from
the preceding. Saturday to give the
court an opportunity to examine the
law and briefs submitted by John M.
Maloney, for the socfety, and Willlam
A. Cole; of the rallroad law depart-
ment for the defendant. The court
said that the evidence showed clearly
that the cattle had not been properly
cared for while in transit from Hard-
wick, Vt.,, and before unloading, but
that the shipment was Interstate
commerce and regulated by a United
States statute which superseded all
state statutes relating to thc treatment
of ‘cattle while in transit,'

+The complamam admitted the para-
‘mount right of congress .to regulate
interstate” commerce, byt contended
that the state statute did not conflict
with or infringe upon that righ.t be-
cause it was not an attempt to regulate
interstate commerce but was merely a
rogulation under the police powers of
the state which the state leglslature
was authorized to make.

The complainant submitted two
precedents sustaining his contention,
one of which, a decision of the su-
préme court of Texas, was &lmost ex-
actly like the case on trial. ~ Judge
Atwood sald he could not follow tlese
precedents as his examination of the
matter had convinced him that the
state courts had no Jjurisdiction In
cases like the one on trial’

Colville Indian Reservation
December 9, 1918.

So far as this part of the world is
concerned winter seems about a
month earlier than normal. Since
the first of December we have exper-
fenced a continuous spell of frigid
weather, the mercery dropping to
zero or Jower each morning, ten be-
low being the lowest, Fortunately
there is abundance of pine and tam-
arack timber nearby which retafls at
eight dollars a cord when cut to the
length of sixteen inches.

Life of course in a village forty
miles distant from anpy town is not
very strenuous. We have a movie on
Saturdays only. The pool room seems
to be the social clearing house for the
male portion of the community of
which Indians seem to be in a major-
ity. In November, however, wé had
a five-night Chautauqua with eleven
entertainers. That it was not a fail-
ure {8 evidenced by the fact that the
guarantors had but seventy-five cents
each to pay to make good-the financial
deficit. This is attributed to the fuct
that the numerocus government em-
ployees at the agzency to whom the
community looks naturally for sup-
port of intellectual and spiritual bet-
terment, were the chief patrons.

The rehigious life of the community
