GOOD NAME THATBOESN'T FIT

Dr. Bell Tells Why He: Decllnes Mem-
bership in “League for the Preser
vation of American lndependenee"

Dr. Alexander Graham Bell, of
‘Washington, one of the world’s most
distinguishéd scientists, sends to the
League to Enforce Peace copy of a
letter in which he declined an invita-
tion to join the so-called “League. tor
the Preservation of American Inde-
pendence.” The only good thing
about this organization is its name,
and Dr.-Bell's letter shows why -the
name does not fit.. He writes as Yol
lows:

Henry A. Wise Wood, Secretary,

League for the Preservation of

American Independence. \
Dear Sir:

In reply to your communication of
July 17 I may say tliat in my opinion
there is absolutely no use in making
any peace treaty with Germany—unlesg
a guarantee is provided to assure the
carrying out of the peace terms. That
guarantee is the org?nlzatlon of the
League of Nations; and the Covenant
therefore should form an integral part
of the peace treaty and not be sep-
arated from it and considered after-
wards as a separate proposition. The
guarantee must be provided at the
game time with the treaty itself. .

" The Covenant is of course in the
nature of 2 compromise and like all
compromises cannot be entirely satis-
factory to all of the parties involved,
but the Covenant itself provides means
for amendment after the League has
been formed. This being so I would
strongly urge the ratification of the
lLeague of Nations Covenant, without
amendments or reservations that
would delay Peace or endanger the
trea'ty by making necessary .its re-
submission to the Signatory Natlons.

I must thank you for your invita-
tion to join the “League for the Pres-
ervation of American Independence.”
The title appeals to me, for. no one
can be more anxious to preserve Ameri-q
can independence than I am. But
after examining with care your dec-
laration of principles I am surprised
to find that the association-you ask.
me to joln is not a league “fo? the pres-
“ervation of American independence” at
all; but simply represents a camou-

the League of Nations—the noblest at-
tempt yet made to bring about har-
mony and cooperation among. the na-
tions of the world in the interests of.
peace and civilization.
