Herbert Hoover Says Democra-
cies Replaced Autocracies
at Our Bidding.

FOOD ADMINISTRATION CHIEF..

Urges Ratlification on Ground That
Peace Treaty WIIl Collapse
Without League of
Natlons,

Herbert Hoovér I1s so deeply con-
cerned over the opposition to the

States that he has let himself be in-
terviewed at.length on the League sit-
vation. In a8 talk with the New York
Times correspondent  in . Parls, the
Food Administration Chief asserts that
having caused the League idea to pre-
vail America cannot abandon it. We
cannot withdraw, he says, and leave
Europe to chaos. “To abandon the
League Covenant now means that the
treaty itself will coliapse.
Mr., Hoover's wide. - acquaintance
with conditions both here and abroad,
his reputation as an administrator, 8.
man of great affairs who deals with
facts, not theories, make his state-
ment one of the most-important con-
tributions to the recent League discus-
slons,
“There are one or two polnts in con-
nection with the present treaty,” sald
Mr. Hoover, “that need caretul consid-
eratlon by the American publle. We
neéd to digest the fact that we -have
for a century and a half been advo-
cating .democracy not . only.. as- a
remedy- for the internal lls of-dll go-
ciety, but also as the only real  safe-
guard ugalnst war. We have believed
and proclalmed, in season and out,
that a world in which there was a
free expresston and enforcement of
the will of the majority was the real
basls of government, was essentlal for
the advancement of ecivilizatlon, and
that we have proved Its enormous hu-
man benefits {n our country.
American Ideas Have Prevailed.
“We went into the war to destroy
autocracy as a menace to our own and
all other democracies. If we had not
come into the war every inch of Euro-
pean soll todiy would be under auto-
cratic government. We have Imposed
our will on the world. Out of this

the four great autocracles - in Ger-
many, Russla, Turkey and Austria and
the little autocracy in Greece. New
democracles have sprung into being In
Poland, Finland, Letvia, Lithuanla,
Esthonia, Czechoslovakia, Greater
Serbla, Greece, Siberia, and even Ger-
many and Austria have established
democratic  governments, ‘Beyond
these a host of small republlces, such
as Armenia, Georgia, Azerbaijan and
others, have sprung up, and agaln as
a result of this great world movement
the. constltutions of Spain, Rumania,
and even England, have made a final
ascent to complete franchise and de-
moeracy, although they still mnlntnin
a symbol of royalty. :
“We have been the lving spring for
this last century and half from which
these ideas have sprung, and we have
triumphed. The world today, except
for a comparatively few reactionary
and communistic autocracies, is dem-
ocratie, and we did It
“A man who takes a wife and
blesses the world with several infants
cannot go away and leave them on
the ¢laim that there was no legal mar-
riage.
“These Infant democracles all have
political, -social and economic prob-
lems involving their neighbors that
are fraught with the most intense
trictlon, There are no natural bound-
aries in Europe.

established stability after each great
war for a shorter or longer time, but
never more than a generation.
' w“America came forward -with a new
idea, and we Insisted upon . its injec-
tion Into this peace conference. We
claimed that it was possible to set
up such a plece of machinery with
such authority that the balance
power could be abandoned ss a relic
of the middle ages. We compelled an

every word and llne in it to bend to
this idea.
“Qutslde of the League of Natlons
the treaty itself has many deficlencles.
It represents compromises between
many men and between many selfish
interests, and these very compromises
and deficiencles are multipiied by the
many new nations that have enteroed
apon Its signature, and the very safety
of the treaty itself lles in a'court of
appeal for the remedy of wrongs in
the treaty.

Benefits of the League.
“Qpe thing 1s certain. There I8 no
body ‘of human beings so wise that a
treaty could be made that would not
develop injustice and prove to have
been wrong in some particulars. As
the covenant stands today there i3 a
place at which redress can be found
and through which the good-will of
the world, can be enforced.  The very
machinery by which the treaty {s to
be executed, and scores of points yet
to be swlved, which have been referred
to the League of Natlons as a method
of securing more mature judgment in
a less heated atmosphere, justifies the
creation of the League.

