T h e chief purpose of the Leagtie of 

Kat lons Is to keep ' tho world In a 
s t a t e "Dt peace. Another way of ex­
press ing It Is to say tha t the league 
Is designed to prevent wars . • 

'We have Just flnlshed the greatest , 
which Is to say the most horrible, of 
all conflicts between nations. 'We 
have 'won a glorious victory. But t ha t 
victory win be was ted unless this war 
has made - the • ifatlons ready to 
pu t as ide thei r differences and co­
opera te to end w a r forever. 

I t Is not enough, however, to pro-
Tide for t h e prevention of w a r s and 
t h e se t t lement of disputes af ter they 
have arisen. W e must foresee causes 
of trouble and remove them before j 
tlicy have reached an acu te s tage. 
Hence the re mus t be provision for fre- j 
quent consul ta t ions of members of the 
league (or exchange of Information, 
for agreement on common policies and 
for tlie g radua l formation of ru les of 
In ternat ional l aw which a t p re sen t a r e 
uncer ta in and Incomplete. 

The represen ta t ives of the g rea t 
free na t ions which won the -war have 
met a t Pa r i s and, after long consulta­
tion, have d r a w n an agreement which 
they -be l i eve 'will accomplish tl iese 
ends . At the very least It wIU se t In 
motion g rea t changes which will re-
Bult In universa l benefit' to a l l . man­
kind. This agreement Is called the 
Covenant of the Leagtie of Nat ions 
nnd It is a p a r t of the peace t reaty . 

T h e r e -will be no leagne wor th talk­
ing about, however, unless the United 
S ta tes Is a meniber. The decision as 
to whether the United S ta tes shall 
Join res ts with our Senate . The Sena­
tors , chosen by tho people, will In t h e 
end vote as tho people desire. For 
tills reason the people themselves 'will 
decide whether or not the United 
S ta tes will Join t h e league. In this 
quest ion every citizen should have a 
voice. He or she can express opinion 
e i ther by wri t ing direct to Senators, 
by le t te rs to the newspapers , by 
speoclies In his lodge or local union or 
lu conversat ion witli friends. •• 

Methods of Maintaining. Peaco. 
Since the pr ime object of the 

League of Nat ions Is to preserve peaco 
—and to r eap the benefits of peace— 
let us see how the league -will opera te 
to accomplish t ha t purpose. 

In the flrst place It will seek to re­
move the main causes of war . By the 
formation of an Internat ional cour t It

set t lement of disputes between na­
tions. Then it will seek to compel tlie 
na t ions to make use of th is court. 
This Is nothing more nor less than an 
application of the rules and customs 
governing pr ivate Individuals In civil­
ized coniinunlttes to the re la t ions be­
tween nations. 

Secondly, the I.,eague will seek to re­
move a great temptat ion to w a r by 
thc general ngreeraent to reduce the 
size of armies and navies. This will 
ha l t the race for mil i tary and naval i 
supremacy which was largely respon­
sible for tho war Just ended. The 
amount of a rmament any nat ion may 
mainta in will be s t r ic t ly defined. 
Thus It will bo Impossible for one 
country to overwhelm Its neighbor by 
unexpected at tack. In the >yay thut 
Germany crushed Belgium nnd would 
havo criished France had no t the other 
democrat ic nat ions gone to ber nld. The 
Idea Is that ench country may koop 
nn armv and nnvy Inrge enough to en­
able I t t o fulfil Its rcsponslbllll lea ns 
a meniber ot the I,enRue,but no larger . 
The United States, for example, prob­
ably would be expected to keep a 
check on Mexico and the s tn te of con­
s tan t turmoil In thnt country would bc 
taken Into consideration In deciding 
how larRO nn army we should need. 

Tho tlilnl Important safeguard 
whicli the I..enRue will sot up Is a sys­
tem of pctinltle.s. Th is will make an 
oullaw of nny nat ion or group of na­
tions which goes to w a r In violation 
of the rules of tho League. Tlie out­

lawed nat ion wIU t>« boycot ted by all 
the o the r members Of t h e League nnd 
wlir find Itself cut off from both busi­
ness and social communlcaUOD' wi tb 
the res t o f ' t h e world. 

