To Jho Edltpr:-

The roforbnce In your last' issue to 
tho Paul Revere church bell, with its 
"perfect key of^A," rceails. some per­
tinent tacts concerning the old bell. 

Judge Worcester In his history ot 
Hollis (page 248) says that In 1821 
"a subscription was raised by the 
people of the town of near $740 for 
the purchase of Jt-bell weighing i263 
lbs. and that It was bought and hung 
the same year. This boll proved to be 
of a very flne tone but afterwards It 
waa unfortunately'cr^ck«(d, and taken 
down, and sold, and \tho one now In 
uso procured by a, like subscription 
and hung In Its jpldce.'.' 

Tho old boll •was in-uso till 1855 
when on tho 28th;j;^ay Of April It -was 
noticed that It was. cricked. The tone 
of this bell was exactly on the key of 
A and muslelans sometimes tuned their 
instruments, b y It. -In those days 
Price's hall In the.bullding on the Main 
street corner, burfied before the Cran-
ford Inn was eretited, was the meeting 
place of tho local'slr(glns class., 

Ireneus Frankilh;of;Nashua w a s the 
teacher, and "whenSeajrIy through with 
the lesson, as the'bell was-.belnf '.'ung 
tor nine o'clock,.he would often stop 
short saying: "Sechow. we have flatted 
from the key, for' the bell never tells 
a, l ie." ••..;-"^' i.:' .-o.i -:!^yo •, 

To those near .-Jjy'thft Vblume", of 
-sotind made-'by-^heiNoSa'ibeU '-illd-ijqt' 
seem'as great as that ptvduced b y the' 
present bell, but Its sbund penetrated 
much further and under , favorable 
conditions could bo heard as'far away 
as the Mason hills. The people at 
Mason con.sidered It the herald of an 
approaching storm when they could 
hear the HolUs boll. 

"E. J. C," a correspondent of tho 
Hoills Times twenty years ago. appears 
to have had :i personal acquaintance 
with the OKI ijell, trom whom these 
facts aro gleaned. He says also that 
"The old bell was hung on a wooden 
yoke and wa.s not very well balanced, 
being rnuch harder to ring than the 
present' onc. A short fleshy man 
named Kennedy. ,i tailor by trade, who 
lived on the east side Ot the Common 
'bid oft' the ringing of the bell one 
sprlng,-and it furnished much amuse­
ment for the l)oys to see him with 
coat and vest off often in a \'ain en­
deavor to 'set tlio boir." 

Among the singing school pupils 
were some of tho Tenney girls, one of 
them l)ein.g rny mother, and she often 
spoko of the mu.sical tone of tho old 
boll and toid an interesting story of 
Its history aftor It left Hollis. It was 
with regret that the bell was given 
lip. It was believod to be ruined. It 
was cracked for about three inches, 
running in a str.Tight line from the 
projecting rim. which gave It a r.-vsp-
ing sound, entirely destroying Its origi­
nal tone. In tho trade for a new bell 
it was counted as old metal, and a 
sinall sum per pound was allowed. 
From subsetiuent events It appears, 
however, that the old bell was really 
worth more than tho new bell, and It 
Is not improbable that the dealer was 
aware of the fact. 

This stor>' was often told by thoso 
who were memliers of the singing 
school held in Price's hall, arid there 
a,re doubtless many HoUIs people of a 
later generation who aro familiar with 
It. Amonfe tho boys of that .singing 
cUiss was Charles I'arkor, who In the 
early seventies wii!! a p.assonger con­
ductor on what was then known ns 
the Boston & Providence railroad. One 
d.ay, when his train was running 
through that part ot Boaton known 
as "the Back Bay district, he hoard, as 
he passed from ono car to-another, the 
familiar tone of thc old Hollls bell. 
Thero was no ml.'^taklng the koy ot 
"A." He could not believe it was the 
samo boll bocauso ho knew it had 
been sold .'xs old mct.al nearly twenty 
years before. Ho concluded that it 
w.as another boll on tho.same key, and 
yet it had such a fascination for him 

.th.at every day on his run out ot Bos­
ton hc tarried on tho car platform, 
while thc clock In tho church tower 
struck fhe hour ot five. Thc sound ot 
that boll was In his ears after the city 
was left far behind, bringing to his 
mind boyhood scenes that •were pleas­
ant mcmorie.'?. Finally ho waa filled 
with tho belief that It really w.as the 
Hollls bell, and one day when oft duty 
ho followed the sound and actually 
found It In a modern church edifice. 
Tho ragged wlges of ' the bre.ak had 
been filed away, restoring Ita old 
molody, nnd today Its tones nro re­
sounding through the city streets Juat 
as they sounded to our fathers and 
grandfathers across tho flelds and hills 
ot Hollls noarly a ccjitury ago.

