To tbe .Edi tor : 

Will you kindly publish this reply to 
a lettor of R. M. Shaw, which appeared 
in th i s paper on .\.pril 17. 

For Mr. Shaw's commendation, which 
I t rus t is s incere, I thank him. For his 
condemnation in the form of misstate­
ments and asser t ions , which are far 
from the t ru th . I forgive him because 
of his lack of knowledge and his f;iil-
ure to verify w-hat he says he is im­
pelled to w-rite. 

To Mr. Shaw and tho several good 
citizens for •whom he says he speaks. 1 
would give some facts for them to con­
sider and a t the same t ime say thai the 
chasing of w-ill-o'-thc-wisp-, which oniy 
leads •to ha l luc ina t ions , fantasi.-s and 
wild imaginings la a waste of energy 
and accomplishes noth ing . I t is facts 
and records w-hich determine The re.al 
situation, w-hiie mere words or asser­
tions carry no w-eight, but always prove 
thernseives to be tK)omerangs. 

Not a citizen nor individual in Gro­
toh or elsew-herc h a s ever paid rne one 
cent or more for coal before it was 
shipped from the mines . Not a citi-/.en 
nor iiidividual has ever paid me for one 
ton or more of coal for • .weeks or 
months before it was delivered. The 
consumers of coal do not furnish me 
with money w-ithouf Interest with 
which to dis t r ibute coal and to carry 
on my business. It ia t rue that in 
one or two Ins tances - th l s -win tc r there 
has been a delay in delivering coal 
after it had been p.ald for, due entir.-ly 
tO tr.ansportalion t rouble or causes b^--
yond my control. There never has been 
xi moment, however, -when a consum.-r 
who had paid for co.al, which was not 
delivered, could not have his money re­
turned by sinijily a s k i n g for )t. and a 
few people a\-alied themselves of this 
iust and proper oppor tuni ty . 

At no time has a consumer, w-ho liad 
placed an order for coal, been oliiiged 
to take it if for any reason he did 
not w-ant it. The consumers of coai 
had but two th ings to do to receive 
coal from me: F i r s t , they Iiad to tile 
w-ith me n coal o rder for such coal as 
they reciuired du r ing the ye.ar. because 
this was the only w a y that I could ilnd 
out how- much coal to cont rac t fot- with 
the mines companies: second. t;iey had 
to pay for the co.al before it was de­
livered and yo insure themselves that 
they would get the coal w-hen it a r ­
rived. If these are a rb i t r a ry terms 
without compens.atlng amends upon my 
part, as coai d is t r ibutor , then 1 ad-.-ise 
the citizens w-lio entert.ain this thought 
to obtain their coal from some otiier 
source. The compensa t ing .amends 
w-hich the consumers receive are as fol­
lows: As coa! d i s t r ibu tor 1 obtain con­
t rac ts for coai wi th the mini-s com­
panies and g u a r a n t e e to pay for tiie 
coal within a cer ta in number of days 
irrespective of w-hether or not the coal 
has boen received. Order enough coa! 
so that every coal o rder placed w-ith 
me w-ill be tilled if the consumer wan t s 
it .and the mines can ship it. Contract 
to take the coal from the cars and de­
liver it in tho bins of the con-sumers. 
Allot the co.al equi tably. kee-i .accurate 
records of ail coal deliveries, keep rec-
ordxS of .all ears of coal and the demur­
rage, .as w-el] .as .a weighing account, 
hesides invest ing my own money and 
taking care of tho bank ing end of the 
business, not to ment ion the time and 
expense involved In keeping in touch-
with tho coal s i tua t ion and the mines 
companies w-ith w-honi I have contracts . 

Kor my services I expected to receive 
a commission of twenty cents per net 
ton for ail coal delivered, but 1 have 
actual ly received 16'/i cents per net ton. 
Kven Mr. Shaw- admi t s that tw-enty 
cents per net ton as a commission ,,r 
profit is ridlcnlouflly low-. 

