Conservation, .

My theme today ig the, value of coal
ashes in road-making.

The drive-way on the north side of
my house is topped to a considerable
depth with ‘coal ashes. It i used by
tﬁe auto which bring meat ‘groceries,

conl, etc, to the house.® It is also
used for parking, autog belonging to
friends ‘who come to the town' hall
Durlng this spring:&nd also in other
years,” no matter . how wet the dirt
roads are, no perceptible dent is made
on ‘the road and nothing that can be
called & rut., Sp far as'I can judge
the dirt roads in town, aven those that
have no heavy trucks using them, have
all of them deep ruts in the spring
of the year.

A large number of householders all
over town have each spring a greater
or less amount of coal ashes, most of
which they cannot use and are put to
some trouble or expcense to get rid of
them. .Besides, the town has in all its
schoolhouses and in the town hall coal
ashes that have to be removed {rom
the cellars at some expense to the
town,

In these later davs I do not drive
over as 'many of the roads as_ 1 did
formerly, but.-I have no recollection of
sceing any coal ashes spread upon any
road in Groton over which I have rid-
den. In front-of the towm 'hall, and
at the head of the street south of the
town hall, leading to the station, wa-
er stands more or less during every
rainstorm and deep mud lasts after
every rain for some hours. During
many. years I have seen-the. old - dirt
removed and fresh gravel fllled in
with the vain effort to remedy the dif-
ficulty. It is as muddy today after a
rain as it has been in other years.
During all these years no cffort has
‘been made to utilize the. coal ashes
which presumably, {f a nulsance on
‘one stde of the street would be a sue-
cess on the other side of the street,
eliminating cost ‘of gravel and cart-
age, as the coal ashes have to be re-
‘movod tsom cellars and dumped, and
cartago woulq be saved not only on
the gravel used but also ‘on the.ashes
used near the hall, as usually~they are
carted away frotn the vicinity of the
hall. T .

On Hollg street there are places
where the mud 18 much deeper than on
tho street generally. Many of these
places are between the Boutwell school
and the town hatll. The cost of gravel
would bp saved, or if thestown owns
gravel pits, the gravel would be saved
and mileage would be less between the
town hall and Boutwell school than
between gravel pit and Hollis' street.
I have no doubt but that coal ashes
could be procured from many house-
holders without coat and used to ad-
vantage on the dirt roads. I do not
claim that coal ashes make the best

Proads, but:I do ¢laim that of many of

the dirt roads. in QOroton the cost of
material is lexs, nlso cost of cartage
less ag” miaterinl is near at hand, I
also claim that this materlial is much

of ecraping thé sldes of the road of
dirts already used many times with
only.a slight covering of gravel.

It is noticeable that between side-
walk and street on my north drive-
way the road is slightly washed. This
‘could bo remedicd if Y had mixed
‘coarso salt with the coal ashes. Asbes
‘and salt wet down thoroughly with
water will make a roadwany much
hnrdcr than coal ashes ‘alone.
