HIGH TEMPERATURES

The greatest field of research offered
tor sclentists is experimentation with
the higher temperatures. Between the
temperature-of the surface of the sun,
estimated at 6000 degrees Centigrade,
and absolute zero, estimated at minus
273° Centigrade, very little hag ever
been discovered. The field of research
has been practically restricted to.725°,
or between the temperature of liquid
air—minus 200°—and the first visible
red of heated fron—plua 526°.

We know that at a temperature ot
1000° Centigrade 29 metals become
liquid; at, 1069° gold fuses; tungsten
melts at 3000°; tho temperature of
the olectric arc is 3729°, and hore be-
gins the great unknown in the world
of heat. The hottest thing on carth
is the eloetrlc furnace, with a temper-
aturo of'ncarly 3730°, 'In this intense
heat even the diamofa can bo melted
and bolled lke water.” But this Is
barely halt way to the temperature of
