Last week Fr!dny morning about
threo o'clock the whistle on the Abbot,
Worsted Co. mill at Brookside sounded
the fire alarm and the engine of &
passing, frelght train from Ayer to
Lovwell also sounded the fire alarm
and the bell on the village church. at
West Chelmsford rang the fire alarm
for the village church, which was to-
tally destroyed by flre.
