REGEIVES BIG GIFT -

" FROM COTTON MEN

Bay State Mills to Spln Raw Cotton
Into Cloth for Shivering Orphan
Children of Armenia.

Alonzo E. Wilson, national field di-
reotor of Near East Rellef, who was
in Boston this week for a conference
with the officers of the Natfonal As-
soclation of Cotton Manufacturing,
announces that the American Cotton
Assoclation has just made a gift of
$150,000 worth of raw cotton to Near
East Rellef for the beneflt of its des-
titute children in the countries where
the Hoover committee does not op-
erate. This cotton is to be made into
cloth in Massachusetts mills, or ex-
changed for goods already manufac-
tured. Mr, Wilson sald in a state-
ment to the press: “We ure in need

of two million yards of cotton cloth.
We are feeding several thousand refu-
gees, and our military ovens in Con-
stantinople are working day and night
and turning out 30,000 loaves of bread
a day. We are collecting great stores
of corn, flour and canned goods, some
of the latter put up in New England.
Many of the refugees are reduced to
a made-over American flour sack as
their chief garment. The government
has offered us a large storing space
in the warehouses at the military base
in Boston.”

The Massachusetts committee, of
which Augustus P. Loring of Boston
is chairman, has sent a letter to all
the clergymen of the state, asking
them to make Passion Week, March
20 to 27, one of special sacrifice and
offering for the children of .Armenia.

“So tragic has the situation be-
come,” writes Dr. Willlam A. Bartiett "
the state director, “that the national
committee has voted to request this

sacrificial week.”

It is suggested that the “Invisible
Guest” dinner of the Hoover commit-
tee, which raised so much money for
the children of Austria, Germany and
Poland, be matchéd with a “Child in
the Midst” supper, to precede the
week of sacrificial offering, for the
children of the Near East.

“The widows and orphans of Ar-
menia have been praying continually
since the armistice was signed,” says
the appeal, “and the only visible an-
swer to their prayers has been the
great relief expedition—ambulances,
food trucks and more than 500 trained

The fear of poverty is not in itgelf

‘& bad thing. It may become the mother

of thrift. It ucts as a spur to en-
deavor, and some men, ke some
‘Rorses, do best under the spur., Pov-

erty is not ulways an unmixed evil, In
fact, it 15 and hus been looked upon ay
one of the distinctive Christlan vir-
tues, althvugh there seems to be rath-
er a feeble desire to practice this par-
ticular grace. Greed, on the other hand,
Is always bad. It is plainly the out-
cropplng of the hog in human nature,
saye Dr. Charles A. Eaton in Leslle's.
It 18 the fear of poverty run umuck. It
is illustrated by the drunkurd who
often had too much but never got
enough., Greed ls at the bottom of
wmost of our troubles today and has
been equally fruitful of evil in every
age and among evety class. We cun
never come to permanent soclal peace
while the fear of poverty embitters
one-half the people and greed drives
the other halt to self-destruction. Nor
wil it get us anywhere to infect the
whole population with the greed gerin
and turn soclety into a gloritied trough.

Patlence s one of thouse graces of
the spirit that Is indispensable to the
Christian character, There is a whole
hook of the Bible devoted to thls grace
But outside of all religlous consldera-
tion, in its techmlcul sense, patlence is
one of the most practical and effective
of the virtues. It does a great deul to-
ward the making of a true man. It in-
dicates a strength and poise of churuac-
ter that give one falth in the man who
reflects this virtue, says Ohlo State
Journal. One cannot have faith in a
man who is constantly frettlng and
fuming. It shows him to be a sort of
feather driven about by the wind and
fmpossible to tie to. Religlon without
patlence Is a diluted article. Cltizen-
ship is very much concerned {n this
grace. The {mpatient citlzen is al-
ways getting hlmself and others in
trouble. He has vot a particle of re-
spect for the axioms of life, and s
therefore wavering, {nconstant and un-
rellable. He must needs be watched,
and if be i3 a religlous min, his rell-
glon s to be doubted. -
