School Building Question.

The school committee are planning
on calling a special town meecting
very soon to sce what action the
town will take in regard to building
a schoolhouse at Brookside and one
at  Forge Village. The village of
Brookside has grown to the size of a
new and modern school building since
the Abbot Worsted Company became
owners of the Brookside mills, At
present there is no school building
in the villagé and the scholars are
transported to Westford Center, a
distance averaging three miles, The
situation at Forge Village ix different.
There is a large and modern school
building. but it is not Jarge enough
for the requirements of the growing
village, and the arrangements of the
present building are such as to make
it inconvenient to build on to it. and
