Yelling like a bunch of schoolboys,
the 1200 students of New England's
first citizens’ military training . camp,
who completed their training Tuesday,
the next morning poured out of camp
almost in g body and that night the
great majority of them are back in
their homes. And here in camp are
about 100 -worn-out and weary offi-
cers, striving to keep awake long
enough to get their reports made out,
their property turned in ang get
home, where most of them will prob-
ably slcep the clock around ‘at least
once or twice, . el
Yet, despite their utter weariness
there is a sense of satisfaction in the
hearts of these officers, for they know
they have done a good job and that
Devens was the best C. M. T. C. in
the United, States. But beyond all
that js the great satisfaction of know-
ing that they personally got a hold
on these boys.

The boys showed this themselves,
Not a compapy commander but re.
ceived some token. of the affection of
his boys before they left home. Capt.
Julian W, Cunningham, commander
of Co. B, which wag adjudged the best
company in the camp, recetved from
the boys in his outfit a solid silver
replica. of the cup the company wodn.

An Interesting Auto Trip.

Will you take a fireside auto trip
of say seventy-five miles with me?
This is no bluebook route and being
unsung of poets I undertake to praise
it. Westward we start. Aftér about
four miles we come to the "“Groton
Ridges,” a curious glacial formation,
which might be called equally Well
“the grooves,” for the tops of the
ridges are even with the sUrrounding
country and our road goes along the
top of onc with no dip at either end.
To the right, just o glimpse can be
caught through the trees of Knopp's
pond, beyond which is a ridge like
the one we have just gone over, where
one may stand and. easily throw a
stone, one way into Knopp’s pond or
the other into Cow pond, Another
peculiarity of Groton scenery, made
by the glaciers of long ago, the drum-
lins, great round hills, should be no-
ticed.  Soon we pass through the elm-
shaded street of the village, seeing to
the west the famwous Groton School
for boys. A mile farther sve cross the
Nashua river just above a dam, which
gives power for a papermill, Over
the hills we go to Townsend Harbor,
where the only harbor In sight is the
shore of a peaceful millpond. The
village name js & relic of an obsolete
use of the word harbor. Passing
through the Center village of Town-
send and West Townsend we come to
a threc-mile stretch of road without
a house on ft that winds ever upward
through a narrow-wooded valley be-
side a brook, whose waters are tumb-
ling picturesquely over the rocks
toward us al] the way. The beauties
of this valley deserve a pen of far
better descriptive powers than mine;
As we think it is the last of June
wo see on the hillside across the val-
ley, great masses of laurel bloom.

We are in a land where spruce and
hemlock replace our white piné and
where we can look over the woodlund
and think of the.“Land of the pointed
tirs” Anon the scene changes; the
valley widens and the hills are drawn
well buck from the road which winds
now acrusd & plain. ,The scene Is sim-
ilar to that in Intervale in the White
Mountain reglon, We pass through
two little hamlets here. In the first
we notice an old blacksmith shop. In
the other we sec¢ a deserted mill build-
ing, These two are the gravestones
of a thriving little industry, extinct
partly because the grim reaper passed
among men and partly because of a
change in human wants. The demand
for democrat wagons has turned to
another vehicle. Betwcen these ham-
lets “'still sits the schoolhouse by the
roadside"” ‘and here we stop for lunch.
Across a maowing field is.a large. rock
with blackness under it, which proves
to be a slight excavation where bub-
bles forth a spring where the school
children resort when thirsty.
After junch- a three-minute walk
straight back of the schoolhouse takes
us to the hiliside and woodland, where
we stumble on several huge old maple
and chestnut trees of size and appear-
ance [ndicating that they have.seen
more than all the history of white
men in that valley, One of these, a
maple, is in full health. Tty trunk is
more than fifteen feet around and its
top is more than 100 feet above the
ground. Were anyone so rash and so
regardless of venerable - age as to
make cord ‘Wood of ft, there would
surely be fiftéen cords, perhaps twen-
ty. The other big trees are all in the
declining’ years of decrepitude. though
bushels of burrsg show, that frultfulness
is not past. The largest of these is
twenty feet and ten inches in circum-
ference at the. smallest part of the
trunk. Others aré fifteen,. seventeen
and- eighteen feet in clrcumterence.
So broken are they that little. cdin be
sald of thelr one«time spredd and
height, save that single. limbs equal
what we usually call good-sized trees.
Leaving these hoary veterans of the
forest to their lovely grandeur, we pass
thoughttully on, keeping company
with the river, which {s far older vet,
but where waters are ever new, In
Wilton we turn eastward, with the
valey, now traveling on state road.

In ‘Flanders Field where the scarlet
poppies grow,” seemed very real, for
the poppies were blooming on elther
hand. On each grave we placed the
American flag and beautiful bouquets
of flowers. In response to an Invita-
tion from the French commander we

On these graves
we placed flowers and on a grave in
the far corner whose cross bore the
inseription **Paynath Ula,” a soldier
of India, we lald the bouquet tied with
red, white and blue, and the tri-color
of France, and scattered white car-
nations on the 215 British and Cana-
dian graves, so that all who slept so
far ‘from home might have a share
in our Memorial day."”
