The following clipping from Will-
fam Justin Mann's writings niay be
of interest to our citizens, since it tells
of the twe lawrence brothers once so
well-known here:

“At the return of peace afier the
war of 1812, there was a great scarc-
ity of merchandise in the United
States, The firm of A. and A. lLaw-
rence, then located on Market street,
which beecame (‘ornhill, determined to
improve the opportunity, and Abbott
Lawrence satled for Kurope on the
ship *Milo' to buy goods for this mar-
ket.

“On his arrival he hastened to Man-
chester, madce his purchases, and re-
turned to Liverpool the evening be-
fore ‘Milo’ was to start on her return

voyage. He took his goods to the
vessel on a lighter, but the mate re-
fused to receive them, as the cargo
was all on board and the hatches
down,

“Abhatt Lawrence would not take

| no for an answer He succeeded in per-

suading the mate to receive the goods,
and he hhmself pulled at the tackle
and helped hoist the goods on board.
The ‘Milo’ had a short passage back
and in less than a week after their
arrival in Boston the goods were sold
at an immense profit.

“The above anecdote is a striking
fllustmtion of the great energy of
character of Abbott I.awrence. While
his brother. Amos, was of a fecble
constitution, Abbott Lawrence had a
eplendid physical cquipment and was
a natural leader of men, A wonder-
ful fleld was ripening for the exercise
of his encrgies.

“Francis C. Lowell introduced the
power loom into the United States in
1814. The foundations of the city of
Lowell were laid in 1821, one year
hefore. Boston became a ‘eity. There
wero then less than a dozen houscs
in what Is now the city of Jowell,
When the great mills were established
A. and A. Lawrence became large pro-
prietors as well as selling agents. In
1845 the Essex Co. was organized, the
town and the city of Lawrence soon
followed, and Abbott Lawrence was
the president of the great Atlantic
cotton mills and also of the Pacific
mills.  In the new railrond develop-
ment he was no Jess prominent. He
presided at the meeting in Faneull
hall, 1835, at which resolutions were
adopted favoring the proposed rail-
road between Boston and the western
part of the state and also bhetween

Massachusetts and New York and the

The Page house proper wus bulilt
by Thomus Baneroft previous to the
year 1500, and he resided there with
his bride for many »ears. Having no
children the piace passed into the
hands of hix nephew, George Thomas
Bancroft, and from him to his daugh-
ter, Mrs. Lucy Bancroft Page, who is
now somewhat out of health, and with
her daughter, Mrs, Grace Greenhalgh,
in Pawtucket, R. L.

The estite originally included many
acres, reaching toward Pepperell con-
ter as far as the present residence of
My, and Mrs. Morgan. Many of the
descendants have lived, and some still
live, within the boundaries, Miss Bar-
bara Bancroft being a direct descend-
ant of the founder of tne family here
in Pepperell, although six generations
removed.
