Notice to Property Owners

You are hereby reguired on or he-
fore January 1, 1922, to destroy the
pypsy oand brown tail moths o veour
property in this town,

This not:ification is in acecordance
with Chapter 122 of the General Laws
whirh requires cities and towns to de-
stroyv the eggs, eaterpillars, pups and
nests of *he gypsy and brown tail
moths unrder heavy penalty for failure
to compy with the provisions of the
law,

If a property owner {ails to destray
stich  eges. caterpillarg, pups and
nests, then the city or town g requlired
the cost of
the work in whole or in part accord-
ing to the value of the land, {s assess-
ed upon and hecomes a lien on the
land (8ce Seetion 18, Chapter 132,
below.)

The selectmen ask awners and ten-
ants to co-aperate with the town in its
work on highways and other public
rrounds by doing effective work on
their premises. Citlzens who have
cleaned thelr premises of the moths,
but find their treeas endangered by the
neglect of owners of adjoining estates
should make complaint to the select-
men. The infegtation of a residential
neizhborhood by the neglect of a few
wiil not bho tolerated.

The oggs of the gyPsy moth should
be destroyed at onen with creosote.
They should never be scraped off the
object on which they aro laid. Care-
ful eearch should be made for gypsy
moth egg clusters, not only on trees
but also on hnuere walls, stone swalls,
fences and in rubbish heaps, ote.
Trees In which cavities occur and
which @ not desirable to cut should
have the cavities tinned or cemented.
This i8 {fmportant. Tho present and
future cost of combating this insoct
can be greatly reduced by cutting and
burning worthless brush, hollow trecs,

ete. A few trees well cared for are
more valuable to the property owner
and the community than a large num-
ber of neglected trees.

The nests of the brown tail moth

should be cut from the trees, carefully
collected and burned in a stove or
furnace.
Full instructions as to best methods
work against the moths may be ob-
tained from the Loecal Superintendent,
J.o K. Keegan, or from the State
Foraster, State Iouse, Doston.

Work done by contractors should
be inspected and approved by the
l.ocal Superintendent before payment
for the same is made.

The earliest moments in.the history
of Portland are commemorated in the
name of Lovejoy, given to the former
L. street when the city wuas Jjoined
with East Portland in 1891, for Amos
Lawrence Lovejoy owned half inter-
est in the land claim which later be-

came the site of Portland.
He was born in Groton on March
14, 1808, and studied law at Cam-

bridge and Amherst, later being the
first lawyer in the colony
tled near Oregon City. His name ap-
pears in the list which made up the
first wagon train to come across the
plains to Oregon in 1842

There is some doubt as to the date
when he first set foot on the ground
which is now Portland, there being
two distinct accounts of
event, one taking place in 1843 and
the other Ih 1844, At any rate, he
met Willlam Overton in Vancouver
and together they were returning by
canoe to Oregon City when Mr, Over-
ton suggested they go ashore, as he
wanted to show Mr. Lovejoy a claim
he had staked out, but had no funds
to register and start clearing.

The apparent depth of the wate
along the shore of the river and signs
where ships had stopped caused Mr,
Lovejoy to become interested in Mr.
Overton's claim and proposition that!

is to do anything.

As a matter of self-preservation it
would seem clear enough to anybody
outside of our legislative halls that
something ought to be done and that
promptly. The old idea of the “melt-
ing pot” may have heen all right fifty
or a hundred years ago, but big as it
is the “melting pot” will not be large
enough to assimilate the mess that
will be dumped into it from Europe if
some action is not taken to check
the rush before the present restric-
tion expires. If nothing is done every
available steamer loaded to the limit
will be ready to dump its load in
time to help us celebrate Independ-
ence day, 1922,

The matter of restricting this rush
of immigrants {8 not. by any means
as simple as it' may seem. There are
too many powerful influences at work
with money behind them (and also
some votes) to permit congress to
pass a wholesome and effective law
without strenuous opposition.

The election of 1922 is looming inl

the offing and the average congress-
man will hesitate to vote for any bill
that is likely to throw many votes
against him when he comes up for
re-c¢lection, and the time will. be too
short to give the voters a chance to
forget, hence votes for igid restric-
tion will be hard to ¢~ in some dis-
tricts.

The steamshi» companies who make
money by bringing immigrants over
will be unqualifiedly for unrestricted
immigration and will use time, money
and influence to prevent passage of
any restrictive bill. These gentry care
little what becomes of the country as
long as they get their profits. There
are numerous racial groups through-
out the country who are anxious that
no restriction be placed on their par-
ticular nationality. This is natural
enough and the sentiment is perhaps
complimentary, but the fact remains
if all restrictions were removed in a
few vears the descendants of the first
settlers would be in about the same

position as the only original Ameri-
cans, ‘‘the noble red men,” are to-
day, It might be poetic justice, but

it would not be pleasant.

Of all classes opposing any restric-
tion of immigration the Jews are the
strongest, most wide awake and have
the greatest influence and the most
money to put into the opposition, and
they will use every ounce of their
power to keep the gates open.

While it cannot be denied that the
Jews are good business men it would
seem that there is no crying need of
a great increase in their numbers just
at present,

If anyone doubts our having about
all the foreign population we can as-
similate at present let him follow up
the record of crimes and misdemean-
ors in any daily paper for a few days
and note how many English or Ameri-
can names appear. That will show
as well as any one thing the peobple
who are making business for our
courts and populating our prisons.
Much more might he gaid but space
will not permit.

Anyone who thinks at all ought to
be convinced that the time has come

for a fixed restrictive immigration
policy and the sooner congress gets
about the jnh the better. V. T. E.
