Edward Everett Edgarton, aged 83 
yrs. 10 mosl and 1 day, passed away 
on Monday evening at seven o'clock 
a t his homo on Harvard road from 
the effects of arterio sclerosis. Mr, 
Edgarton's Illness w a s brief and his 
death came quit© -unexpected, for he 
h a d attended. In a measure, to his 
dally routine duties, being taken sud­
denly III shortly after six o'clock that 
evening. T h e fami ly physician. Dr. 
T h o m a s E. Lilly, arrived promptly at 
the home and tried in vain to get his 
heart In action, but there was no re­
sponse ' to the treatment. He began 
to sink rapidly a s he sat in his arm 
chair in the kitchen and llnally suc­
cumbed to the Inevitable. The end 
w a s peaceful and he passed away as 
ca lmly as a chi ld going to sleep. 

For a few weeks past Mr. Edgarton 
had experienced severe at tacks of 
heart trouble, but they were of brief 
duration, rallying quickly from the 
effects. 

Edward E. Edgarton was born In 
Shirley on February 3, 1829, and was 
t h e son of Joseph and Mehltable 
( W h i t c o m b ) Edgarton, one of a f a m ­
ily of flfteen chi ldren—ten boys and 
flve girls. He received his education 
in the public schools of Shirley, which 
included the high school. In his early 
l ife he fol lowed mechanical pursuits 
and Tor nearly two yeara was an en­
gineer on the New York Central rail­
road. The last forty years of his life 
h e was a cranberry grower. 

Mr. Edgarton married Mlss E'mily 
Bennet t In 1857. Two daughters w-ere 
the results of this union—Clara Ger­
trude, who died young, and Mrs. Liz­
zie Estel le Longley, of Worcester, w h o 
survives him. His wife died six years 
ago. His second marriage was to Mrs. 
l>avonne J. Fish, in 1908, 

The death of Mr. Edgarton marks 
the passing of the last generation of 
his family. He w a s one of Shirley's 
solid citizens, and respected and es­
teemed by the townspeople . He w a s 
a strong type of the old New England 
citizen, attended strictly to his own 
business and never indulged in any 
unfavorable c o m m e n t s regarding any 
one, and if he could .not express kind­
ly sent iments he remained silenf. He 
w a s fond of nature and w a s especlallv 
kind to- dumb animals . His old horse, 
"Tim," has been in his possession for 
the last thirty years, purchasing him 
w-hen he w-as ten years old, which 
m a k e s "Tim" about forty years of 
age , and is in remarkably good con­
dition considering his age, which is 
certainly out of the ordinary. 

Mr. Edgarton was the oldest m e m ­
ber of the Unlversallst church and a 
member of Fredonian lodge, L O. 
O. F. 

The near relatives besides a wife 
are a daughter, Mrs. Lizzie E, Long-
ley, of Worcester, and flve grandchi l ­
dren, who are Clare, Mary, Samuel E., 
E m i l y and Josephine Longley.

AYER. 
An Interesting liOCturo, 

The Intensely Interesting story of 
Lieut. Robert Peary's successful dash 
for the North Pole was told to a large 
audience In Page hall on Tuesdaj- eve­
ning by Donald B. MacMlllan, a mem­
ber of the expedition. The lecture 
was the second In the course arranged 
by the Middlesex Country club for 
this season and the club la entitled to 
much credit for procuring such a flrst 
class attraction for the benefit of the 
people of this vicinity. 

The lecture was profusely Illustra­
ted by beautiful views which were 
taken by himself and other members 
of the party. 

Mr. MacMlllan prefaced his story 
of the journey to the frozen north by 
a brief recital of the customs and lan­
guage of the E^ulmaiix. who are the 
only Inhabitants of that region and 
who are valuable allies In assisting 
those who make explorations In those 
northern climes. As they talk no 
English the flrst thing that the mem­
bers of the expedition found it neces­
sary to do was to learn their language, 
which Is very complex and hard to ac­
quire. As an illustration he said the 
common English adjective "this" had 
seventy-flve different meanings in the 
Esquimau language and other simple 
English words had different meanings 
according to the places that they were 
used. 

Mr. MacMlllan said that the Idea 
that prevails that these people are 
mentally dull and unsocial Is entirely 
wrong as he found them very bright 
and alwaya happy to assist the ex­
plorers In their work. In order to get 
them to'join the expedition, however, 
it was necessary to take all the fami­
lies of the tribe along as they refused 
to leave any of the family behind. As 
they were "Used to close quarters In 
thelr^atlve huts- they did nOt'require 
much room on the "Rooaevelt.""^ the 
shit) which was "used-; in penetrating 
the vast a.nd dangerous courae that 
they .pursued. The hardships and 
dangers which the' expedition met 

were offset by the pleasures of the 
Journey which were many In spite of 
the fact that the temperatures ranged 
from 40 to 58 degrees below zero. 

The speaker told of the start of 
the expedition from New York city, 
the visit to Colonel Roosevelt's home 
at Oyster Bay on Long Island, where 
the ex-presldent. In whose honor the 
ship was named, welcomed them and 
wished the members success In their 
undertaking. They proceeded along 
the coast of Labrador to Greenland. 
After leaving the latter point they be­
gan to encounter difficulties which in­
creased until they reached a point of 
139 miles from the pole, when the 
rest of the journey became compara­
tively easy till the much desired point 
was reached. 

When within 139 miles of the pole, 
the party, with the exception of Lieut. 
Peary and a few Esquimaux, was sent 
back home, partly on account qf the 
lack of provisions, and partly because 
the lieutenant wanted to be the first 
to discover the pole. Lieut. Peary 
made no secret of the fact that he 
wished to have this honor, as he said 
that the perilous work he had done 
for twenty years In trying to reach 
the prized goal of his ambition en­
titled him to the distinction of the 
first white man to reach the top ot 
the world. 

The journey back was beset with 
great difflculties as the warm sun of 
the early spring melted the ice floes 
and left many spaces of open water 
till they reached the ship, which had 
been left on their Journey north. On 
the return Journey they discovered 
the quarters which were occupied by 
the members of the Lieutenant Gree­
ly expedition twenty-seven years be­
fore. 

Upon entering the house they found 
provisions which had been left there 
twent::;Seven years before, among 
which was a supply of meat, which 
they found in such a good state of 
preservation, owing to the Intense and 
constant cold, that they ate of it. Ac 
this point their Esquimau friends, 
who had accompanied the expedition, 
bade them an affectionate farewell 
and departed for their homes. 

Mr. MacMlllan corrected a wrong 
impression that the huge icebergs 
which are the terrors of navigation, 
are not, as many suppose, .salt water 
Ice. but are composed of frozen sno.v 
which break off the shores of the 
islands when the snow melts and float 
oirt to sea where they are quicKiy 
frozen into the massive bulks. :5&lt 
water never freezes to more than 
eight feet In depth and many of the 
Icebergs are from 800 to 1000 feet 
thick. To further prove this state­
ment, the speaker said that at times 
when the members of the expedition 
wanted water they procured excel­
lent fresh water from the icebergs 
from the crevices where the water 
had collected following the melting 
of the Ice hy the sun. 

Mr. MacMlllan said that another ex­
pedition, of which he will be a mem­
ber, will leave next July for a three-
yejirs' voyage. The Esquimau dogs 
which play an Important part In the 
perilous work of exploration, wero 
highly praised by the speaker for 
their faithful work of drawing the 
sledges carrying the provisions for 
the expedition. Of the 240 dogs that 
started on the journey, only eight sur­
vived when they returned home. At 
the conclusion of the lecture, Mr. Mac­
Mlllan received much applau.se.
