Introduced a Bill. 
Representative Williams, ot Blller­

lca, has Introduced a bill into the 
legislature "To establish an agricul­
tural school in Middlese-x county." 
Land and buildings not to cost more 
than $75,000. The county commis­
sioners to issue 4 percent bonds to 
mature in whole or in part, in twenty 
years. The annual expense of said 
school not to exceed $25,000. one-
half of which shall be paid by the 
state. The school Is free to all per­
sons in the county between the ages 
ot fourteen and twenty-five, but any 
person over, twenty-five years ot age 
may attend by approval of .the Board 
of Education.

LITTLETON, 
No Apple Trust. 

I will 'have to ask a little space to 
reply to A. B. Conant's criticism of 
my letter three weeks ago. Brother 
Conant's remarkable keen sense of 
humor reminds me ot Mark Twain's 
experience in trying to deliver a seri­
ous lecture. According to Mark's ac­
count, his audience greeted cverv seri­
ous sentence with a roar until he had 
to give It up. 

I can realize Mark's cmbarr<iss-
mcnt, as I was not trying to work up 
a reputation aa a humorist. 1 dis­
tinctly stated that tho various Items 
noted were news times and did not 
assume any responsibility as to their 
correctness. I freely admit that the 
Information wx> get through the news­
papers Is not always entirely trust­
worthy, but It Is about the only source 
of Information available by which we 
can keep posted on current events 
and each reader must arrange his 
scale of discounts according to his 
best judgment. 

I cannot yet see why perishable 
produce should he side-tracked In 
carload lots for any other reason than 
to steady the market, and It seems to 
be a logical Inference that the people 
responsible for such side-tracking 
would not be anxious to advertise i 

that side of the business, and that the 
great bulk of such transactions never 
come to public notice. 

Brother Conant says that he does 
not believe any shipper purposely 
side-tracked his apples. Neither do 1. 
The order for that sort of thing 
w-ould more likely come from the 
commission men to whom they were 
consigned. I am inclined to think if 
the .reporter had been able to follow 
the matter up he w-ould find the ap­
ples fin<ally landed In a cannery or 
elder mill. The commission man 
would probably be able to get enougn 
out of the apples to pay the freight 
and could sell the empty barrels for 
his comml.sslon and "steady the 
market" just the same. 

Brother Conant says everybody 
knows there Is no apple trust. That 
is good news. In algebraic terms that 
Is an axiom. It is very fortunate I 
did not butt up agal.-ist a self-evident 
truth by claiming there w-as. I have 
read over my article of three weeks 
ago and I don't find that I .s;iid any­
thing about trusts. 

In tact, the people have paid out 
a lot of good money to find out about 
the trust business and there .seems to 
be a great difference of opinion a.s to 
w-hether there are any trusts at all. 
Mr. Haer says there is no coal trust, 
and I have never read that .lohn I>. 
has admitted at any time that there 
Is an oil trust, though the govern­
ment has tried dissolving it an\-way. 
Mr. Perkins knows of no sice', trust, 
and .1. P. Morgan and his as-sociates 
before the Pujo investigating com­
mittee admit they don't know what a 
money trust is. Surel>-. some of these 
distinguished men ought to know if 
there really are trusts. 

I must confess Brother C.pnant 
has me on the hip on one poinf when 
he demands to know where I |)iiked 
up these item.s. Perh.aps I ought to 
have been more particular about 
filing my Information, but I h.ive to 
earn my livelihood outside of news­
paper work .and haven't too much 
time to spare. I feel bound to be 
!is economical of space a.s po.ssible, 
but In the future I will try to attend 
to that detail. 

As Brother Conant has established 
to his satisfaction that there are no 
organizations that can control the dif­
ference In price obtained by the pro­
ducer for his product and the price 
paid by the consumer for the same 
article, w-on't he try and find time to 
explain why In time of bountiful 
crops the prices to consumers do not 
drop the way they used to do twenty 
years ago. I for one would like to 
know about that. V. T. E.

