Train No. 14, now leaving here at
10.30 a. m., for Boston, will leave at
11.16 a. m.

Train 515, now arriving here from
Boston at 9.11 a. m., will reach here
two minutes earlier, at 9.09 a. m.

Train No. 37, due.-to leave here for
Fitchburg at nine a. m., is annulled.

No. 76, local train due to leave here
for Boston at 4.40, and west bound
train due here-at 2.55 p. m., are also
annulled.

Train 5134, due to leave here at
11.04 a. m., for Boston, is annulled
east of Fitchburg.

There are no changes on the other
divisions in the new schedule.

To Install Automatic Lights.

The telephone company intend soon
to install a lighting syvstem in the
telephone booths at the railroad sta-
tion. The system will work automati-
cally, 80 that when a person wishes
to talk after dark, a light will show
as soon as he steps on the floor of
the booth and will be extinguished as
soon as he leaves it. This is brought
about by a connection which is some-
what complicated between the floor
and the wires through which the
power passes for the electric light.

The system is a costly one and is
only used where the receipts of the
booths are sufficient to justify the ex-
pense of putting it in. The revenue at
the rallroad station has steadily in-
cgeased since the booths were placed
there, and the company intend to put
in three new booths in place of the
ones now In use,

The installation of the lighting sys-
tem will be very convenient to those
who wish to use the telephone bonths
at night, as it will give them light to
get the number of the persons they
wish to talk with on the telephone
booth in the booth, as well as to en-
able people to send a message by re-
ferring to written notes, or to receive
one in writing,

The automatic arrangement by
which the lights are burning only
while the person is In the bhonth,
eliminates waste of power and of
course money.

Disastrous Fire,

One of the most disastrous fires
that have occurred here In years
broke sut in the engine house of the
Boston and Maine frelght yard on last
Saturday. The. engine house was
practicaily a total loss and seven loco-
motives which it was impossible to
get out of the house were badly dam-
aged. There was also a lot of valu-
able machinery jn thé machine room
iIn the eastern part of the building,
which was also destroyed. It is im-
possible at this time to give anything
ilke an accurate statement in regard
to the loss, hut estimates places it at
a figure not .to exceed $50,000. -At
first it was thought that the loss
would be much greater than that
amount, but upon examination eof the

ruins it was plainly evident that the

loss would be much smaller than the
original estimate. The seven locomo-
tives. it Is said, while quite badly burn-
ed, can be overhauled and restored to
good working conditions, although of
course being far less useful than be-
fore the fire.

The alarm from box 5 at the corner
of West and Main streets at 11.55 was
the summons for the fire department
to respond to the fire, and in exactly
thirty minutes afterwards the engine
house was in ruins.” As there i{s no
highway to the scene of the fire, it
was necessary to haul the Col. Need-
ham hand tub -to the scene on a flat
car. One hose wagon was taken
alang, but it was useless, as the fire
was outside the water limit. The
old hand tub did effective work, how-
ever, consldering the disadvintages
under which it was used. On account
of the unavoidable delay in getting
the fire apparatus to the fire by the
means of steam power, the building
was a mass of seething flames when
the department arrived on the scene.
The fire was so hot that it was impos-
sible for the firemen to do as effec-
tive work as would otherwise be the
case, and time and again they were
obliged to get away from the intense
heat.- L .

The fire is reported to have been
caused by spontaneousg combustion in
a closet which is located in the south-
west corner of the engine house.
The building being saturated with oil,
the flames spread very rapidly and in
a few minutes the whole interior was
on fire, and in a half hour only the
brick -walls were standing. It was
feared at one time that the fire might
catch the 'oil house which is close
behind the engine house, but the
brick walls and the streams of water
from the hand tub prevented the fire
from getting that point. Had the

fire reached there the loss might be
much greater. Several gas tanks on
the burned locomotives blew up dur-
ing the fire making loud explosions.
The engine house was bullt eight
years ago, and had a capacity of fif-
teen locomotives. - At the time of the
fire there were eleven In the house,

four being taken out bhefore the fire
got under headway. :
Photographer Dempsey was on

hand and succeeded in getting some
fine photographs of the fire- which
were in great demand and were shown
on the screen at the moving picture
show in Page hall, Saturday evening.

The new switching engines are well
equipped for fighting fires, one of
which played a stream on the tire,
after an ineffectual attempt to get
out the engines without steam. The
far roof tended to interfere with the
firemen’s work, as it formed a blanket
which, when it became heated settled
over the engines in the house and al-
Sso prevented the firemen from playing
directly on the blaze,.

The place was well .equipped with
fire extinguishers, but the rapid spread
of the fire and the time that it oc-
curred, made it impossible to use them.

A conference of officials of the road
was held Saturday afternoon, -after
the fire and the matter of rebuilding
was considered. The walls and pits
at the engine house seem to be in
pretty good condition and parts of the
walls appear perfectly good. While
4t 18 probable that a new building
will be erected on the same site, there
is no definite information given out
as yet as to the intentions .of the rail-
road company.

In spite of the fire the Service of
the road was not seriously handieap-
ped. The office of Kimball W. Mar-
tin, foreman of the round house, has
been moved to the oil house nearby.

‘Of the seven engines which remain-
ed In the engine house, four were
without steam and had ‘the fires
dumped,. which made the chance of
getting them out so much harder. The
rallroad -men made great efforts to
save these engines but were driven
back by the terrific heat that came

i from the interior of the building. An

added danger: to the fire fighters was
the electric wires, but this danger was
avolded by cutting off the current at
the cenhtral station.

‘The fire occurred about the noon
hour and the foreman, Mr. Martin,
and other employes were scattered
.about, Mr. Martin being at dinner at
the time. On account of this fact
there was insufficient help to battle
with the flames before they gained
headway.

And now let me ask whose fault is it
that those women were forced to com-
mit those unlawful deeds? I answer,
it 1s the blindness, stupidity and hog-
Zishness of the men who hold the power.
They might. and should have seen that
the women are right in thelr demand
for the ballot: -and should have granted
it to them years ago, and there would
have been no trouble, but thelr selfish-
ness would not allow them to do it.
And T will ask another question—Who
gave.these men the authority and pow-
er_to withhold the ballot from women?

In all ages of the warld, men have
regarded women as thelr  inferfors,
both mentally and physlcally and so
have, generally, treated them almost
like beasts of burden, And now as
they begin to assert thelr rights they
are severely condemned. .

Some one may ask “Will gociety and
the country be any better off If women
vote?” I answer, it 18 not our buisness
to show, if we could. whether society
would be- better or worse.

We believe the women have the same
right to.vote as have the men, and -as
it 18 her right then let us give it to
her, whether the world would be bet-
ter or worse as the result of that vote.

On reading your paper it seems
strange that any one living in Pepper-
eil could make any such statement.
