Inquest Decision.

The following decision was rendered
by the local court in the inquest on
the death of Michael Hackett:

At an inquest duly holden before
the Fjrst District Court of Northern
Middlesex at Ayer,.in said County, on
the twenty-second day of July in the
vear of our- Lord one thousand nine
hundred and thirteen in accordance
with the provisiong of the laws of
said Commonwealth, to inquire into

of Michael J. Hackett whose dead
body has bheen found lying in' Fitch-
burg- without the judicial district ot
safd court. . :

The presiding justice of sald court,
having been duly notified of the death
of the said Michael J. Hackett and of
the ¢ircumstances attending the same
by Frederick H. Thompson, one of
the medical examiners of the County
of Worcester, after hearing the testi-
mony relating to the cause and man-
ner of sald death, finds that the.said
Michael J. Hackett came to his death

at sald Fitchburg on the eleventh
day of ‘July in - the year of our

Lord one thousand nine hundred and
thirteen in consequence of injuries
received on - the' Boston and Maine
railroad at Ayer on the tenth day of
July, 1913, said injurids being receiv-
ed by said deceased while he was in
the exercise of and discharge of his
duties as conductor of a switching
crew cmployed in the south yard of
the Boston and Maine railroad system
at Ayer. The evidence given before
the tnquest may be stated substantial-

cloge with, the singing of “Auld Lang

Syne” and “Put on your old gray

1y as follows:
The deceased, Michael J. Hackett,

the cause and manner of the death

was and had been for many yecars, to
wit, fifteen, employed in ‘the service
of the Boston and Maine, raflroad in
ithe yard at Ayer, He was a conduc-
tor in charge of ‘a switching crew,
consisting -of himself, e¢ngineer and
‘fireman In charge of the engine, and
a switchman .and three brakemen or
trainmen. .

The deceased had full charge and
control of the movements of these
men. . They always acted under his
orders, .

The accident happened at the close
of the day's work on July 10th, at
which timme there was located at the
extreme southerly end of the, yard a
string of freight cars consisting of
flat cars which were to be switched
down and attached t6 a . train that
was belng made up, the .destination
of which train. was Portland, Me. The
train that was being made up .was lo-
cated on track No. 4. The engine
connected with switching these cars
moved from about the middle of the
south yard towards the extreme south
end therecof, carrying on the same one
of the trainmen and the conductor,
Hackett. They ‘attached the engine
to the string of twenty flat cars and
attémpted to make a flylng  switch
from track No. 1 to track No. 4 fur-
ther down in the yard. The trainman
that accompinied the deceased occu-
pied a position between the engine
and the first flat car for the purpose
of uncoupling the same so that a
fiying switch could be made in ac-
cordance with Instructions that had
previously been issued by the deceas-
ed Michael J. Hackett, to the engineer
and to his associate trainmen. -
Hackett was on the flat car three
or four -cars from the engine, . and
walked along the same toward the
rear to perform certain dutles, which
were incident to -his position. . The
coupling had - been made; the train
had been tested, and Hackett gave
the signal that all was right, and the
signal  was -transmitted to the en-
gineer to go ahead and *fiy”’ these
cars on to the rear-end of the train
that was being made up for Portland.
The last seen of Hackett was that
he was travelling toward the rear of
this train along these flat cars and
passing. through or over what was
called a ‘‘rack’ car, that being. a car
which had a rack built up around it

load might be put upon it, .and had
been used for cartying .bark.

" There was evidence that all appli-
. ances connected with the cars and
the engine were in proper condition,
and the court so finds. .

*As Hackett walked along through
this “rack” car he was secen to stoop,
and that was the last' that -was, seen
of him, That was about the timé that
‘the engineer shut off steam for the
purpose of allowing the head brake-
man’to pull the pin which enabled the
engine to .make the switch and cause
the cars to be “flown” on to track 4.
He was last seen to pass from the
“rack™ car to the next flat car. . What
happened could not. be ascertained
from any eye witness. The next that
was seen of Hackett was that he was
lving between the rails of track No.
1; legs severed, arm gevered, head
injured; but conscious, as he asked
the person that  first. reached him:
“How did it happen?”

Just how the accldent occurred is
conjectural. The - most plausible
theory is ‘that as he was stepping
from the “rack’ ‘car to the next fiat
car about .the time that the steam
was shut off from the engine and the
cars came together by reason of the
slack between them, he lost his bal-
ance and fell between the cars and
was thus injured. Immediately after
his injury . first aid was Tendered by
his associates on the-train crew, and
he was at ance rushed to the Bur-
bank hospital at Fitchburg, where he
died on the following morning as the
result ‘'of his injuries. o
There was evidence from which the
cour: finds that all the apparatus, as
has been previously said, was in per-
fect condition. There was some evi-
dence of a certain pile of broken stone
heside the track -at the point where
the accident happened. but the court
is unable to find that that in any way
contributed to the accident resulting
in Hackett's death.

An opinion: was advanced, in an-
sweér to the question of the court, hy
a person of long experience in rail-
road matters, as to the manner in
which the accident happened, that
in stepping from the “‘rack” car to the
following flat car at the time that the
steam was shut off and causing the
cars to slack, that the deceased lost
his balance and fell bétween the cars
and they passed over him with the
resulting injuries. .

