“Sarah Hartwell Heywood was born
In Westford, April 1, 1830, Her mind,
eager for knowledge, was developed
by the careful culture of that day.
Perhaps its literary bent was early
determined by a meeting with Edgar
Allan Poe, who lecturing in Westford,
stayed at her father's house, and of
whose handdome face and winning
manners she always retained a vivid
recollection.

“In 1872, she removed to Beverly,
and her modest grey house—the Seca
Shell—on: an elm-shaded street, soon
became a resort for the best soclety
(in the truest gense). An arm-chalr
by the harbor-looking window was
known as Dr. Andrew P. Peabody's,
for gshe was an earnest, “‘old-fashfoned
Unitarian,” very active in that church.
Active, also, in every enterprise for
ecivie improvement. she was often
called upon to speak on historic or
other occaslons (such as the centenary
of the Sunday school in this country,
when a tablet to its founder was dedi-
cated), and her thoughtful papers, on
such subjects as King Lear, Poe, Mar-
tineau, were often repeated in other
towns, while several of them appeared
in- print.

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PRESERVING HINTS

How to Make De'lclOUI Plekle That
Can Be Recomniended. )
An easy way of cannlng cherries and

& way which preserves ‘much of the.| ;

beauty of the cherries is: to bottle

them -after they have been washied, .
-dried nnd pitted and to put two ounces

of sugar In each’ bottle. Then : cork

them Hghtly. and ‘put the bottles in-

cold water. Bring the water to the
boiling point and boil gently untfl-the
cherries are .covered with Juice. They
are then done. Cool.them in the wa-
ter, push-the corks in more tightly
and. store them nway.

Ra,spberry vinegar izinkes a refresh-
ing and easily prepared beverage, and
the  ‘vinegar is .not troublesomeé to
make. Cover four quarts of red rasp-
berrfes with vinegar. . Twenty-four
bours later scald and strain the mix-
Measure, the juice and add a
pound of granulated sugar to each pint
of juicé. Boll twenty minutes and bot-
tle. This concoction .will .keep for
years. When it is to be used add a
tnblespoonrul to a glnsstul of cold wa-
ter.

To make spiced currants wash, dry
and stem the currants. Measure them
and for four-pounds allow a pint of
vinegar and two pounds of brown sug-
ar. Add half a cupful of whole spices
tied in a thin muslin bag. Cinnamon,
cassia buds, cloves and allspice should
be included.. Boll the spices, sugar
and vinegar for ten minutes, skim and |
‘add the fruit. Bofl until the currants
are’tender; then:put them in jurs and
boil down the sirup, pour it over the
Jn.rs and seal.

Spliced cherries are a less usual but
no Jess delicious pickle. To make them
bofl six pounds of granulated sugar
with eight pounds of stoned cherries
for twenty minutes. Remove the fruit
and put it In scalded jars. Add two
tablespoonfuls of .ground ' cinuamon
tied in a plece of cheesecloth, a table-
spoonful of whole mace, a tablespoon-
tul of -whole cloves, a pint of videgar
and boil the sirup down until it is

'How to Get Rid of Bedbugs.

Paint the wmattress over lightly with
bichloride. It neither stalns nor smells.
Wipe the bedsteud and springs with a
cloth wet in it and drench cranufes
unwipable. Wipe the backs of pile-
tures and of "dréssers—Iin fact, any
sheltered nnd static space. Wipe the
floor with bichloride If bare and wax
or ofl afterward. Sprinkle a carpet or
rugs with bichloride, then sweep with
a broom dipped In very hot water,

Empty closets, wipe over, examine
all accumulations of paper, boxes, ete.
A bug overlooked will in a month's
space infest a whole bouse. Couches
of .rattan, wicker or upholstered are
strorigholds of the blood suckers., Set
in air and drench with benzine or gas-
oline, leave standing a day and drench
again, shaking. brushing and beating
between drenchings.

I do
not mean that it is voluntary on the
part of the cow, though I bave.seen
men club a cow to make her let down
the milk. ~ We all know how emotion,
such as anxiety or fright, makes our
" mouths dry.- It is just in this way that
.any sort of dlsturbance ‘shuts off a
cow’'s milk.

I have several times found men who’
falled to milk their cows clean thus
drying them up after six or seven
months. - The best security against this
is found in keeping daily mlilk records.
A spring balance with a dial face and
a ruled sheet of cardboard wlill. pay
many hundred per cent in the larger
flow of milk, I know that many a man
who is dishonest enough to leave milk
in & cow’s udder.is not bold enough to
put record of his dishonesty down for
his employer to read.

HOG CHOLERA CHECKED.

Methods by Which .a Community
Stamped Out Disoase,

George: Glover of the Utah experl-
ment station writes that in one com-
munity with which he is familiar and
in which hog cholera was rampant the
disease was stamped out by the fol-
lowing method:

A competent veterinarian was made
a deputy sheriff with. instruction to
clean up cholera. He -did it by first
ordering the carcasses of cholera hogs

isolated from sick ones, serum was
used with discretion. pens were or-
dered cleaned once a tweek and the
Htter destroyed by fire, Hme was scat-
tered in the yards and the pens white-
washed, the hogs were placed in quar-
antine, and notices to that effect were

posted conspicuously, the moving of |-

hogs -on the publie roads was pro-
hibited, and all imported hogs were
held fifteen days Lefore exposing them
to other hogs.

This procedure in a general way, if
enforced vigorously, will control hog
cholera, and there 1s no other way.
The sanitary authorities. must enforce
the same general rules in quarantine
and - disinfection that they do with
‘smallpox and scarlet fever {n the hu-
man, and there is no reason why the
disease canpot be equnlly well con-
trolled

Taking Calf From Its Mother.

The exact time will depend upon the:
eondition of the calf and its mother at
time of calving. If the calf is strong
and in good conidtion it may be taken
away immediately, without allowing
it to nurse.”