#To gbandon the covenant nDow
reans that the treaty itself will col-
lapse. ’

uIt would take the exposure of but
a few documents at my hand to prove
that I had been the most reluctant of
Americans to become involved In this
situation in Europe. But having gone
in with our eyes open and with a de-
termination to free ourselves and the
rest of the world from the dangers
that surrounded us, we cannot now
pull back from the job. It Is no use
to hold a great revival and then go
away leaving a church for continued
gervices half done.

“We have succeeded in a most ex-
traordinary degree in imposing upon
Europe the complete convictlon that
we are absolutely disinterested. The
consequence is that there Is scarcely
a man, woman or child who can read
{n Europe that does not look to the
United States.as the uitimate source
from which they must receive assur-
ances and guardianship in the Ihertles
which the) have now secured after
so many generations of struggle.

“This is not a problem of protecting
the big. nations, for the few that re-
maln can well look after themselves.
“What we have done is to set up a
séore of little democracies, and if the
American people could visualize tholr
handiwork they would insist with the
same determination that they did ia
‘19017 that our government procecd."

cent view up and down the Potomac.

The grounds mmedlately about it were

laid out somewhat in the anllsh taste.

The estate was npporﬁoned into sep-

arate farms, devoted to different kinds

of culture, -each having its allotted la-

borers; much, however, was still ¢ov-

ered - wlth wild woods, seamed with

deep dells and runs of water, and in-

dented with inlets—haunts of deer and
lurking places of foxes. . . .

“No estate tn United America," ob-
‘served Washington In one of his let-

The
ivegtablished” or Eplscopal church pre-
:dominated throughout the “ancient
-domtinion,” as it was termed. . . .
Lived in Opulent Splendor.

A style of living prevalled among,
the opulent Virginia families in those
days that has faded away. The houses
were spaclous, commodious, Hberal in
all thelr appointments, and fitted to
cope with the free-handed, open-
hearted hospitality of the owners.
Nothing was more common than to sce
handsome services of plate, elegant
-equipages, and superb carrlage horses
—all imported from England.

The Virginia planters were prone to
leave the care of thelr estates too much
‘to thelr oversecers, and to think per-
sonal lahor a degradation, Washing-
ton carried into hls rural affairs the
same method, aetivity, nnd circumspec-
tion that had distinguished him in mill-
tary life. IIe kept his own accounts,
posted up his books, and bnlanced
‘them with mercantile exactness.

British aristocracy, where all places
of dignity and profit were secured for
younger sons and poor but proud rela-
tives, During the session of the legis-
lature dinners and balls abounded, and
there were occasional attempts at the-
The latter was an-amusement
for which Washington always had a
relish, ‘though he never had an oppor-
tunity to gratify it effectually. Nelther
was he disinclined to mingle in the
dance; and we remember to have heard
venerable ladies, who had been belles
in his day, pride themselves on having
had him for a partner, though, they
added he was apt to be a ceremonious
and grave one,

- In this round of ruml occupation,
rural amusement, and social inter-
course, Washington passed several
tranquil years. His already established
reputation drew many visitors to
Mount Vernon; some of his early com-
panions in arms were his occaslonal
guests, and his friends and connections
linked him with some of the most
prominent and worthy people of the
country, who were sure to be recefved
with c¢ordial but simple and unpretend-
fng hospitality. . He was active by
nature, and eminently a man of busi-
ness by habit. As judge of the County

‘court,. and member of the house of

burgesses, he had numerous cflls upon
his time and thoughts, and was often
drawn from home; for whatever trust
he undertook he was sure to fulfill
with scrupulous exactuess.—Washing-
ton Irving.

The great missionary 'opportunities
of the Episcopal Church in' Eastern
Massachusetts is the theme of Bishop
Lawrence’s -Fourth Letter to the
Clergy, which has just been sent out
as a part of the work of The Church’s
Call,, It is here pointed' out that
there are thousands of Italians, for
in this section, who were
definitely Protestant before they came
to’ this country, as well as. tens of
thousands who came here without
definite church connections. Hence
there are masses of people of this na-
tionality to “whom - the Episcopal
Church has an historic and szslon-
if it will trahsform
its' temper and methods in some re-
spects, it can admirably discharge.