How It V^llI P reven t Wara. 
It Is not claimed t l ia t the League of 

Nat ions will do awny with .war alto­
gether . Every possible provision tha t 
h u m a n Intelligence can devise will be 
'made to se t t le In ternat ional disputes 
peaceably. . But should all these meas­
ures full and . two na t ions go to war, 
th is Is. wha t win h a p p e n : 

If both par t ies to t h e dispute have 
observed the rules o t the League, tho 
o the r nations will s t and back and let 
them fight It out. ^yar under such 
clrcum.stuiices Is dlfflcult to Imagine, 
however, because before the angry na­
tions win be allowed to fight In ac­
cordance wltll t h e ru les of the League, 
so much t ime mus t e lapse t ha t In all 
probabili ty the i r ange r will cool nnd 
tlioy will r each nn amicable under­
s tanding. 

W h a t we h a v e to f ea r Is t ha t some 
nat ion wlU go to w a r In defiance of 
the League, xind every precaut ion bas 
been t aken to suppress auch a nation 
by the Immedia te nse of the united 
power of the o ther na t ions . If Inter-
nat lonnl boycott failed to bring her 
to t e rms she would .have to. face a 
combined in te rna t iona l a rmy and 
navy. T h e founders of t h e League be­
lieve tha t t h e mere possibi l i ty of such 
a s i tua t ion 'will p r e v e h t any nation 
from Tlolatlng Ita a g r e e m e n t Does 
anyone think t h a t Germany would 
have begnn w n r five yea r s ago If she 
had known thn t nea r ly all the other 
g rea t powers would combine. against 
lier? 

Doing t h o Wori<l'» >yorIc 
In addit ion t o se t t l ing International 

d isputes peaceably , t h e League of 
Nat ions will provide means for doing 
much of the wor ld ' s work more sys­
temat ical ly and effectively thjtn can 
be done now. when each nat ion Is 
working only for itself. The people 
you know best and l ike, best a re those 
who w o r k wi th yoti on t h e ' s a m e Job. 
I t win bo the s a m e 'way wi th tlie 
na t ions of the fu ture . .The more they 
work together , t h e sooner they will 
C9me to u n d e r s t a n d and like- each 
other . 

For example, t h e League wUl estab­
lish an In te rna t iona l organizat ion for 
t h e bet ter ing of l abor conditions In 
dlf terent countr ies , fo r the protection 
of women and chi ldren and the native 
Inhabi tan ts of civilized and seml-clvU-
Ized countr ies . One of Germany's 
grea tes t cr imes h a s been her barba­
rous t r e a t m e n t Of t h e helpless people 
In some of h e r colonies. One of the 
chief t a sks pf t h e League wlU be to 
look af ter peoples t h a t a re not s t rong 
enough to p ro tec t t t emse lves . 

Tho Leagne .will appoint commis­
sions to t ake cha rge .of various Inter­
national unde r t ak ings so tha t they 
mny be carr ied on i -no t for the beneflt 
of any one n a t l o n / b n t for the beneflt 
of the wliole world. 'Provision wlU bo 
made for promoUbn of fair and equal 
t r ade conditions,"- •' 

These.are only a few of the benefits 
t h e world will der ive from the Leagne. 
As time goes on ^we shal l flnd more 
and more tasks a t which the nat ions 
can work In common, a n d a g rea te r 
number of opportuni t ies t o - r e m o v e 
causes whicli st ir u p Jealousies and 
animosi t ies between-iraces and i ieoples. 

. Objections Answered . 
Of course we cannot hope to m a k e 

the g rea t changes such a s the League 
of Nat ions will b r i ng about without 
opposition. For tuna te ly the war has 
t augh t us the grea t advan tages o f 
Internat ional co-operation. It 'was 
only by good team w o r k t h a t the free 
liberty- loving nations were able to 
w h i p Germany. 

T h e t r ea ty which t h e Uni ted States 
Sena te Is debating obl igates the mem­
bers of tho proposed L e a g u e to pro­
tect one another aga ins t a t tack from 
etiemles outside their own boundaries 
bent upon conquest. Although this 
ag;reement (Article X o f . the - Cove­
n a n t ) Is vital to a n y a r rangement 
which seeks to prevent war, It has 
been a t tacked on the ground that It 
would d raw the United States Into 
w a r s In various parts of the world and 
forco us to send our boys to fight In 
quarre ls which did not concern us. 