T h e Fr iendly VUl tors a r e 
simply t h e ' big communi ty t e a m s of 
canvasse r s , especial ly t ra ined by t h e 
In te rchurch Movement , bu t supplied 
b y ' t h e local churches , who cover t h e 
en t i re city in t h e work of col lect ing 
da ta . They a r e called Fr iendly Vis ­
i tors so t h a t everyone 'will unde r s t and 
t h a t their pvirpose, and the object ot 
the -whole en te rp r i se , is fundamen­
tally friendly. 

It Is an u n d e r t a k i n g of good will , 
wi th friendly a s s i s t ance to the com­
munity , as i t s a im, by m e a n s of 
sensible, p rac t i ca l methods—al l for 
the purpose of m a k i n g P r o t e s t a n t i s m 
more bus iness - l ike , m o r e progress ive . 

The block su rvey de te rmines t h e 
h u m a n and physical charac te r of 
every block In t h e city.

Pastoral Ixsttor. 
To my people: Dear Frionds— 
The matter ot church attendance is, 

in one way or another, the shame ot 
the churches without exception. Oc­
casionally one runs across the poor 
wretch who goes to church without 
f.all because his superstitious imagina­
tion picturcs a hell whose jaws aro 
yawning to take him In if he doesn't. 
Far moro common aro those who, 
-ivhile not exactly afraid, yet believe 
that thcy will accumulate credit In 
tho next world If they go to church 
regularly In this. In all place.<! and 
all time.s, however, there have, been 
those, freo from superstitious fears 
and .a calcuL-vting selflshncss, who havo 
regularly .attended the church ot thcir 
choice as one ot the great privileges 
ot life. 

Experience shows, unfortunately, 
that the old motives of tear and sclt-
intercst are far moro powerful than a 
sense of prlj-llege to Induce people to 
po to churoh. Tho dismay ot all 
churchmen is that .as people arc eman­
cipated from their superstitions and 
purged of their self-interest they 
forthwith fall oft In their church at­
tendance. This rulo works among all 
religious people. Compare, for ex­
ample, the attendance In orthodox and 
liberal Jewish housci, ot worship. 

'We must, It would appear, mako up 
our minds to accept conditlqn.s. for 
the present, as we find thern. We 
must continue to teach that there is 
one and only ono true argument for 
church .attendance—tho worth of di­
vine worship Itsolf." In this connec­
tion wo need io make It very plain 
that, s4nco public worship Is a Cor­
porate affair, every worshipper by his 
presence adds something to the vnluo 
ot tho son^lco tor everybody prescnt.-

'Wo must realize that In our refusal 
to appeal to fear and . self-interest 
antl In our determination to stake 
everything on tho argument of tho 
worth of divine wor.ihlp Itself we are 
accepting a handicap. It's a long, 
slow task to teach mon and women 
the Idea of church attendance tor Its 
own sake. If rcllglph Is to hold Its 
o-svn this must bo dono and- tho sooner 
It is dono tho bettor. ^ 

If a congregation'Is to continue Its 
existence'It must appreciate Its priv­
ileges and rcsnond to the correspond­
ing duties. , '. Perhaps tho prophecy 
may bo tulflilod that church union will 
como aboiilby the gathering togethor 
In ono placo of tho.remnant of thoso 
In the various churches who, llko the 
P<ialml8t( were glad a t tho thought of 
going Into tho hou«« of the l«rd, '

Recal l ing the 
flgures ot Wash ing ton and Lincoln, 
he urged all wi th in the sound of his 
voice to accept t he se g rea t le.iders as 
pa t te rn ci t izens In t h e m a t t e r ot both 
life nnd ac t ion , "Thcso m e n , " ho 
said, "were m a s t e r s ot the i r circum­
s tances , never t h e \-lctlms. As one looks 
over the count ry today and. sees its 
i r r i ta ted and i r r i table condition, one 
feels t ha t many men who ought to 
be self-possessed a r e somehow losing 
that flne control ot the i r powers and 
faculties which is necessarj- to the 
poised, capable and loyal citizen, and 
tha t we aro In g rea t danger as a na­
tion of becoming, not the lord but tho 
miserable vict im of our c i rcumstan­
ces. 