Had r gone into the coal buslnev-s .-is 
a coai dealer, instead of beeominr- a 
coal dis t r ibutor , coal In Groton would 
havo lieen much h igher and I should 
have m.ado .a dea ler ' s legit imate proflt. 
In other words, the ciUzens of Groton 
have had the h.'nellt of mv acting as 
r.xxii di.«trIbutor, not as a co.al dealer. 
They have had co.al allotted to them 
fairly and w-lthout fear or favor, as the 
coal records of each consumer show, 
and all of tlieae records are availahlo 
to any co.al consumer w-ho has a de­
sire to inspect them. 

Owlnr to the w-.av the coal has been 
handled in Groton, the citizens have re­
ceived coal .at .a low-er price than It wns 
soiling elsewhere, .and ' .-is compared 
w-lth tow-ns s imilar ly s i tuated the price 
per net ton has been from fifty cents to 
one doll.ar low-er. 

Before t.aking up the distr ibution of 
coal In Groton I notified the people in 
a circular le t te r upon jus t w-hat con­
ditions I w-aa wi l l ing to carry on this 
work, and my reasons for assuming this 
duty. Tho condi t ions were to bc tho 
s,amo na those w-hlch existed under the 
fuel admlnistr.ation, and thoy have been 
adhered to from tho beginning. Thero 
wa« no th ing blind nor uncer ta in about 
the rules and regu la t ions under w-hlch 
I wns wil l ing to d i s t r ibu te -coa l , and 
they were just , fair, wise and equi table 
to all al ike, a s experience has positively 
proven. 

'As Mr. Shaw- s a y s he does not know-, 
r take pleaaure in Informing him that 
thc prepayment for coal does In a 
-measure lower the cost of coal because 
ho bad debts a re contracted, as would 
be the caao if a n y othor method w-ns 
followed. The h is tory of- the coal btisi­
ncss In Oroton previous to the w-nr is 
the only reaaon w-hlch It is nccesoary 
to montlon to prove this at.atcmcnt to 
be a correct one.

on a quc-.-̂ t ot civil and religious liberty. 
Mr. Merriam .summed up his address 
by the pithy word ot advice concerning 
tiio good things of life,-"Get all you 
can but don't can all you get."

Mr. and Mrs, Winches t e r werc-alono 
In the houso a n d a t 4.15 he rose from 
his bed and- wen t to the ba throom, 
t'lfteen minutes l a t e r Mrs. Winches te r 
ho.ard the report , of a revolver and 
wont a t once to her, husband, but when 
she reached h im ho was dead. 

The body was viewed "by Medical 
Examiner Nor ton of F i tchburg and 
af terwards given ove r to the under ­
takers . The examina t ion ot Dr. Nor­
ton disclosed t h e t a c t tha t Mr. Win­
chester had Lately, often complained 
of severe h e a d a c h e s and In var ious 
ways showed a sp i r i t b tdep res s ion , I 'n -
doubtedly this caused h im to end his 
life.

Afterward ho -went to Wakefleld, : then 
to Shirley and c a m c to Lunenburg In 
1894, where he bought a farm, and 
carried on tx g reenhouse , m a r k e t - g a r ­
dening and fruit cul ture , a business tor 
which ho was well fltted, and in which 
his plants, vegetables , etc., were the 
delight of all his pa t rons . A few years 
ago he sold tho farm, buil t a., new 
house on t h e Leomins t e r road and en­
tered the poul t ry buslnes.s. Three 
years ago he purchased the Samuel 
Hnrtwell place on Howard street In the 
north par t of the town, where hc h.as 
since resided, and where he dlod. 

Ho is survived by a widow nnd two 
children. George S., who lives on West 
street, and a d.aughter, Mrs. Her tha 
l'''r:incls. 

The funoral w.as held a t his l.ate 
homo on T h u r s d a y a t t e rnoon and w-ns 
priv.ate. .

He was intending, ho-w-
ever, to leave the service the coming 
June and his approaching marriage 
had been announced. 