N o w the town, which was n a m e d , 
for tho late Dr. Jamea C. Ayer ot 
Lowell , haa had .an intei-estlng history. 
I t . is tho youngest o l the Groton 
fami ly of towna; for Oroton w a s t h e 
parent ot lusty offspring. Whi le t h o 
town of Ayer w a s not Incorporated 
until 1871, tho tract .comprising I t — 
four m i l e s by t w o — w a s sett led aa 
early a s 1662. It shared with tho I n ­
dian a t tacks on Groton In K i n g 
Phil ip's war, and In the other Ind ian 
wars that fol lowed. Its soil n e v e r 
had the r ichness for farming that Is 
to bo found In Groton proper—'Ayer 
w-as then South Groton—and in 1843 
It had only a dozen farms under c u l ­
tivation, and' these of doubtful pros ­
perity. It did not look as t h o u g h 
tho territory w-ould ever, develop to 
any great extent. 

Then came the Fltchburg rai lroad, 
which located its Grotop stat ion a t 
South Groton. Four years later thia 
had become a union station tor s e v ­
eral railroads converging to t h a t 
point. T h e agitation for the incorpor­
ation of the growing settlenvent b e g a n 
as early a s 1866, when It w a s m a d o 
the subject of a spirited debate by 
the vi l lage debating club. But It 
was not until 1871, that a petit ion waa 
a6tually presented to the legis lature, 
signed by 270 citizens, and ask ing t h a t 
the new town be named Groton 
Junction. Thi s name did not m e e t 
with general approval, however, a n d 
that of Ayer w a s selected. In t h o 
territory thus set apart for a n e w 
township there were 1890 res idents o f 
Groton, 90 res idents of. Shirley a n d 
31 of Littleton, making a total o f 
2003. Thus three towns contributed 
of their territory, though Groton g a v e 
the greater share , ,

Narrowly I->iOai«'s Kloctrociitlon, 
Malcolm Madden, an employee ot 

the . \yer I^leetric Light Company, 
had a narrow- escape from being 
electrocuted at about e leven o'clock 
on la.>--t Saturday morning while 
at work near the bank building 
on Main street. He was engaged 
In fixing a wire that pas-sed between 
two l imbs of a tree, so that It w-ould 
not sw-Ing during a -storrn and strike 
cither limb. To do this he put on 
a porcel.aln Insulator, which Is a non­
conductor of electricity, and was 
about to fasten the wire so as to 
hold It tight In position, when he ac­
cidental ly touched the live w-Ire with 
his bare hands. 

H e received the full force ot the 
2300 volts In the w-lre. Instantly he 
w a s throw-n back and tho body par­
tially stunned. Word w a s at once 
sent to the nearest t e l ephone at 
P o u l i u s fruit .store and the power was 
Instantly shut off. W h e n the power 
left the w-lres, Madden's hands , which 
ho had been unable to take from the 
w-lrea w-hlle the current was on, re­
laxed, and he fell l>ackwards. He 
w a s saved from falling to the ground 
by his safety belt w-hlch all em­
ployees use when working above the 
ground w-here It Is necessary to use 
both hands. The belt w-as fastened 
to the tree and .saved h im from a 
fall that might have proved serious, 
and possibly fatal. 

After partial recovery Madden 
c a m e dow-n from the tree apparently 
not much the worse for his danger­
ous experience. He w-cnt to Dr, Sul­
l ivan's offlce w-here his hands were 
treated. He Is able to be about his 
work. 

It s e e m s a miracle that he escaped 
with his life. Electricians say that 
1900 vol ts w-lll at t imes prove fatal, 
but Madden received 400 more. The 
explanat ion gi\-en for his compara­
t ive ly (flight Injuries Is that the cur­
rent w-as not fully grounded, as ho 

To the Edi tor : 
Nearly all of the pastors and m i n ­

isters in a certain town recent ly c a m e 
together for a social meal arid then 
spent the even ing together. They 
were the greater part of a dozen in 
number. 

One th ing that c a m e out quite 
plainly at th i s meet ing was that, very 
naturally, there are m a n y Interests 
In an ordinary town that can be best 
studied, understood and acted upon 
by the ministers . In close cooperation. 
They cannot do so well each a lone 
by himself, ac t ing Individually, in iso­
lation, a s w h e n they are heartily 
united. 

At this m e e t i n g the local observ­
ance of the Sabbath day, the grrowth 
of that disposit ion w h i c h Is satisfied 
with physical w-ell being and out­
ward comfort , w-Ithout m u c h regard 
to moral and spiritual th lngs -^ma-
terlal lsm s o m e call. I t—the habits of 
the young people, the att i tude of the 
older generat ions toward the young­
er, t h e popular sports, and a variety 
pt s imilar subjects were ta lked over 
together and plans suggested by 
which the talk might be turned to 
practical account. W h a t w-lll grow 
out of the meet ing m a y , n o t Ue cer­
tain yet, perhaps only little. But 
some one w-ill be at fault If nothing 
comes of It. 