The accident happened "while the
train créw was attempting to’ make a
flying switch, as has been hereinbe-
fore stated, The rules of the Boston
and Maine railroad with regard to the
use of Hiying switches by its employees
are-silent. The arrangement and dis-
tribution of authority in Ayer- yard,
According to the testimony is as fol-
lows: There is an officer of the Bos-
ton and Maine railroad technically
known as a yard master that has full
control of all the emplovees in the
yvard that attend to the switching and
distribution of the cars. There are
nine Sswitching crews employed dur-
ing the_twenty-four hours in Avyer
vard, and the number of cars handled
by these creiws varies from one thou-
sand to two thoiusand in number each
twenty-four hours. It is the custom
in the vard to use the flying switch
for the purpose of expediting the
business of the company; and, so far
as the court could learn, it has not
been forbidden, although it was con-
ceded by all the witnesses that {t was
dangerous—dangerous both to the
property of the company and to the
lives of the employees. The deceased
fn the course of conversation previ-
ously had with the yardmaster, had
been cautioned to use the flying
switeh carefully, but had not been
forbidden to use it in the conduct of
the business of the corporation. Pre-
vious to.the accident the . intention of
the deceased to make this flying
switch had been communicated to
the engineer and to one of the train

structions proceeded to’ make ft. It
can be sald that the accident happen-
ed as a result of making a flying
switch, upon which the rules of the
Boston and Maine raflroad are silent,
and concerning which no orders had
been issued to the ¢rew by any officer
ot the road. So far.as appears the
deceased voluntarily undertook to
carry out the work of the road in
that manner at the time the accident
pccurred. . Whether or not the use of
the fiying switch is desirable it .is not
necessary . for this court to decide, as
the fnjuries were teceived in carry-
fng out the orders issued by the de-
ceased In a manneér prescribed by him
and the dangers of “which were fully
known to him. : B
In conclusion the court finds that
no -unlawful or negligent act of any
person or corporation contributed to
the death of Michael J. Hackett.’

Fire.

A most disastrous fire occurred on
Tuesday evening between eight and
eleven o'clock, when the comfortable
and substantial buildings belonging to
Frank Willard, and situated near Lu-
nenburg depot, were bhurned. to the
ground together with their contents.
The house was a large, two and a half
story building, and the barn a tg‘ame
one, 50x70 feet. Three horses, several
cows, twenty tons of hay, wagons, har-
nesses, farming implements and ma-
chinery were completely destroyed.
Part of the contents of the house were
saved, but the loss is’ estimated at
$6000, with only a partial insurance.
The neighbors of Mr. willard, the
fire departments of Lunenburg and
Leominster were on the grounds and
did all in their power to check-the
fire, but owing to lack of water they
were sadly handicapped.

There are many stories, theories and

.surmises as to the origin of the fire,

and the cause has not yet been learn-

ed.

The telephone office Is under the
management of a private corporation,
but it scems all important that some
arrangement should be made that no
delay should be allowed between
news of the fire at the office and the
sounding of the alarm. Then, too,
the electric light service did not do
its part for the safety of the village
in- case of fire.

In moving the hose  the wrench.
which opens the hydrant was Jlost,
which caused a short delay, It was
found in the roadway by the light of
the fire. If the burning building had
been twice as far from the headquar-
ters of the fire department it would
have taken a much longer time to
have found the wrench by the light
of a lantern. Yecars ago we had no
other way of ligxhting quickly except
by lanterns. It Is much slower work
to harness horsos by lantern light than
by electricity.

When there is an alarm of fire given
at .night the electric lights within the
inner circuit of the village should be
turned on at once, that the horses can

Saint Jean du Doigt, Brittany.-
More than usual interest has attended
the annual ‘‘Chiinadec’” or “Bride-choos-
Ing Day,” which is one of the festivuls
of this old- tashioned town of Brittany.

-The custom dates_back to the mid-
dle ages, when, it is sald, the laws of
the church were so strict that no mar-.
rlage between relatives to within the
eleventh degree was permitted. The

lages, and rather -long journeys had
to be made to find eligible girls else-
-where. It was then that the church,
after -an understanding with the feudal
lord of the place, who had a right to
a tee for each marrjage, arranged a
common bridal day every year after
Eastern, and the. custom Bbas been
maintained to the present.

The day is observed as one of great
religious solemnity. There is no
music or band, no dance of any kind
—as, in fact, dancing has always been
forbidden at St. Jean du Dofght be-
cause of the story of St. John the
Baptist having been ordered to -be
beheaded by Herod after a dance.

"From one to two hundred -girls at-
tent ‘mass in-the morning, and at 3
in the afternoon they again attend
vespers in the old Gothic
They are dressed in Bretagne fashion,
of all colors, and wear. leng embroid:
eréd shawls reaching to their feet, and.

The young men stroll about some
distance away on the walks, and seem
to be rather indifferent. From time to
time one of them leaves his friends
and goes to the girl whom he has
chosen. He salutes her ceremontous
ly, and speaks to her.

Tious - methods: of disinfection, of
which none appears to be more eftec-
tive .than an apparatus devised ' by
Marsoulan of Paris. '

current of air opens every leaf and
an aspirator sucks out the dust and
deposits it In aseptic water;- then
they are, suspended in & disinfector,
the. covers. being bent back and held
by clips so that the leaves are widely
opened and placed "over a ‘heater
which for a time subjects them to a
temperature of 167 degrees Fahren-
heit.