Similarly, to other peoples of South-

- easfern Burope and Asia, the Episco-

pal Church can and should render
great service, ‘“Tho only time that I
have ever seen Trinity 'Church, Bos-
ton, packed with a congregation al-
most all of whom were men,” writes
the Bishop, ‘“was about two months
ago; the congregation in question be-
ing made up almost entirely of Ar-
menians who are fast becoming loyal
Americans, many of whom gave their
lives for America doring the war, and
whom we should count it a privilege
to work with and for in the upbullding
of an American Christlan character
and of the Church.” It s turther
pointed out in this letter that the Dio-
cese of Massachusetts has more com-
municants among the colored people
than the total number of those in Ala-

bama, Mississipi, Louisiana, Ten-
nessee, Arkansas, Kansas, and the
State of Texas, The Nation-Wide
Campaign will emphatically bhave

tailed of its mission if it does not
deepen and strengthen its relations to
these people the Bishop points out.

Perhaps the comfortable Episcopa-
lians of Masachusetts need to be stim-
ulated to their duty towards these
neighbors from overseas by hearing
the wondertul things which have been
accomplished in the western states
through the campaign.

The ratio of one member of the
Episcopal Church to 600 non-mem-
bers in Oklahoma against one in 45
in Massachusetts shows that {f the
campaign was a striking success in
the former state,
be even more of a success here.
Bishop Thursten, who is ome of the
younger missionary bishops of the
Episcopal Church, and who has been
{n Oklahoma for more than nine
years, has been chosen by those in
charge of headquarters of the cam-
palgn in New York as one of the men
particularly equipped to go out into
the field and to put clearly before
many parishes the alms of the cam-
paign.

He shows that the movement sprang
in a way ouf of the war, because it
showed the power of the church to
do things which it had always wanted
to do, but never before felt that it
could. The activity of the Church
having thus been aroused, it was de-
cided to launch an intensive drive to
keep alive this power and ability to
bufld up the Church itself. The de-
signs of the campaign primarily, he
points out, are two: first, to use to
the - limit of their capacity, the ser-
vices of every man, woman and child
in each and every parish for God
and the Church; second, to mobilize
the work of the Church. As a result

Bishop Arthur C. A. Hall of Ver- .
mont, in his recent annual Pastoral -
Letter to the Clergy and people of
his diocese, has particularly stressed
the removing of obstacles tohealth
and morality as part of the work of
the Nation-Wide Campalgn. He
points out that FEpiscopalians may
well co-operate in this with all earn-
est persons of the several commun-
fons, not as members of different re-
ligious  bodies, but as citizens at this
time, in that it is Prinolples, not par-
ticular Programs, which the Charch
is to uphold. For he recognizes
umt. with people’s minds informed,
and their consciences stirred, in-
creased offerings both of money and
of personal service will, of course, fol-
low. “It must fill us with shamse,” he
writes, “that_the Episcopal Church
throughout the country, gives on an
average about three cents per com-
municant for the work of General
Missions through the General Board,
and about the same to Diocesan Mis-
slons. Two-thirds of the Church’s
people are giving nothing regularly
and systematically for church work.”

Possibly this is because the Church
has been remiss in the past in letting
its people know about the varied work
which it is carrying on in the field of
foreign and domestic miss!ions.