We should remember, however, tha t 
the main purpose of Art icle X Is to 
frighten nat ions tempted to wars of 
conquest from yielding t o t h e tempta­
tion, by the certnlnty t h a t they will bc 
crushed If they begin such a war hy 
a universal boycott a n d a union of 
forces of tho world aga ins t them. If 
a big war b reaks out again, the United 
S ta tes will be forced to take pa r t In 
It whether we have a League of 
NaUons or n o t W e tr ied hard enough 
to keep out of the war with Germany 
but found we couldn ' t 

A li t t le w a r contrary to tlie League 
rules could be handled by the powers 
close nt hnnd. Certainly It would not 
be necessarj- to send American troops 
to suppress nn uprising In the Balknns 
when prompt nction by t h e armies nf 
I taly or some other nea rby powerful 
nation could suppress the fracns bo­
forc Amerlcnn trooiis could even get 
s tar ted. 

Great Gain for Small Loss. 
W e hnd to make many sacrlflces to 

win the lnst war and we made them 
willingly beenuse wo knew they woro 
worth while. It will bo the same In a. 
smaller docrco with a League of 
Nations. When tiien form a bu.siness 
pa r tne r sh ip each one h a s to mnko 
concessions to tl.o views and opinions 
of the other memhors of the firm. 
When wo enter t h e Lenguo of 
Nations wo may havo to give up cer­
tain privileges, but thc losses wUl be 
small compared with tho profits. 

Tho United States, wUl not have to 
sacrlflce her independence or right to 
make hcr own decisions. 

T h e eooncll, tbe chief g o r e m l n g 
body of t h e League, canno t t a k e 
action wi thou t unanimous decision of 
Its members and since ' tho Uni tod 
S ta tes win havo a representa t ive in 
tho Council our Interest will be pro­
tected there . We henr It said t h a t tho 
League Is formed for the beneflt of 
Grea t Br i ta in or Jupau or spme o the r 
pne natlpn. ' This Is not t rue . All the 
na t ions will gain by U, no t ' only the 
g rea t natlou,s such us tho Uni ted 
Sta tes , Grea t Britain, F rance , J a p a n 
and I taly, but the little na t ions which 
In t h e p a s t have been oppressed by 
tlielr big neighbors. The In te rna t iona l 
cour t will give un opportuni ty for the 
se t t l ement of old gr ievances which 
have long troubled tho peoples of the 
world. 

I t h a s been said t ha t t h e League 
will In te r fere with the Monroe Doc­
t r ine , bu t the League Covenan t ex­
press ly p ro tec t s tills Dpctr lne . In fact, 
th rpugh t h e Cpvenant tlie Mpnroe Doc­
t r ine receives recognition th roughout 
tbe wor ld and Its pr inciples bccpme 
forever establ ished.

'What does t ha t mean tp the wpmen 
ef the world? I t means t h a t seven 
mllUpn one hundred thousand women 
walked day by day wi th the i r faces 
toward an ppen grave t h a t they might 
give life to a son. I t means t h a t 
seven million one h imdred thousand 
Uttle «*lldren lay in t h e a p n s of a 
mpther whose love had m a d e them 
face even the t e r ro r s of dea th t h a t 
they might become the mothe r s of 
men. 

I t m e a n s t h a t y e a r a f t e r year these 
women had p u t np the i r lives Into the 
lives pf t h e t r sons unti l they had rear­
ed them tP b e men. F o r w h a t ? In 
the hopethar t these sons of thei rs could 
glT* :tO' t h e vrorid t h e th ings for which 
women dream, t h e th ings f o r . which 
wpmen h o p e and p ray and Ipng. These 
w e r e the th lng» t h a t t h e wpmen had 
In - the i r h e a r t * when they gave b i r th 
to the i r sons. 

B u t who can es t imate t h e va lue of 
seven million one hundred thousand 
dead sons of t h e women of t h e world? 
•Who can' e s t imate t h e pr ico w h l d i the 
women have- paid for t h i s w a r ; wha t 
It h a s cost them, not only In t h e death 
of the i r sons, because t h a t Is a phase 
of our w a r to which Wc look. 