"Jt is for us , however, to face -R-lth 
ca lmness and not -with panic or hys­
ter ia thc s i tua t ion as -R-O find it, with 
the assurance tha t our problems aro 
no g rea t e r and no moro Intr icate 
than thoy -were In tho past , .ind tha t 
if we havo the courage, we havo Just 
as much •power and ability to deal 
with thc ques t ions wh ich confront 
us for solution as our forotathors 
had." 

Bishop Lawrenco took for thc text 
ot his remark-s a t tho mee t ing tho re ­
cent repor t of tho S ta to Commission 
on the nocess. ir ies ot lite, and showed 
tha t a d i rec t r e la t ionsh ip exists be­
tween tho high cost ot living and 
Chris t ian ideals . In t ha t a proper 
sense of s townrdsh lp would make us 
all eager to produce .and to work.

Xhat Is w h a t yon would call fancies 
about the Phi l ippines . The fact Is, 
however, t h a t t he 11,000,000 Fil ipinos 
and the i r ances to r s have been civilized 
and Chr i s t i ans for 300 y e a r s ; tha t the 
non-Chrlst lan population, according to 
the census of 1018, Is only 500,000, and 
even these a ro not all uncivilized. 

Another fancy Is tha t not until the 
coming of tho Americans were school 
buildings seen In thc Islands, r oads 
built, or subs tan t ia l houses erected. 
.Do you know t h a t for hundreds of 
years the Fi l ip inos have had colleges 
and schools and t h a t - t h e 'Dnlvorslty of 
Santo Tomas Is only twenty-flve yea r s 
older than H a r v a r d ? T h a t as ear ly a s 
18G0, out of a populat ion of 4,000,000 
people, there w e r e 841 schools for boys 
and 833 for gi r l s? Tha t In 1892, eight 
years before t h e coming of the Ameri­
cans, the re were 2,137 schools? 

"To g ran t self-government to Luzon 
under Agulna ldo would be like grant ­
ing se l f -government to an Apache res­
ervation u n d e r some local chief." T h u s 
spoke a fo rmer P re s iden t of the tJnlted 
S ta tes dur ing the FlUplno-Amerlcan 
war. E i a g g e r a t l o n could be nn excuse 
at a t ime when t h e dignity of the Am­
erican people demanded the extinction 
of Fi l ipino opposit ion, but do you know 
tha t the Ph i l ipp ine Republic, before the 
American occupat ion of the Is lands , 
had the approva l of prominent Ameri­
cans who were on the spot—like John 
Barre t t , D i rec to r of the Pan-American 
Union, who compared it favorably wi th 
the J a p a n e s e g o v e m m e n t ? Tha t Ad­
miral Dewey considered the Fil ipinos 
be t te r fitted for self-government than 
the Cubans? T h a t they had drafted a 
const i tut ion a t Malalos which elicited 
the approval of dist inguished Repub-

I llcans l ike the l a t e Senator George F . 
Hoar? T h a t before the coming of the 
Americans they had produced nat ional 
heroes l ike the mar ty red Jose Rlzal, 
pronounced by a Republican congress­
man. Rep re sen t a t i ve Cooper, a s tho 
noblest vict im t h a t has ever fallen Into 
the c lutches of t y r anny? 

And do you know that the Fil ipinos 
have not had for hundreds of years any 
caste sys tem, blood distinction or royal 
families, and tha t , unlike thei r or iental 
sisters, they a ro the only Chris t ian peo­
ple in the or ien t? 

People have pic tured .an ignorant 
mass of Fi l ip inos , I l l i terate, poor, liv­
ing a life of serv i tude for a few 
wealthy land owners and foreigners, 
with no houses o r farms or proper ty 
of their own. Do yon know tha t 70 
per cent, of the people above ten years 
of age can read and wr i te and tha t th is 
percentage of l i t e racy Is almost a s high 
as somo of tho s t a t e s of tho Union? 
Tba t It Is h igher than In any country 
of South America , higher than tho lit­
eracy of the Span i sh people, and un­
quest ionably above tha t of any of the 
new countr ies recognized in Europe? 
Do you know t h a t there are a million 
and a h a l t f a r m s in the PhlllppineB 
and tha t 96 per c e n t of these fa rms 
are owned by Fil ipinos. In o ther words , 
tha t ont of t h e 11,000,000 Chris t ian 
Filipinos, 8,000,000 of them at least live 
on their own farms, with houses of 
their own. Independent of any absentee 
landlord or foreign mas te r? T h a t 91 
per c e n t of the urban proper ty con-
•iifltinK of hou.ses and lands Is owned 
)y the na t ives of tho Phil ippines, and 
Ully 9 p e r cent. Is In the hands of for­
eigners?