About two weeks ago hLs mother, 
Mrs. Bell, left Boston for Los Angeles, 
Cal,, to visit her sister, Mrs. Ella 
.Wright Hoswell, knowing that L ieut 
Bell w a s to mako thc flying trip to 
Ciillfornia for the government soon, 
and planning to be there to soe him. 
Their plans were fulfilled and he spent 
two days with his mother and aunt, 
just previous to his return trip to 
Texiis. which proved so fatal. On the 
arrival ot the news of his ilo.-ith Mrs. 
Bell at once h.istcned to the scene In 
Arlzon.a, and Is remaining there whllo 
elTorLs are being made to Hnd the body. 

According to dlspivtchos the facts are 
about -as follows: While Llout. Bell 
wa.s going from California to San An­
tonio. Texas, on nn aerial photographic 
mission for the government, he wns 
drowned In the Colorado river, near 
"i'uma, Ariz. In attempting to pa.ss un­
dor a hlKh bridge that spans the rivor. 
whllo going at tho rate of* 100 miles, 
an hour, hc did not see the entangle­
ment of wire.-?., beneath'j.tho structure, 
and tho machlnelw'asi hurled down Into 
the w.lter. Landing upside down. There 
wcro six other planes In .his formation 
but thoy could .ren'der no nld. It Is 
st.a.ted that LIfcut. Boll succeeded In ex­
tricating himself.from tho cockpit, but 
was drowned bofore he" could Teach 
thc .surface. Tho latest Intelligence 
(Wednesday) states that divers are 
now at work to loiiate tho body. '

Warden Shattuck needed no intro­
duction, ns he is A. Pepperell man 
originally, and still-In senthpeftt.' "In 
an Infortnal way ho spoke of tho 
changes at tho Charlesto-n-n, ftrlaon 
since ho became warden. Hfe Stated 
that his wprking principle had'lfce'fi tti, 
meet the men thc1-o-on' the basis o f 
BO-50. Among other Innovations In­
troduced by h im -was thc Sunday i.t-
tbrrtoorefchtertainmonts,whlclr.the meh' 
w e r e - allowed to attend without the 
presence of thc usual guard.

beon glad t o po-onerate and give their 
services for these entertainments. He 
also cited the changes that had been 
made In the dress, the former striped 
suits, having given place to the neat 

ray uniform, and the Inmates no long­
er are obliged to submit to the close 
clipped hair as formerly. 

Mr. Shattuck gave opportunity for 
questions, and one of the first was 
concerning the famous J e ^ c Pomeroy, 
whp has a record of forty-flve years In 
prison.. His sentence of solitary con­
flnement w a s commuted a few- years 
ago and he is now allowed to mingle 
with iothon-prisoners and to work in 
the shop. Mr. Shattuck regards him as 
having developed into a rather unusual 
character. H e spoke particularly of 
his studious habits, his ability to road 
and write in four languages being the 
result. Ho has w-rltten some fairly 
good poetry and some prose. 'Mr. Shat­
tuck stated that the incident of thc 
escape of the prisoner, Mr. Snow; about. 
Thanksgiving time, did not wenken his 
fiiith in the "trusties," as Mr. Snow 
had previously had abundant oppor­
tunity for just what he did do—to go 
out, and walk the streets once more, 
an i^have a ride in an auto. He had 
been a trusty and given work as book­
keeper ih the guardroom for flve years, 
but never taken advantage, until he be­
came obscessed with the idea of a few 
hours' freedom, for -which he is now-
paying dearly In the curtailment of 
many of his former liberties. He was 
back in the Jail the next morning, it 
wlll be remembered making n'> resist­
ance to returning with the.ofh-irs . 

'The decrease in prison population 
was given by Mr. Shattuck from 800 to 
500 at Charlestow-n, and many of the 
smaller jails closed. His able, practical 
talk w-as appreciated to the full. 

Mr. Shattuck introduced Chaplain 
Whitney, w-ho, he said, would give the 
story of- l i fe in •'irison. The speaker 
•showed his close personal knowledge 
of his subject, which was orofusely Il­
lustrated by the stereopticon, showing 
the exterior and interior o' the prison, 
tho cells, the men while at work, the 
chapel for their religious exercises aind 
ehtertalnments, thc hospital, the cath­
olic pastor, the wardon and assistant 
warden. Finally he showed the pic­
ture of the electric chair which he 
said, however, had not been used since 
Mr. Shattuck had boon warden. His 
remarks were forceful and many-of 
them enlightening, and both gentlemen 
w-ere given a sincere vote of thanks lit 
the close of tho mo.-st Instructive even­
ing. 