'What is true of the tow-n referred 
to, is probably true of Ayer and of 
most other towns which this paper 
represents. 

Newspapers c a m e up for generous 
est imation. It was mainta ined that 
a town is fortunate which is served 
by a paper widely read, and with suf­
ficient resources to repeat all live dis­
cussion of matters of public w-elfare. 

When certain evils a m o n g the 
young people w-ere ment ioned, re­
sponsibil i ty was laid partly upon the 
older ones. In a certain town, not 
long ago, young people held a dance 
from ten in the evening until four 
o'clock the next morning, w-lth no 
adequate supervision by anyone 
w h o m they all held In obedient re­
spects And there w a s some rude­
ness during the night. 'Where were 
the older people In such a case'.' 
One mother, a good w-oman of the 
best society, said: "What could I 
say or do? I have no control over 
my daughter . She is s ixteen, and 
goes her ow-n w-ay." But can the 
older people throw- oft responsibil ity 
in that m a n n e r ? 

Another lesson of this social even­
ing concerned the care the cathol ic 
church especial ly Is exercis ing over 
Its people. A priest, who w a s one of 
the most interested and Interesting 
member of the company, said that he 
did not think there w-ere more than 
a very few- (he gave a i iumber) of 
his people but attended church fre­
quently. I should think there w-erj 
perhaps nearly tw-o thousand cath­
olics In his parish. W h a t an impres­
sive s ta tement that was! Out of 
.so large a number, not more than 
as m a n y as might he counted on your 
flngers. but honored their church by 
constant or frequent presence there; 

Another c lergyman present _ said 
there were about tw-o hundred ' fam­
ilies In his parLsh upon w-hom he 
called. And of tho.se famil ies he -said 
there w-ere so many that never came 
inside the church doors. I will not 
publish the number here, but It w-.as 
a \ » r y considerable fraction of the 
w-hole. Compared with the catholic 
report it seemed almo.st shocking. 

The personal care of the catholic 
priests to know- the habits of their 
young people especially, w a s ver>-
Impresslve. The dance and the mov­
ing picture show do not get by with­
out scrutiny. The oversight ot some 
priests, at any rate. Is not unreason­
ably hard and tyrannical, but kind 
and tactful, amiable , but alm%W Ir-

W o m a n Suffrage, 
'To the Editor: I do not k n o w a s 

yoli w-lll bo pleased to open the c o l -
ums ot your paper to this m u c h d i s ­
cussed question, but I will venture to 
give you a few of my ideas upon t h e 
siibject w-Iiich may be of some in ter ­
est to m a n y of your readers. 

In the first place, it s e e m s to m e 
that the m e n act In a very unecallant 
and heart less manner when they c o m ­
pel the w o m e n to commit m a n y u n ­
wise and fool ish acts, with the h o p e 
that by so doing they may help the ir 
cause, w h e n the men by s imply g r a n t - • 
Ing w h a t rightly belongs to them, t h e 
w-omen w-ould become as gent le a n d 
as harmless a s doves. 

In the second place, many peop le 
do not rightly understand w-hat it 
means to vote . 'Voting, a s I under ­
stand the act, is only a s imple and d l - ' 
rect w a y of expressing our minds u p o n 
any subject which is before the publ ic 
for decis ion. W o m e n vote at the pres ­
ent t ime, no t on ly in the m a n y etated-
which have granted to w o m e n t h o • 
right of suffrage, but here in old M a s s ­
achuset ts the w o m e n vote in the busi ­
ness of the public schools 'and a l so in 
church. 'Why should they be p r e ­
vented from expressing their minds in 
all mat ters of public interest? 

T h e w o m e n would not bo obliged to 
vote any more than t h e m e n a r e 
obliged to vote , but they should h a v e 
the liberty to vote, whether t h e y i m ­
prove that liberty or otherwise . 

It is one of the blessings of th i s ' 
country that men can express the ir 
minds and opinions by the ballot, a n d 
w h y should not w o m e n of equal, a n d 
often t imes o f superior inte l l igence , 
also have the right and pr iv i lege of 
vot ing? N o good reason exists w h y 
they should hot h a v e ' t h i s r ight .

Later reports have it 
that they have secured a portable 
mill which they w-lll operate this 
w-inter, and will probablv re-build at 
the old site.