This neglect is being remedied at
the present time, inasmuch as through
the Church Officers’ Training Corps,
through circulars and book clubs, and
through lectures with slide illustra-
tions, definite informatian fn regard to
missionary enterprises of all kinds {s
readily accessible. The lantern slide
bureau which has just been organized
at 1 Joy Street, under the direction of
Frederick A. King, offers an admira-
ble, means of education in.regard to
the Church in action, the history of
the Church, and the story of foreign
domestic and dlocesan missions. Mr.
King, upon application, sends out sets
of these slides already to use, and in
some cases can send a stereopticon
also. He is in great need, however,
of more photographs covering boys’
camp <work, work ~with prisoners,
Chareh school activities, pageants,
open alr services; any aspect indeed
of the varled undertakings of the
Episcopal Church in this section of
the country. The Board of Education
feels that Pectures which may be given
with these slides as illustrations, are
a very important part of the Nation-
Wide Campaign, and trusts that in a
district so rich in historic material as
is Massachusetts, there will be many
people interested to send in old man-
uscripts, pictures of early churches,
and much that has a bearing on the
development of the Diocese, as well
as large numbers of parishes which
desire to borrow and use the slides.

Under the direction of Rev. Byrle
J. Osborn, of the staff of clergy of St
Paul’'s Cathedral, groups of under-
graduates in the various colleges and
preparatory schools about Boston have
been organized. At a luncheon re-
cently given at the Vendome to tho
chairmen of the College Committees,
reprosentatives were present from
Tufts, Simmons, Institute of Tech-
nology, Harvard, Radcliffe, Conserva-
tory of Music, and Dana Hall, azd
great interest was shown'in the work
of the Nation-Wide Campaign as col-
lege men and women may have a
share in it.

College, a
program of five meetings has already
been organized.

Y. M..C. A. Done|.

by Massachusetts Man
in Uruguay

Down in Montevideo, on the coast

‘of Uruguay, & Wakeficld man,* H.
de Anguera, is introducing “frozen
Yankees” and high ideals and Y. M.
C. A. hospitality and service to the
Spanish population. “Frozen Yane
koes” is not a comment on thé New
_England temperament but is a literal
translation of “helados . Yanquis,”
"which is ‘what Montevideans ask for
at .the “Y' canteen when they want
ice cream., Mr, de Anguera, who bas
been secretary in full authority since
the first- of January, writes to his
friends at home that the people want
‘many more important things t.han ice’
‘¢ream, though naturally that novelty
to South American taste attracts the
stouth of the:city  who, once,finding
‘themselves at home in the attracuve
bullding, remain to beneﬂt by more
solid nourlehment.

Theé loual peper- “El1 Siglo”, in an
article of. appreciation of .the local
assoclation which was introduced un-
der war conditions primarily tocare
" for the men. of the American and
British fleets but which is now firmly
rooted as a native fnstitution and is
eup‘ported by the Spanish populatlon,
thus describes the atmosphere which
Mr. de Anguera and his assistants
have created:

"The sailor and the Montevidean
who enter find theg'selves'in the bo-
‘som of their own family with triendiy
‘hands stretched out cordlally; At he
{s a etranger, gentlemen take: pleds.
ure in accompanying him during his
visit to the Center, and gentlemen of
distinction ‘among the colonies of the
Allded countries do all possible to
make. the Red Triangle reflect the
distant country with its sentlments
joys and ideals.”

Mr. de Anguera was born in Wake-
field, Mass, For eight years he was
fndustrial and religicus secretary. at
the Worcester Y.”M. C. A.. When the
United States weont into the war, and
the Natlonal War Work Council’ Y.
M. C. A. was formed, he became as-
soclated with E.- W, Hearne, execu-

‘tive secrétary of the. Northeastern:

Department, as an expert in construc-
tion, having the buflding of huts and
their distribution wunder his charge.
Barly in 1918, he was sent to Monte-
video to assistin making welcome the
saflors of theAllled fleets. On January
‘18t of this year he was made secretary
of the local Y. M. C. A. which grew
out of the war program. _ )

His Temarks In a letter to E. W.
Hearne on the visits of the American
ships show that hishospitality was nbt
limited to office hours nor to the offi.
cinl place dut extended to his own
private bounds: - ' '

“Four ships have been fn much of
the time and the Red Triangle has
hummed from 9 a. m. to 12 p. m.
About 500 a day present, on an aver-
age of 50 constantly outside of rush
hours, The canteen which supplied
home-made ice cream, cake and
Bsandwiches, etc., has run at times to
$100 a- day with a profit of about
$400 to $500 a month, and yet the:
,prices. are mighty low for here.