Tho.Courafle of Womert . 
•We- l iear our o r a to r s tel l u s of the 

courage of our men. H o w they went 
across the sea. 'Very f ew of them re­
member to tel l us- o f t h e cotirago of 
our women, who. 'a lso 'weiit ac ross t h e 
s e a ; cf the .wpmen 'who died nurs ing 
the sick and w o t u i d e d ; t h e women 
who died In the hospi ta ls , w h e r e t h e 
terr ible bombs came- a n d drove them 
alnipst to madness . They tell u s 
nothing of the fo r ty thpusand Engl ish 
women who went to- work back of the 
t renches In France . 

They tell us- no th lug of t h e thotj-
sands upon thousands upon thonsands 
of women who no t only tolled and 
worked and sla-ved In order t h a t t h e 
war might be successful, but w e do 
not hea r of fhe thousands of women, 
npt alone In Armenia , not a lone In 
Montenegro, not a l o n e fn Sethla , bu t 
In Flanders , In Belgium, In Rumania ; 
In Hussla—tlie t h p u s a n d s of women 
•n-ho He In g r a v e s today, murdered , 
so horribly murde red tha t men da re 
not speak of I t 

And yet wo -women a r e asked w h a t 
we know about t h e League of Na­
t i o n s ; asked w h a t w e can unders tand 
about a League Pf Is'atlpns. Oh men I 
the horrible d e a t h s ; t ho horr ib le lives 
of thousands upoti thousands pf wp­
men today In all t h e s e nat ions, whp 
mus t live, and w h o mus t lopk In the 
faces of children unwelcomed, unde-
slred—of Uttle chi ldren—nnd know 
that these a r e the resu l t of war . 

And then ask women why they 
should be Interested In a league of 
peace? 

Women Suffer Most f r o m W a r . 
If the re Is any bpdy Pf ci t izens In 

the world wbo pnght tP be Interes ted 
In a l eague to u l t imate ly br ing t e t h e 
world peaco It Is thc mothe r s of men, 
and t h e women who suffered as only 
women cnn suffer In the w a r and In 
devas ta ted countr ies . 

And we call upon them, we women 
pf t h e werld call uppn tho men whe 
hnve boon fighting all these ba t t l e s of 
the years , the men who hnve led 
armies, and lod a rmies close to the i r 
deaths . 

W e a re no-w call ing upcn the men 
of the world to In some wny or an­
other find a passage out of the sea pf 
donth. We a re ask ing them tP form 
a loaguo which will br ing hope to the 
women of tho future . If women are 
to hoar sons only t h a t they may die. 
If woifion may not havc hope 
nnd aspi ra t ions for their children. 
If womon mny not d ream tho d reams 
thnt havo In them the hope of the 
highest clvlll7.ntlpns, the h ighes t m p r a l 
and spir i tual life of tho people—If wo­
men may nPt have these In the i r 
h e a r t s a s the m e t h e r s of men, then 
women will cease to desiro to be tho 
mothers of men. And why should 
they nPt? Why shpuld they not?

One h u n d r e d and th i r ty-seven years 

ago whon the first town mee t ing w a s 
called we find tha t perh.aps no town 
in the count ry can claim the dis t inc­
tion of Boxborough. Ten of the men 
elected to flll town ptHces had been 
previously honored by Congress, In 
1S37 the populat ion was 433, Es t i ­
m a t i n g the populat ion at 500 in 17S3 
would m a k e one commissioned ofllcer 
for every fifty of the Inhabi tan t s . T h e 
populat ion of the colonies in 1776 was 
th ree mill ions. 

Congress votod to raise Wa.shlng-
ton 15,000 men. If o the r tow-ns In 
the colonies had furnished per cap i ta 
as many commissioned ofTicers .as Box-
boroiigh Washington would have had 
6,000 commissioned ofilcers and 9,000 
pr ivates .at the end of the Revolut ion . 

In 1861 to 1S65 51 m e n ot Box­
borough responded to tho call of t he i r 
country—seven more t h a n r equ i r ed— 
furnished by the town. None w-ere 
commissioned officers, 

Tho whole amoun t of money a p p r o ­
priated and expended by the tow-n for 
war purposes , exclusive of s ta te aid, 
was $7.046.S7, Tho a m o u n t raised 
and expended by the town d u r i n g t h e 
w-ar for s ta te aid to soldiers ' families 
and which w-as repaid by t h e s t a t e w-as 
;i..'147..=i3. About $200 was raised by 
the ladies of tho town for the Chris t ian 
commission, m a k i n g in ail $8,593.40. 