Clipping. . 
Thc following i.s taken from the 

Arizona Surt-of Saturday, April 24: 
Lieut, Charles F. Bell, ot tho United 

States aviation service, lies at the bot­
tom of tho Colorado river, tn. spite of 
the efforts w-hich,. were made yesterday 
to recover his-'body from the 'dirtv 
depths of- the--eolorado. Lieut. Bell 
fell into the river la.st Thursday after­
noon. . After the crash of the'iSlane 
Into fhd .wafer Corp. Coble fought his 
way ro,--the surface and w-as rescued 
from a w-atery grave. The army plane 
remained' on the surface btit it few 
.seconds and then disappeared from 
sight, taking with ll ,Lieut. Bell. 

Yesterday local United State soldiers 
attempted to bring the body to tho 
.shore. Yuma Indians were used In 
trying to locate the plane, but at best 
their efforts w-ere crow-nod with but 
iittle success. As it was ImposslbTe to 
see anything underneath the w-ater be-

au.so of tlle silt and mud In tho w-jiter, 
work could only.bo dono by touch. 

•i'csterday afternobn a part of the 
fuselage o f tho sunken plane- w a s 
brought to the shore, but tho part of 
the plane in -n-hlcb Lieut. Be l l -was 
.strapped has not yet been brought to 
light. Contact w-.a.s maintained a 
;;rcatcr part of the afternoon with the 
pi.ano by those on tho shore by means 
of a grappling hook. Whether'.the 
body of Lieut. Bell %vill ever hi re­
covered is still a matter of conjecture. 
\yiseacres who claim to know the Col-
fnado river from the past state that 
tho body w-ili not be recovered, while 
local U . S . army authorities are hope-
uil that-the plane .and Llout. Bell'Avlll 
be brotight to fhe surface this morn­
ing,' • - - - ••

of aviators late yestcrdav, nfternoon 
w-as to- the- effect that Lieut. Bell' was 
one •bf tho-most con^ierv-atlvc filers in 
the'sbiithweat. He w-.-is an instructor 
In fly^K during the w-ar: had had up 
to his tf'drisfer to Yuma ^omovSOO 
hours of flying. wJiich'Is far above the 
average B f ^ . S. army aviators. Lieut. 
B e l H a t t h o Umts'St the accident had 
juit'c^Jfiiilfited a return trip from Los 
Anisrfcles t̂, Ho circled the eltv, once, ovi-
•lelstli'/Kff^ei-vctflng to come down from 
the.high altitude at which ho-iiraii t'rav-
olirig ond It) order t o get low elid^jgh 
to take the ground. 
. A s he .wfts .flying over Yuma h i s en­

gine refused to work and ho ha'd to 
.land aa best ho might. Evidently ho 
decided to try tho Hver rather than 
tho city of Yuma, where he no doubt 
would have wrecked his plane against 
one Of'the many building's.

Tho mbther of Xleiit. Boll was noti­
fied of the death of her son and ar­
rived in Yuma late last night. 

AH (lay long there w<u a large crowd 
on tho bluff abovo tho river bolow tho 
Southern Pacific, bridge, and on' the 
bridge itself. -TJie aeroplane accident 
of Thursday w a s the flrst major acci­
dent. In the history of aviation in 
Yuma, nnd tho .morbid curious are 
flocking the water's edge watching 
tho work go on. 

It may be' of Interest to know that 
Lieut. Bell w a s born in Nashua, twen­
ty-four years ago and lator l ived- in 
PeppereU about twelve years, attend­
ing the -Pepperell schools therefore 
having many classmates and friends in 
town. The two days previous to the 
tlmo of tho. accident he spent with his 
mo»hcr in "Los Angeles. Cal., nnd was 
on his way back to San Antonio, Tex­
as, whero he was stationed at the time 
of his death.