“We ave had a fine group of Ameri-
can and English women who were con-
stantly at the Red Triangle, and the
‘moral effect on the boys has been
-excellent, You would laugh to hear
some of them call! my wife ‘Mother.’
Our house has been a sort of “Sail-
br's Retreat.” Constantly there would
be groups of one to five up for tennis
with my wife and others in the after-
:noon and then come to the house for
a shower and sapper, after which the
phonograph and records worked
‘hard. The home touch means a lot
ito the *oys.

His review of the local fleld and
his earnest ambition for the work the
‘Y, M. C. A. has in prospect, 13 most
‘interesting to those who are loyally
'supporting the Y. M. C, A, in foreign
‘fields:

“"People here can understand a man
or an institution which without any-
thing up its sleeve seeks to help
people to a realization of higher
things and truths of life.

AMERICAN GAMES ARE POP-
ULAR IN AFRICA.

Worcester Coach Goes To Algiers
As “Y” Secretary

Paris, (By Mail)—American base-
ball, basketball and army mass games
have been played for the first time ip
Africa. Enthusiasm for ‘Yankee ath-
letics was carried to the French colo-

{nies in Africa by the returning colon-

ial soldiery who learned the games in
France under instruction of ¥, M. C
A. athletic directors with the Foyer
du Soldat.

When the colonials were returned to
Africa the French war ministry asked
the “Y"” to send to Tunis and Algiers
four athletic directors for permanent
work at the army posts there. This
being impossible, the “Y” sent Charles
Jones, a Harvard athlete and profes.
sional coach in athletics at Wercester
Academy, to spend six weeks in each
of the two African cities to train
teachers in baseball, mass games and
basketball. Jones had been teaching
at the French Army Center of Physi-
cal Instruction at Joinville, near Paris,
and at Algiers found a number of
“moniteurs,” as the French call their
army athletic instructors, whom he
had trained in American games at
Joinville. They were already play-
ing our games. Secretary Jones was
able in six weeks at each army post
to organize the sports on a permanent
basis, running a baseball series, bas-
ketball tournaments, and programs of
mass games. *

Philippines.

The - Fllipino, woman {s destined te
be In the world’'s spotlight more than
ever before as a result of the news just
recelved by ‘cable from ‘Manila to the
effect - that .the Phlllpplne ‘senate hai
passed the equal sufrrage bill glving
women full political rights with men.
This would indlcate that the Fillpina
may beat her Amerlcan sisters to the
bnllot box. .
The Filipina has many adm(rem who
predict she will make good if she gets
the vote, Just as she has made good in

_the very lmportant role she has oc-

cupied in the fnmlly and buslness life
of the Philippines ever since the in-
troduction' of Christlanity in-the is-
lands three centuries ago.’ :
“America’s advent in the Philipplnes
discovere¢ a wondertully interesting,
responsive little being, the Filipino wo-
man,” writes one American concerning

“Laws made by her
have combined the best of American
and Spanish precedents, and she has
come Into her own with far less strug-
gle than elther her American or her
Spanish sisters, Married women may

guardians of thelr own children, These
are vested rights and cnnnot be taken
away from her,

“Professional opportunlties are as
good for women-as for men'in the land
from which I come. The Filipina Is
by custom the dictator In the home,
She is usually the keeper of the family
treasure, Practically all of the small
shops in Manila are conducted by wo-
men. Women dare already members of
the Philippine Bar Associatlon—a
thing still impossible in Great Britaln,
They aro also successful .as physi-
clans.”

Life I8 really a Afty-fifty proposltlon
for women in the Philippines, accord-
{ng to the senora, who has taken such
a prominent part in women's work
there that she has sometimes been re-
terred to as “the little mother of them
all.” She was the assistant matron of
the Normal Hall Dormitory for Girls
when she married.

Writer does not criticise for
a moment the people that held the
ball but eriticises very much the judg-
ment used by the officials in holding
a town meeting on the same night.