In m i 7-19 we flnd on t h e Box-
boroii,i,'h roll of honor 23 names , to 
which might h.ave beon added sevon 
moro—I.yman Wothorbee . F r a n k 
Woodward . Paul Vlcts, F r a n c i s Cof­
fey. F r a n k McXamara , I 'hi i ip P., 
I.itchfiold nnd Zenas Lovelace, The 
four la t te r ment ioned w-cnt to Scot­
land with tho N', E. sawmil l unit.s and 
In- Oon. Crowder wcro put in cla.ss V. 
whicil m,-ido thom in tho service. 

That makos in all th i r ty men—sev-
onteon moro tban requ i red—furn i shed 
hy the town. Two wcre commiss ioned 
ofllccrs. A mil i tary record a n y town 
should bo proud of, and yet. In splto 
of the past f.act, t h rough lack of in­
terest or education, Boxborough has 
never sont a m.an to Congres-s. 

Our p r e s e n t ' school sys tem was 
fpundcd In 1787 wi th one school . In 
la te r years It was divided Into four 
school dlatrlcta .as It Is now. If W-c 
wlah our chi ldren to h a v c nn equal 
s t and ing with othera, wo muat a d o p t 
modern methods . 

Tho st.ate law at present aays If we 
raise five dol lars per thousand of tota l 
valu.-illon, t h c s ta te will give do l la r for 
dollar a f te r t ha t . W e mua t ra i se 
$1,616,53 beforo wc can d r a w a dol lar 
from the atate .

On another occasion while In 'Wash­
ington Miss Agulnaldo was given a real 
ovation b y a Filipino-American audi­
ence when she recited ,"My Last Fare­
well," poem of Dr. Jose Rlzal, the Fil­
ipino martyr. 

"Miss Agulnaldo Is a student at the 
University of Illinois, Urbana, 111. 
^Vhlle In 'Washington she was the 
guest of Mrs. Jaime C. de'Veyra, wife 
of one of the resident commissioners 
from the Philippines. The Capitol 
building and the Congressional library 
appealed particularly to the young 
FUIplna, whllo the beautiful sights 
from the 'Washington monument thrill­
ed her with delight. When asked how 
she liked America, ahe smiled and an­
swered : 

"It Is a wonderful country. I didn't 
like winter at flrst, but since 1 have 
learned how to skate I am having flne 
Umes. All the Americans whom I have 
met have been very good to me. My 
triends In Urbana and my classmates 
In the university are just lovely, but 1 
cannot help feeling homesick at times 
because I am missing my father. My 
coming here was Indeed a great sacrl­
flce for him, for we are very close. He 
Is so good to me." 

MISS Agulnaldo Is Intensely patriotic. 
She does not conceal her resentment 
when she hears or reads ot a misrepre­
sentation ot the Filipinos. "It Is un­
fortunate," she once exclaimed in a 
voice full of sadness, "that my country 
and my people are hardly known, much 
less understood, by the people of Am­
erica." 

Politics Is tabooed In any conversa­
tion with this Filipino maid. She 
evades the topic by replying that she 
Is too young to express opinions on 
things political. "All I can say," she 
declares, "Is tliat I share with my 
tather In tho desire for Independence 
for my native land. There Is no ques­
tion about our being able to govern 
ourselves." 

B^lllplnos declare Xllss Agulnaldo has 
a "genuine FUIplna temperament"— 
that Is, she does not believe In the oc­
cidental custom of "dates" between 

I young men nnd wonien. She does not 
I SCO anything wrong In It, she snys, but 
i It is such a violent departure from the 

custom In the PhUippines that sho can­
not adopt It. 

"Tou might laugh nt me," she said, 
"but I cannot go out with one single 
escort unchaperoned. I simply cnn't 
I will go back to my country with tho 
soul of a Fillpina." 

A newspaper in ono of the Inrge Am­
erican cities that Miss Agulnaldo visit­
ed expressed tho opinion that sho 
would no doubt be greatly Impressed 
by the sight of street cars and some of 
the fine residences sho would sec, but 
the truth Is the young lady wns raised 
In Mnnlla, where she has seen nn up-
to-dato street car system all her life.
